AGREEMENT 

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this (/"day of Jfid ~ f i f , ?  ,2006, by 
and between the City of Columbia, a municipal corporation, hereinafter called the "City" and Boone 
County, Missouri, hereinafter called the "County." 

WHEREAS, the City of the ColumbialBoone County Public Safety Joint Communications 
has enhanced 9- 1-1 capability, which is funded by a special tax collected by the County; and 

WHEREAS, Joint Communications personnel, who compensation is paid for by the users 
of the dispatching services provided by Joint Communications, is inadequate for performing the 
duties necessary for adding the information supplied by citizens to the enhanced 9-1 -1 system; and 

WHEREAS, the County is willing to fund an additional three-quarter time position in Joint 
Communications to perform the enhanced 9-1 -1 data entry duties; and 

WHEREAS, the City, which is the employer of Joint Communications staff, is willing to 
continue to include the position on the staff. 

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the following covenants and agreements, 
City and County agree as follows: 

1. 	 City agrees to continue one staff position in the Columbia/Boone County Public Safety Joint 
Communications for the purpose of entering information supplied by citizens of Boone 
County to the enhanced 9- 1 -1 system and performing other duties related to the enhanced 
9- 1 -1 system. 

2. 	 City further agrees that said staff position shall be classified as a three-quarter time 
Administrative Support Assistant I and shall be an employee of the City Public Safety Joint 
Communications. 

3. 	 County agrees to pay City the sum of Twenty-Eight Thousand, Two Hundred and Fifty-Four 
Dollars ($28,254.00) to fund said position from January 1,2006 through December 3 1,2006, 
payable as follows: 

$7,064.00 payable on January 1 
$7,064.00 payable on April 1 
$7,063.00 payable on July 1 
$7,063.00 payable on October 1
