(not subject to the Unit Rental Charge while not in use). For any inactive ExacuTrack One Units in 
excess of the four (4) spares allowance, Agency will incur a $2.30 charge per unit per day. 

Four (4) HG206 HomeGuard Digital Cell Unit No-charge Spares: Each month during the term of this 
Agreement, Agency is entitled to keep up to, but not to exceed, 4 inactive HG206 HomeGuard Digital 
Cell Units at no charge (not subject to the Unit Rental Charge while not in use). For any inactive HG206 
HomeGuard Digital Cell Units in excess of the 4 spares allowance, Agency will incur a $3.24 charge per 
unit per day. 

Capitalized terms used herein, and not otherwise defined, shall have the meaning set forth in the 
Agreement. All other terms and conditions of the Agreement, except as expressly amended herein, shall 
remain in full force and effect.
