THIS AGREEMENT dated thed\h ,L day of UAf- 2014 is made between 
Boone County, Missouri, a political subdivision of the State of issouri through the Boone County 
Commission, herein "County" and David 0. Dunford, herein Contractor." 

IN CONSIDERATION of the parties performance of the respective obligations contained 
herein, the parties agree as follows: 

I. Contract Documents - This agreement shall consist of this Purchase Agreement for a term 
and supply contract for the furnishing of Radio Consulting Services for Boone County Joint 
Communications in compliance with all proposal specifications and any addendum issued for the City 
of Columbia, Request for Proposal number 66/2010 as well as Boone County Standard Terms and 
Conditions, Insurance Requirements and Work Authorization. All such documents shall constitute the 
contract documents which are incorporated herein by reference.
