FINDING OF PUBLIC NUISANCE AND ORDER FOR ABATEMENT 

NOW on this 3rd day of November 2016, the County Commission of Boone County, 
Missouri met in regular session and entered the following findings of fact, conclusions of law and 
order for abatement of nuisance: 

Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law 

The County Commission finds as fact and concludes as a matter of law the following: 

1. The Boone County Code of Health Regulations (the "Code") are officially noticed and 
are made a part of the record in this proceeding. 

2. The City of Columbia/Boone County Health Department administrative record is made 
a part of the record in this proceeding and incorporated herein by reference. In 
addition, any live testimony of the official(s) of the department and other interested 
persons are made a part of the record in this proceeding. 

3. A public nuisance exists described as follows: trash, junk and other refuse on the 
premises. 

4. The location of the public nuisance is as follows: 502 Waldo Court, a/k/a parcel# 17-

The Board of Trustees of Boone County Hospital ("Client") hereby engages Stroudwater Associates 
("Consultant") to perform the services described below and according to our proposal of July 15 and 
subsequent emails and phone calls between Boone Hospital Center c/o Thomas Schneider and Consultant. 
The Consultant hereby accepts the engagement. Stroudwater Associates agrees to provide the deliverables 
described below. 

DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES AND TERMS 

Pursuant to section 606 of BHC's Bond Indenture, the Board of 
Trustees of BHC have retained Stroudwater to make 
recommendations to increase the Debt Service Coverage Ratio 
for subsequent fiscal years to at least l .OOx so long as the lease 
is in effect and lease payments are current. 

Stroudwater proposes to undertake the following action steps as 
part of its consultant's report: 

1) Develop and submit a data request to BHC management to begin our review of operating, financial, 
clinical, competitive and strategic drivers ofBHC's performance. 

2) Conduct interviews with 16-20 BHC stakeholders and the lessee to understand the strategic and 
operating context of BHC's historic, current and budgeted operating performance. 

3) Analyze the historical, current, budgeted and projected operating and financial results ofBHC 
provided by its auditors and management to identify key drivers of historical, current and future 
performance. 

4) Vet and validate the findings and recommendations of management related to initiatives to improve 
operating results. 

5) Perfonn several diagnostic reviews of key operational areas to diagnose additional areas that may 
contribute to improved operating results. While preliminary in nature, these diagnostics will focus 
on several additional areas where BHC may be able to generate improved operating performance. 
Stroudwater will work with BHC management and Board of Trustees to target these areas for 



review and analysis.

7) Provide education regarding national trends and key emerging drivers of health system performance 
to BHC stakeholders during the initial work session, interviews and at the final presentation.
