The 13th Circuit Juvenile Justice System continually strives to improve on the eight core strategies of JDAI and the requested funding
would assist the enhancement of detention alternatives. The funding requested would assist with sending two staff members to a two-day
Site Visit in Greene County. This would allow staff to view a comparable site to explore detention alternatives, means of collecting and
analyzing data, and hurdles to overcome when implementing JDAI and detention reform. Funding would additionally assist with continuing
meetings with the collaborative team on a quarterly basis.
