Agency shall make the services, programs and activities governed by this agreement accessible to 

the disabled as required by the Americans with Disabilities Act and its implementing regulations. Payment 
of funds under this agreement is conditional upon Agency certifying to the Boone County Commission in 
writing that it is complying with the Americans with Disabilities Act and 28 CFR Part 35. 

X. 

County agrees to pay Agency the sum of $6,000.00 
as follows: 

A. The County will pay 22.5% of the contracted sum at the time of the signing of this contract. At 
the beginning of the next succeeding three-quarters, the County will pay 22.5% upon receipt of 
the previous quarter's report. 

B. The County will pay the contracted balance of 10% after receipt of the final quarterly report. 

This Agreement shall be for a term of one year commencing on January 1, 2002, and ending on 
December 31, 2002; provided, however, that either party may terminate this agreement upon thirty (30) 
days written notice, in which event all reports required by the agreement shall be submitted within thirty 
(30) days following the effective date of said termination. It is further understood and agreed that total 
payment for services under this agreement shall be limited to annual appropriations made available by 
County for funding this agreement.
