1.3 The parties have determined this Cooperative Agreement is 

necessary in order to clarify the rights, responsibilities, and -

liabilities of each party concerning the preparation and completion 

of a facility plan for the Two-Mile Prairie WWTP in Southern 

Boone County.

to develop and complete a facility plan for the Two-Mrle Prairie WWTP to be located in 

Southern Boone County. Such sums shall be payable by County and City to District and by 

District itself upon invoice from District as necessary to pay for contracted engineering services 

and development of the facility plan. All such invoices shall be paid within 30 days of issuance 

until each party financial commitment under this agreement is exhausted. In the event services 

are obtained for less than a total of $78,000.00, then each parties contribution shall be prorated 

based upon the percentage of the total financial commitment each party makes under this 

agreement.
