PURCHASE AGREEMENT 

FOR 


HEAVY TRUCK & LARGE EQUIPMENT TIRES TERM AND SUPPLY 


THIS AGREEMENT dated the 2% day of h&2006 is made between 

Boone County, Missouri, a political subdivision of the State of Missouri through the Boone County 

Commission, herein "County" and Cross-Midwest Tire, herein "Contractor." 


I N  CONSIDERATION of the parties performance of the respective obligations contained 

herein, the parties agree as follows: 


1. Contract Documents - This agreement shall consist of this Purchase Agreement for Heavy 
Truck and Large Equipment Tires Term and Supply, County of Boone Request for Bid, bid number 
20-16MAR06, Introduction and General Conditions of Bidding, Primary Specifications, Response 
Presentation and Review, the un-executed Response Form, Standard Terms and Conditions, as well as 
the Contractor's bid response dated March 13, 2006 and executed by Steve McCray, on behalf of the 
Contractor. All such documents shall constitute the contract documents, which are attached hereto and 
incorporated herein by reference. Service or product data, specification and literature submitted with bid 
response may be permanently maintained in the County Purchasing Office bid file for this bid if not 
attached. In the event of conflict between any of the foregoing documents, the Introduction and General 
Conditions of Bidding, Primary Specifications, Response Presentation and Review, the un-executed 
Response Form, and the Standard Terms and Conditions shall prevail and control over the Contractor's 
bid response. 

2. Contract Duration - This agreement shall commence on April 1,2006 and extend through 
March 3 1,2007 subject to the provisions for termination specified below. This agreement may be 
extended beyond the expiration date by order of the County for two (2) additional one year periods 
subject to the pricing clauses in the Contractor's bid response and thereafter on a month to month basis in 
the event the County is unable to re-bid andlor award a new contract prior to the expiration date after 
exercising diligent efforts to do so or not. 

3. Purchase - The County agrees to purchase fiom the Contractor and the Contractor agrees to 
supply the County all items per the bid specifications and responded to in section 4.7 and in conformity 
with the contract documents for the prices set forth in the Contractor's bid response, as needed and as 
ordered by County. 

4.  Service - Contractor agrees to provide the services as outlined in the bid specifications. 
5. Billing and Payment - All billing shall be invoiced to the Boone County Public Works 

Department and billings may only include the prices listed in the Contractor's bid response. IVo 
additional fees for delivery or extra services not included in the bid response or taxes shall be included as 
additional charges in excess of the charges in the Contractor's bid response to the specifications. The 
County agrees to pay all invoices within thirty days of receipt; Contractor agrees to honor any cash or 
prompt payment discounts offered in its bid response if county makes payment as provided therein. In 
the event of a billing dispute, the County reserves the right to withhold payment on the disputed amount; 
in the event the billing dispute is resolved in favor of the Contractor, the County agrees to pay interest at 
a rate of 9% per annum on disputed amounts withheld commencing from the last date that payment was 
due.

6. Binding Effect - This agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto and their successors 
and assigns for so long as this agreement remains in full force and effect. 

7.  Entire Agreement - This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and 
supersedes any prior negotiations, written or verbal, and any other bid or bid specification or contractual 
agreement. This agreement may only be amended by a signed writing executed with the same formality 
as this agreement. 

8. Termination - This agreement may be terminated by the County upon thirty days advance 

written notice for any of the following reasons or under any of the following circumstances: 


a. 	 County may terminate this agreement due to material breach of any term or 
condition of this agreement, or 

b. 	 County may terminate this agreement if in the opinion of the Boone County 
Commission if delivery of products are delayed or products delivered are not 
in conformity with bidding specifications or variances authorized by County, or 

c. 	 If appropriations are not made available and budgeted for any calendar year.

1.1. 	 INVITATION - The County of Boone, through its Purchasing Department, invites responses, which offer to 
provide the goods and/or services identified on the title page, and described in greater detail in Section 2. 

1.2. 	 DEFINITIONS 
1.2.1. 	 County - This term refers to the County of Boone, a duly organized public entity. It may also be used as a 


pronoun for various subsets of the County organization, including, as the context will indicate: 

Purchasing - The Purchasing Department, including its Purchasing Director and staff. 

Department(s) or O@ce(s) - The County Department(s) or Office@) for which this Bid is prepared, and which 

will be the end weds) of the goods and/or services sought. 

Designee - The County employee(s) assigned as your primary contact(s) for interaction regarding Contract 

performance. 


1.2.2. 	 Bidder I Contractor I Supplier - These terms refer generally to businesses having some sort of relationship to 
or with us. The term may apply differently to different classes of entities, as the context will indicate. 
Bidder - Any business entity submitting a response to this Bid. Suppliers, which may be invited to respond, or 
which express interest in this bid, but which do not submit a response, have no obligations with respect to the 
bid requirements.

Answers, citing the question asked but not identifjmg the questioner, will be 
distributed simultaneously to all known prospective Bidders in the form of an addendum. We strongly suggest 
that you check for any addenda a minimum of [forty eight] hours in advance of the bid deadline.

1.3.1. 	 Bidder Responsibility - The Bidder is expected to be thoroughly familiar with all specifications and 
requirements of this Bid. Bidder's failure or omission to examine any relevant form, article, site or document 
will not relieve them from any obligation regarding this Bid. By submitting a Response, Bidder is presumed to 
concur with all terms, conditions and specifications of this Bid. 

1.3.2. 	 Bid Amendment - If it becomes evident that this Bid must be amended, the Purchasing Department will issue a 
formal written Amendment to all known prospective Bidders. If necessary, a new due date will be established. 

1.4. 	 AWARD - Award will be made to the Bidder@) whose offer($ provide the greatest value to the County from 
the standpoint of suitability to purpose, quality, service, previous experience, price, lifecycle cost, ability to 
deliver, or for any other reason deemed by Purchasing to be in the best interest of the County.

1.5.1. 	 Precedence - In the event of contradictions or conflicts between the provisions of the documents comprising 
this Contract, they will be resolved by giving precedence in the following order:

Primary Specifications 
ITEMS TO BE PROVIDED - Boone County, hereafter referred to as "County", proposes to 
contract with an individual(s) or organization(s), hereinafter referred to as "Contractor" for a Term 
and Supply contract for Tires and Tire Related Services for Medium and Heavy Trucks and 
Large Equipment. 
Scope of Work -The contractor shall provide all services, supervision, labor, equipment, products, 
and materials necessary to provide the County with tires and tire related services for heavy trucks 
and large equipment. 
Estimated Quantity -All orders shall be placed on an "as needed basis". The County does not 
guarantee a minimum volume for purchases under a prospective contract. 
CONTRACT DURATION - The contract shall be effective from April 1,2006 through March 3 1, 
2007. This contract is subject to renew annually for two (2) additional one (1) year periods 
following expiration of the first contract period. 
CONTRACT EXTENSION -The County Purchasing Director may exercise the option to extend 
the contract on a month-to-month basis for a maximum of six (6) months from the date of 
termination if it is deemed to be in the best interest of Boone County. 
CONTRACT DOCUMENTS - The successful bidder(s) shall be obligated to enter into a written 
contract with the County w i t h  30 days of award on contract forms provided by the County. If 
bidders desire to contract under their own written agreement, any such proposed agreement shall be 
submitted in blank with their bid. County reserves the right to modify any proposed form agreement 
or withdraw its award to a successful bidder if any proposed agreement contains terms and 
conditions inconsistent with its bid or are unacceptable to county legal counsel. 
MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS -ALL TIRES SHALL BE GRADE NO. 1. NO BLEMISHED 
OR SECONDS WILL BE ACCEPTED (Note -Motor Grader 14.00-R24 retread tires shall be 
the only exception to this requirement). The County would prefer American made tires over 
foreign tires for the purpose of uniformity in size and quality. 
Contractor to stock, provide andfor install new tires as outlined by the County. 
Contractor to provide related services as needed (e.g. mounting, flat repair, computer balancing, 
alignment, etc.). 
Contractor to provide 24-hour roadside service on an "as needed basis". Contractor shall provide the 
name and telephone number of point of contact for 24-hour roadside service with the bid submission. 
No portions of the work shall be assigned to a subcontractor without the prior knowledge and written 
consent of the County. 
Contractor is responsible for repair andfor replacement of any damage (e.g. includes studs, nuts, etc.) 
done to the wheel or vehicle in the process of alignment of the vehicle andlor removing and 
replacing a tire. Contractor shall be required to correct any problem(s) associated with an alignment 
provided they are notified within five (5) days from the date the alignment was completed by said 
contractor. Contractor shall be required to commence work on County vehicles within t w  (30) 
minutes of their arrival and to continuously pursue the necessary work until completed. 
If a roadside service call is requested, the Contractor shall be required to arrive within thrty (30) 
minutes of call for flat repair within the city limits and one (1) hour for flat repair outside the city 
limits. Contractor shall obtain county vehicle number and mileage and have the driver sign the work 
order legibly. Any tire that the contractor determines to be unsafe andfor needs replacing shall be 
cleared for replacement by the Fleet Operations Superintendent, Greg Edington, or his designated 
county representative at (573) 449-8515 ext. 226. 
Discontinued Tires -In the event a tire has been discontinued, the contractor will be required to 
substitute a tire of the same size that is equal to or greater in quality and durability at no additional 
expense and with the approval of the Fleet Operations Superintendent, Greg Edington, or his 
designated county representative at (573) 449-85 15 ext. 226. 
CONTRACTOR QUALIFICATIONS -Contractor must be a fully authorized and licensed 
distributor for the manufacturer's tires offered. 
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Contractor shall operate a fully equipped and outfitted stocking warehouse capable of providing all 

tires and related services within 20 miles of the Boone County Public Works Department. 

Contractor must own, operate, and maintain a fleet of roadside service vehicles for delivery, service, 

flat repair, and mounting of all sized tires.

employees unless such employees are covered by the protection afforded by the Contractor. 


Worker's Compensation coverage shall meet Missouri statutory limits. Employers' Liability limits 

shall be $500,000.00 each employee, $500,000.00 each accident, and $500,000.00 policy limit. In 

case any class of employees G g e d  in hazardous work under this Contract at the site of the work is 

not protected under the Worker's Compensation Statute, the Contractor shall provide and shall cause 

each subcontractor to provide Employers' Liability Insurance for the protection of their employees 

not otherwise protected.

If the Contract involves any undergroundldigging 

operations, the general liability certificate shall include X, C, and U (Explosion, Collapse, and 

Underground) coverage. If providing Comprehensive General Liability Insurance, then the Proof of 

Coverage of Insurance shall also be included. Proof of Coverage of Insurance - The Contractor 

shall fiunish the County with Certificate(s) of Insurance which name the County of Boone -

Missouri as additional insured in an amount as required in this contract and requiring a thnty (30) 
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day mandatory cancellation notice. In addition, such insurance shall be on an occurrence basis and 
shall remain in effect until such time as the County has made f m l  acceptance of the project. 

2.10.4. 	 The Contractor has the option to provide Owner's Contingent or Protective Liability and
