Boone County, Missouri, a political subdivision of the State of Missouri through the Boone County
Commission, herein “County” and Brauer Supply Co., herein “Contractor.”

IN CONSIDERATION of the parties performance of the respective obligations contained
herein, the parties agree as follows:

1. Contract Documents - This agreement shall consist of this Purchase Agreement for HVAC
Filters Term and Supply, County of Boone Request for Bid, bid number 24-21MARO06, Introduction
and General Conditions of Bidding, Primary Specifications, Response Presentation and Review, the un-
executed Response Form, Standard Terms and Conditions, as well as the Contractor’s bid response dated
March 3, 2006 and executed by Gerard F. Gaylord, on behalf of the Contractor. All such documents
shall constitute the contract documents, which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.
