2. Primary Specifications

2.1. ITEMS TO BE PROVIDED - Boone County, hereafter referred to as “County”, proposes to
contract with an individual(s) or organization(s), hereinafter referred to as “Contractor” for a Term
and Supply contract for the furnishing of all labor, materials, equipment, coordinating and
scheduling, and related items required to paint street markings on roads as directed by the Boone
County Public Works Department and as specified herein.

2.1.1. Quantity — Approximately 250,000 linear feet of striping. The length given (ft) in the schedule of
quantity is the total amount applied by the contractor. Plans will be submitted to the contractor each
Spring and Fall with proposed roadways to be marked. It is the goal of the County to apply the same
or more lineal feet in subsequent contract years, however the County does not guarantee a minimum
volume for purchases under a prospective contract.

2.6.3. The edges of the lines shall be sharp and well defined with overspray held to a minimum.
