INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Insurance Requirements: The Contractor shall not commence work under this contract until they have
obtained all insurance required under this paragraph and such insurance has been approved by the County,
nor shall the Contractor allow any subcontractor to commence work on their subcontract until all similar
insurance required of subcontractor has been so obtained and approved. All policies shall be in amounts, form
and companies satisfactory to the County which must carry an A-6 or better rating as listed in the A.M. Best or
equivalent rating guide. Insurance limits indicated below may be lowered at the discretion of the County.

Compensation Insurance - The Contractor shall take out and maintain during the life of this contract,
Employee’s Liabillty and Worker’'s Compensation Insurance for all of their employees employed at the site
of work, and in case any work is sublet, the Contractor shall require the subcontractor similarly to provide

Worker's Compensation Insurance for all of the latter's employees unless such employees are covered by the
protection afforded by the Contractor. Worker's Compensation coverage shall meet Missouri statutory limits.
Employers' Liability limits shall be $500,000.00 each employee, $500,000.00 each accident, and $500,000.00
policy limit. In case any class of employees engaged in hazardous work under this Contract at the site of the
work is not protected under the Worker's Compensation Statute, the Contractor shall provide and shall cause
each subcontractor to provide Employers’ Liability Insurance for the protection of their employees not otherwise
protected.

Comprehensive General Liability Insurance - The Contractor shall take out and maintain during the life of
this contract, such comprehensive general liability insurance as shall protect them and any subcontractor
performing work covered by this contract, from claims for damages for personal injury including accidental
death, as well as from claims for property damages, which may arise from operations under this contract,
whether such operations be by themselves or for any subcontractor or by anyone directly or indirectly employed
by them. The amounts of insurance shall be not less than $2,000,000.00 combined single limit for any one
occurrence covering both bodily injury and property damage, including accidental death. If the Contract
involves any underground/digging operations, the general liability certificate shall include X, C, and U
{Explosion, Collapse, and Underground) coverage. If providing Comprehensive General Liability Insurance,
then the Proof of Coverage of Insurance shall also be included.

The Contractor has the option to provide Owner’s Contingent or Protective Liability and Property Damage
instead of the Comprehensive General Liability Insurance- The Contractor shall provide the Gounty with
proof of Owner’s Protective Liability and Property Damage Insurance with the County as named insured, which
shall protect the County against any and all claims which might arise as a result of the operations of the
Contractor in fulfilling the terms of this contract during the life of the Contract. The minimum amounts of such
insurance will be $2,000,000.00 per occurrence, combined single limits. Limits can be satisfied by using a
combination of primary and excess coverages. Should any work be subcontracted, these limits will also apply.

COMMERCIAL Automobile Liability — The Contractor shall maintain during the life of this contract,
automobile liability insurance in the amount of not less than $2,000,000.00 combined single limit for any one
occurrence, covering both bodily injury, including accidental death, and property damage, to protect themselves
from any and all claims arising from the use of the Contractor's own automobiles, teams and trucks; hired
automaobiles, teams and trucks; and both on and off the site of work.

Proof of Carriage of Insurance - The Contractor shall furnish the County with Certificate(s) of Insurance
which name the County as additional insured in an amount as required in this contract, contain a description of
the project or work to be performed, and requiring a thirty (30) day mandatory cancellation notice. In addition,
such insurance shall be on occurrence basis and shall remain in effect until such time as the County has made
final acceptance of the facility contracted.

INDEMNITY AGREEMENT: To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor shall indemnify, hold harmless
and defend the County, its directors, officers, agents, and employees from and against all claims, damages,
losses and expenses (including but not limited to attorney’s fees) arising by reason of any act or failure to act,
negligent or otherwise, of Contractor, of any subcontractor (meaning anyone, including but not limited to
consultants having a contract with contractor or a subcontract for part of the services), of anyone directly or
indirectly employed by contractor or by any subcontractor, or of anyone for whose acts the contractor or its
subcontractor may be liable, in connection with providing these services. This provision does riot, however,
require contractor to indemnify, hold harmless, or defend the County of Boone from its own negligence.



CONTRACT CONDITIONS

GENERAL: The following provisions are agreed to by and between the Contractor and the County:

DEFINITIONS: “Party of the First Part” or “County” or “Owner” shall mean the County of Boone,
Missouri, acting through its authorized County Officials, or appointed representatives.

“Contractor” or “Party of the Second Part” shall mean the party having entered into contract to
perform the work herein specified.

“Department” shall mean the Boone County Facility Maintenance Department.

“Director” shall mean the Director of Boone County Public Works or his/her deéignated
representative.

“Engineer” shall mean the Director or the authorized representative of the Department for whom the
work is to be performed.

“Work” of the Contractor includes labor or material, or both.

“As directed”, “as required”, “as permitted”, “acceptable to” and words of like import shall mean that
the direction, requirement or permission of the Engineer is intended.

“Or equal” is not intended to impose limitations preventing the free exercise of the Contractor’s skill
or to exclude products which are satisfactory. Materials and workmanship shall be of the best of
their respective kinds. Trade or manufacture’s names where used in these specifications are
intended to fix the standards of workmanship and materials. Any article or material equaling the
standards fixed may be used in place of that mentioned by the specifications provided that the
material or article proposed is submitted to and approved by the Engineer. No substitution shall be
made unless this definite approval has been obtained in advance.

PAYMENTS: The successful Contractor will be allowed payment in accordance with the following
schedule:

No later than 30 days after receipt of invoice from the Contractor, the County will make partial
payment to the Contractor on the basis of a duly certified approved estimate of the cost of materials
delivered to the site and work performed at the site during the preceding calendar month by the
Contractor, but the County will retain 10 percent of the amount of each such estimate. No later than
45 days after final tests and acceptance final payment shail be due.

The Contractor shall, by affidavit, submit to the Engineer a sworn certification to the County that all
bills and claims properly due and chargeable against the work have been satisfied and that the laws
relating to the payment of prevailing wage rates have been complied with and shall release the
County of Boone from all further claims, which certificate must bear the written endorsement of the
Surety on the bond. The acceptance by the Contractor of the final payment shall constitute a
release and waiver of any and all rights and privileges under the terms of the Contract; further, the
acceptance by the Contractor of final payment shall relieve the County from any and all claims or
liabilities on part of the County relating to or connected with the Contract.

The cost of all licenses and permits and other expenses and costs incidental to the fulfillment of this
Contract will be paid by the Contractor, and the total amount of such costs will be included in the
total cost of the work. v



Assignments: No money due at the time or which may become due, and no claim of any character
because of any performance or breach of the Contract shall be assigned or transferred to any other
person so as to bind or affect the County without the written consent of the Surety and the County.

The Contractor shall pay for all materials, supplies, services, and equipment as follows:

1. For all transportation and utility service not later than the 20th day of the calendar month following

that in which the services are rendered, and

2. For all materials, tools, and other expendable equipment to the extent of 90 percent of the cost

thereof, not later than the 20th day of the calendar month following that in which such materials,
tools, and_equipment are delivered at the site of the project, and the balance of the cost thereof not

later than the 30th day following the completion of that part of the work in or on which such
materials, tools, and equipment are incorporated or used.

EXTRA AND/OR ADDITIONAL WORK AND CHANGES: If any extra and/or additional work is to be
done or any change in the plans and specifications is deemed necessary, the County may issue to
the Contractor a written change order directing that such extra and/or additional work be done or
that such change be made, and the Contract shall be modified accordingly. Compensation to the
Contractor will be calculated as an addition to or deduction from the Contract price, based upon
such written terms as may be established by the owner, either (a) by an acceptable lump sum
proposal of the Contractor, (b) on a cost-plus limited basis not to exceed a specified limit, or (c) on
basis of bid or mutually agreed upon unit prices. In the event that none of the foregoing methods
are agreed upon with the Contractor, the County may perform the work with its own forces or under
separate contract with another contractor.

COUNTY'’S RIGHT TO WITHHOLD CERTAIN AMOUNTS AND MAKE APPLICATION THEREOF:
The County shall have the right to withhold from payments due to the Contractor, in addition to the
retained percentages herein elsewhere provided for, such amount or amounts as may be necessary
to pay just claims against the Contractor for labor and services rendered and materials furnished in
or about the work covered by this Contract. The County is by this Contract appointed the agent of
the Contractor to apply such retained amounts to the payment of any of the foregoing.

PATENTS: The Contractor shall protect the County agalnst suits for patent infringement on
material, equipment, and methods used.

DISCHARGE OF EMPLOYEES: Any employee of the Contractor who is stationed at the site of the
work and should prove to be quarrelsome, dishonest, incompetent or inexperienced, or should not
work for the good of the job shall, upon written notice from the County, be removed by the
Contractor and replaced by an employee with proper qualifications.

ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT: No assignment by the Contractor of any principal construction
contract or any part thereof or of the funds to be received there under by the Contractor, will be
recognized unless such assignment has had the approval of the County and the Surety has been
given due notice of such assignment in writing. In addition to the usual recitals in assignment
contracts, the following language must be set forth:

“It is agreed that the funds to be paid to the assignee under this assignment are subject to a prior
lien for services rendered or materials supplied for the performance of the work called for in said
Contract in favor of all persons, firms, or corporations rendering such services or supplying such
materials.”

The Contractor agrees not to use or permit others to use the project
exemption certificate for taxable purchases of materials or rentals and supplies not directly
incorporated into or used in the work to which it applies and agrees to indemnify and hold the
County harmless from all losses, expenses and costs including litigation expenses and attorney fees
resulting from the unauthorized use of such project exemption certificates.



WARRANTY AND GUARANTEE

Contractor warrants and guarantees to Owner and Engineer that all work will be in accordance with
the Contract Documents and will not be defective. All materials provided by Contractor shall be new
material of high quality which shall give long life and reliable operation. The workmanship shail be
of high quality in every detail. Prompt notice of all defects shall be given to Contractor. All defective
work, whether or not in place, may be rejected, corrected, or accepted as follows:

Correction or Removal of Defective Work
If required by Engineer, Contractor shall promptly, as directed, either correct all defective Work,

whether or not fabricated, installed or completed, or if the Work has been rejected by Engineer,
remove it from the site and replace it with non-defective Work. Contractor shall bear all direct,
indirect, and consequential costs of such correction or removal (including but not limited to fees and
charges of engineers, architects, attorneys, and other professionals made necessary thereby).

One Year Correction Period

If within one year after the date of Substantial Completion or such longer period of time as may be
prescribed by Laws or Regulations or by the terms of any applicable special guarantee required by
the Contract Documents or by any specific provision of the Contract Documents, any Work is found
to be defective, Contractor shall promptly, without cost to Owner and in accordance with Owner’s
written instructions, either correct such defective Work, or if it has been rejected by Owner, remove
it from the site and replace it with non-defective Work. If Contractor does not promptly comply with
the terms of such instructions, or in an emergency where delay would cause serious risk of loss or
damage, Owner may have the defective Work removed and replaced and all direct, indirect, and
consequential costs of removal and replacement (including but not limited to fees and charges of
engineers, architects, attorneys, and other professionals) will be paid by the Contractor. In special
circumstances where a particular item of equipment is placed in continuous service before
Substantial Completion of all the Work, the correction period for that item may start to run from an
earlier date if so provided in the Specifications or by Written Amendment.



SUBCONTRACTORS, SUPPLIERS AND OTHERS

Contractor shall not employ any Subcontractor, Supplier, or other person or organization (including
those acceptable to Owner and Engineer as indicated below), whether initially or as a substitute,
against whom Owner or Engineer may have reasonable objection.

objection thereto by the date indicated for acceptance or objection in the bidding documents or the
Contract Documents) of any such Subcontractor, Supplier, or other person or organization so
identified may be revoked on the basis of reasonable objection after due investigation, in which case
Contractor shall submit an acceptable substitute, the Contract Price will be increased by the
difference in the cost occasioned by such substitution and an appropriate Change Order will be
issued or Written Amendment signed. No acceptance by Owner or Engineer of any such
Subcontractor, Supplier, or other person or organization shall constitute a waiver of any right of
Owner or Engineer to reject defective Work.
