New Horizons has been a participant in the Boone County Mental Health Court since
its inception. We are confident that the Court will adequately oversee the use of BIA
funds and meet all of the obligations of the funding agreement, as well as improve
outcomes between law enforcement and the mentally ill in our community. We are
very pleased to offer our support to this important proposal.

Persons with mental illness come into contact with law enforcement officers for a number of reasons,
some that are within their control and some that are not.

T would note that no ordinances, petitions, hearings, etc. are required before executing this Deed as it
not a road easement and it is not located within any subdivision plat. As a result, if the Commission
decides to vacate this easement, it need only authorize the execution of the attached Deed.
