THHinc is pleased to have this opportunity to provide Boone County with 
professional engineering services on the above referenced project. This proposal is in 
response to your Request for Proposal for Country Hill Subdivision -Stormwater 
Engineering Design, dated June 4,2008. 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The project involves the design of solutions to drainage 
problems within areas of the subdivision as investigated and outlined in the May 2008 
preliminary study. Our design will address all the portions of the subdivision that the 
preliminary study highlighted as revised by your subsequent meeting with THHinc, 
herein referred to as "Option 3." Our understanding of "Option 3" is summarized in 
the attached "Exhibit A." The north and south portions of the project are also 
highlighted for the requesting phasing of the project. 

The undersigned Client and Trabue, Hansen, and Hinshaw, Inc. (THHinc.) agree as 
follows: 

SCOPE OF SERVICES: THHinc will provide the Client the following professional 
services for your project: 

A. 	THHinc will conduct topographic survey, land ownership information, and 
provide the necessary temporary construction and permanent drainage easement 
exhibits and descriptions. 

B .  	THHinc will design improvements to the existing stormwater management 
system based on the preliminary study results and further hydraulic modeling to 
ensure 10 year and 100 year storm events do not impact adjacent properties. 
Finished floor elevations will be shown in addition to 10 year and 100 year 
hydraulic grade lines. Capacity and gutter and inlet spread will be calculated and 
all calculations compiled. 

C .  	THHinc will research and prepare required Corps and MDNR Land Disturbance 
permit applications. Preliminary investigation shows that a Nationwide permit 
will be sufficient. 

D. 	THHinc will complete 50% set of plans for utility meeting. At this stage of 
progress, easement descriptions and exhibits will be complete. 

E. 	THHinc will complete 75% set of plans for onsite field check and possible Public 
Meeting at the discretion of the Director of Public Works. 



F. 	 THHinc will complete 95% set of plans for review meeting at the Public Works 
office. 

G.  	THHinc will incorporate all review comments from meetings at 50%, 75%, 95% 
complete stages. It is assumed there will be 5 meetings, including the public 
meeting, review meetings, utility, and on-site meeting. 

H .  	THHinc will complete an engineer's estimate of probable construction costs at 

the 50% and 75% complete stage. 


I. 	 THHinc will complete a SWPPP, construction drawings, corresponding technical 
specifications, and the final engineer's estimate of probably construction cost. 

CLIENT RESPONSIBILITIES: It will be your responsibility to provide the 
following: 

A. 	 Copies of as-built plans and other information concerning the existing 

subdivision. COMPLETED 


B. 	 All permit submittals and associated application fees. 

C. 	 Access to the site for field review and survey work. 

D. 	 Review of 50%, 75%, 95% set of plans in a timely manner. 

SCHEDULE: We will begin our professional services upon receipt of a signed 
contract, which will serve as our Notice to Proceed. We will submit final construction 
drawings and technical specifications by late October 2008. The submittal of 
intermediate stages of completion will be coordinated with staff after receipt of the 
Notice to Proceed. 

COMPENSATION: As requested, THHinc estimated cost of services based on 
designing both north and south portions of the project site this year and designing one 
portion this year and the remaining portion the subsequent year. 

A. 	 If the entire site is designed at one time, we will provide the professional services 
described in the Scope on an Hourly Not to Exceed Basis for a Contract Fee of 
$29,934.00. 

B. 	 If the north portion of the site is designed independently, we will provide the 
professional services described in the Scope on an Hourly Not to Exceed Basis for 
a Contract Fee of $14,909.00. 

C. 	 If the south portion of the site is designed independently, we will provide the 
professional services described in the Scope on an Hourly Not to Exceed Basis for 
a Contract Fee of $21,374.00. 

The terms of this proposal are valid for 60 days from the date of this proposal. 

ADDITIONAL SERVICES: If requested by the Owner THHinc may provide 
additional services on a Time and Expense basis, including: 

A. 	 ESI for changes to design after bid if changes not related to plan discrepancies. 
Inconsistencies related to unforeseen site utilities shall not be considered plan 
discrepancies. 

B. 	 Additional services may be required if the storm sewer design must meet new 
Boone County Storm Water Management regulations, if they are required at the 
time of the second phase of construction or design. 



C. 	 Any further design related to mitigation requirements or other due to an Individual 
Permit being required. 

D. 	 Review meetings beyond the five required meetings. 

E. 	 If the design or project engineer is requested to meet on site with the property 
owners to answer potential questions during the acquisition of easements. 

F. 	 Any requested Construction Phase Services, including shop drawing review, 
progress meetings, andlor final site inspection.
