THIS AGREEMENT dated the ZQ day of ﬂ’n /‘CJ@) 2009 is made between
Boone County, Missouri, a political subdivision of the State of Missouri through the Boone County
Commission, herein “County” and Columbia Daily Tribune, herein “Contractor.”

IN CONSIDERATION of the parties performance of the respective obligations contained herein,
the parties agree as follows:

1. Contract Documents - This agreement shall consist of this Purchase Agreement for Newspaper
Advertising Term and Supply, County of Boone Request for Bid, bid number 07-03MAR09, Introduction
and General Conditions of Bidding, Primary Specifications, Response Presentation and Review, the un-
executed Response Form, Standard Terms and Conditions, Work Authorization Certification, as well as the
Contractor’s bid response dated February 27, 2009 and executed by Patricia McDonald on behalf of the
Contractor. All such documents shall constitute the contract documents, which are attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference. Service or product data, specification and literature submitted with bid
response may be permanently maintained in the County Purchasing Office bid file for this bid if not
attached. In the event of conflict between any of the foregoing documents, this Purchase Agreement, the
Introduction and General Conditions of Bidding, Primary Specifications, Response Presentation and
Review, the un-executed Response Form, and the Standard Terms and Conditions shall prevail and control
over the Contractor’s bid response.

2. Contract Duration — The contract period shall begin on May 1, 2009 and extend through
April 30, 2010, subject to the provisions for termination specified below.

IN CONSIDERATION of the parties performance of the respective obligations contained herein,
the parties agree as follows:

1. Contract Documents - This agreement shall consist of this Purchase Agreement for Newspaper
Advertising Term and Supply, County of Boone Request for Bid, bid number 07-03MAR09, Introduction
and General Conditions of Bidding, Primary Specifications, Response Presentation and Review, the un-
executed Response Form, Standard Terms and Conditions, Work Authorization Certification, as well as the
Contractor’s bid response dated February 16, 2009 and executed by Jack Swartz on behalf of the
Contractor. All such documents shall constitute the contract documents, which are attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference. Service or product data, specification and literature submitted with bid
response may be permanently maintained in the County Purchasing Office bid file for this bid if not
attached. In the event of conflict between any of the foregoing documents, this Purchase Agreement, the
Introduction and General Conditions of Bidding, Primary Specifications, Response Presentation and
Review, the un-executed Response Form, and the Standard Terms and Conditions shall prevail and control
over the Contractor’s bid response.

2. Contract Duration — The contract period shall begin on May 1, 2009 and extend through
April 30, 2010, subject to the provisions for termination specified below. This agreement may be extended

ARTICLE |
PURPOSE AND AUTHORITY

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets forth the points of agreement between the
Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and TOM ATKINS MAINTENANCE MANAGEMENT
(Employer) regarding the Employer's participation in the Employment Eligibility Verification
Program (E-Venfy).

The unit prices for the items identified on the Response Form shall remain fixed for the identified
original contract period. If the County exercises the option for renewal, the contractor shall agree
that the prices for the items listed on the Response Form shall not increase by more than the prices
noted on the Response Form for the 1%, 2™, and 3™ renewal periods. Proposed renewal pricing will
be used in the bid evaluation. '

If renewal prices are not provided, then prices during any renewal period shall be the same as during
the original contract period.

The contractor
shall not engage or secure the services of sub-contractors in performing the contract unless the
contractor obtains prior approval form the County Purchasing Department and the appropriate
County Department Supervisor.

2.7. Equipment and Supplies — The contractor must furnish and maintain, in good repair, all equipment,
including but not limited to mops, brooms, buffers, vacuum cleaners, automatic scrubbers, and any
other equipment necessary to perform the duties listed herein.
