The contractor agrees that he will comply with all federal, state, and local laws and regulations and
ordinances and that he/she will comply and cause each of his/her subcontractors, and directives pertaining to
nondiscrimination against any person on the grounds of race, color, religion, creed, sex, age, ancestry, or
national origin in connection with this contract, including procurement of materials and lease of equipment;
therefore, in accordance with the special provisions on that subject attached hereto, incorporated in and
made a part of the Contract.

The Contractor expressly warrants that he/she has employed no third person to solicit or obtain this contract
in his behalf, or to cause or procure the same to be obtained upon compensation in any way contingent, in
whole or in part, upon such procurement; and that he has not paid, or promised or agreed to pay to any third

If funding is approved, the Columbia Police Department plans to purchases vests, armor
plates, and accompanying equipment through a competitive bid process or via existing state
contract agreements whenever possible. This process will help ensure the funding is used
efficiently and the cost of the equipment is appropriate. We anticipate the requested funding will
allow us to purchase 14 new bulletproof/resistant vests, 39 armor plates, and accompanying

equipment.

Columbia Police Department Modem Replacement Program:

The Columbia Police Department maintains mobile data terminals (MDT’s) in approximately
50 vehicles. These MDT’s are capable of receiving valuable information via a cellular modem
for officers in the field. It is imperative that these systems be maintained with optimum

efficiency in order for officers to combat crime.

The MDT’s and modems have been in use for years. In 16 of Columbia Police Department

vehicles we use older MP775 modems that are in dire need of replacement. These aging modems

are not being produced anymore and will no longer be serviced as of this year. The modems are
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being used 24 hours a day, 7 days a week in most cases. They have not been under warranty for

several years. It is imperative these modems be replaced in order to continue optimum service.

Recovery Act funds were used to purchase 32 replacement modems in the first quarter of
2010. The Columbia Police Department is requesting grant funding to replace our aging modems
for our mobile data systems. State-of-the-art modems will assist the Columbia Police Department
in our day-to-day policing activities. The modems will allow the faster transfer of information

and help improve our officers’ efficiency to combat crime.

Sierra Wireless AirLink MP890 modems would be state-of-the-art replacements for our
remaining aging and out-of-date modems. The AirLink MP890 provides in-vehicle access to
critical data while operating over a broadband 3G network. The MP890 has the following

benefits and features:

e Mil Spec 810F specs for vibration, shock, drop, humidity, and extreme temperatures.
e Event reporting system.

e 3000 store/forward messages.

e Multiple I/O digital and analog ports for tracking and alarms.

If funding is approved, the Columbia Police Department plans to use the remaining
$12,661.80 in funds to purchase approximately 13 MP890 modems through a competitive bid
process or via existing state contract agreements whenever possible. This process will help
ensure the funding is used efficiently and allow us to purchase as many modems as possible with

the remaining available funds.

Boone County Sheriff’s Department LED Light Bar Upgrade Program:

The Boone County Sheriff’s Department currently has a fleet of 46 marked patrol cars. Of
the 46 marked patrol cars, only 10 have been upgraded to new Light Emitting Diode (LED)
Light Bars. The remaining patrol vehicles are operating with halogen rotator technology, which

is failing at an alarming rate.
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We have come to an agreement with our County Commissioners to replace light bars at a rate
of four per year. Unfortunately at this rate we fall behind the technology curve very fast. More
importantly, this slow purchase process forces us to leave older, high-maintenance equipment on

cars longer and greatly increases our maintenance costs.

In 2008 we began research into converting all of our light bars over to LED technology. [n
2009 a Code 3® manufacturer’s representative provided our department with a demonstration
LED light bar for a trial period. We were allowed to mount the light bar on one of our patrol
vehicles and use it on normal patrol for several months. This company is now going to allow us
to purchase this light bar at their cost. The Boone County Sheriff’s Department is requesting
funds through this grant application to purchase this light bar at a significant reduction in price.
If granted these funds this will prevent us from having the expense of paying an installer to
remove the demonstration light bar and install an older light bar back on the vehicle, as this

purchase expense was not budgeted for this fiscal year.

Our department made the decision to switch to all LED lighting for many reasons. The main
reason for this is due to increased officer safety and visibility. Many studies have been
conducted on the high-visibility of LED technology. The direct comparison to halogen lighting

makes it a clear choice as a step in the right direction.

The particular light bar we are seeking funds to purchase in this application is a Code 3®

brand, model RX2747:
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Design Features:

e 5-year Warranty on the LED Modules and the Central Controller.

In addition to the above features, LED-based lighting is smaller, completely solid state, very
power-efficient, long-lasting (as they have no filaments to burn out) and can be seen very easily
even at greater distances than halogen lighting. The smaller profile of the housing also reduces

wind resistance and helps increase fuel efficiency.

Using these grant funds to purchase this LED light bar will allow us to be one vehicle closer
to converting our entire patrol fleet over to this new technology. By adding this one light bar to
our fleet on a permanent basis it will also help keep a deputy safer on the roadways both while

parked road side and while responding to emergencies.
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The purchase price of this demonstration light bar falls under the Boone County bidding
threshold. Therefore, upon receipt of grant funds we would be able to purchase the light bar
immediately. No further expenses will be incurred during this purchase as it is already installed

on one of our cars.

Boone County Sheriff’s Department K9 Deputy Equipment Program:

The Boone County Sheriff’s Department has two K-9 teams both comprised of service dogs
trained in narcotics detection, tracking, handler protection and apprehension. These K-9 teams
require specialized training and equipment to facilitate their success. During an operation the
canine handler is tasked with keeping the canine under control, monitoring the locations of
subjects, suspects and fellow officers; utilizing a portable radio to coordinate with other units and
possibly defending themselves or others from an attack. This can become overwhelming and

quickly threaten the safety of all involved.

To address part of the issue the department would like to utilize Justice Assistance Grant
monies to purchase one weapon mounted lighting system that is affixed to the handgun. In
addition, we would like to purchase a holster that is capable of securely accommodating the

handgun and weapon mounted light.
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The light we are requesting grant funds to purchase is the Streamlight TLR-1:

The TLR-1 is an intensely bright, virtually indestructible tactical light that attaches/detaches
to almost any gun 1n seconds. This light is compatible with the rail system of our current duty

weapon, the Glock model 22.

Key Features of this light are:

Powered by two 3-volt CR123 lithium batteries with 10-year storage life.

e 4 LED technology, impervious to shock with a 50,000 hour lifetime.

e LED Rating: Up to 7,000 candela peak beam intensity and up to 135 lumens measured
system output. Deep-dish parabolic reflector produces a concentrated beam with
optimum peripheral illumination.

e Run Time: 2.5 hours regulated run time. Solid-state current regulation for consistent
illumination level.

e Rail grip clamp system securely attaches/detaches quickly and safely with no tools and
without putting your hands in front of muzzle.

e Mounts directly to handguns with Glock-style rails and to all MIL-STD-1913 (Picatinny)
rails.

¢ Includes keys for Glock-style, Picatinny, Beretta 90two, S&W 99 and S&W TSW.

e Machined aluminum sealed construction with black anodized finish.

e Waterproof to one meter for one hour, dustproof.

¢ Ambidextrous momentary/steady on/off switch.
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The holster we are requesting grant funds to purchase is the Safariland 6360:

The 6360 is a Level II+ retention duty holster with the SLS as the primary security system
but also includes an internal locking device that retains the weapon in all directions when the
primary device is open. Once the weapon is holstered, it locks in place. The holster is completely

operable with the thumb - making it instinctive to use.

Key Features of this holster are:

e Mid Ride belt loop.

o Level II Plus Retention™.

e Level III Plus Retention™ with optional Sentry Guard installed.

e ALS (Automatic Locking System) secures weapon once holstered.
¢ Hood Guard is standard on 6360 holsters.

e Slim, compact design allows weapon to ride close to body.

e Simple straight up draw once all releases are de-activated.

e Includes Hood Guard, optional Sentry Guard available.

By utilizing this system it would better allow the canine handler to retain control of the

canine and defend themselves or others in the event of an attack. The department currently does

not have this need budgeted for.
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Boone County Sheriff’s Department Explosive Storage Container Program:

The Boone County Sheriff’s Department Special Weapons and Tactics Team (SWAT) is
comprised of highly trained deputies that are capable of dealing with a myriad of situations.
While reviewing operational procedures in the area of Noise Flash Diversionary Devices
(NFDD’s) the SWAT team procedures were changed. This change is being made to ensure
compliance with storage regulations of low level explosive devices (which is how an NFDD is
classified) as set forth by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives (BATFE).
Due to this procedural change it will impact the accessibility of this tool and will inhibit the
timely access of these distraction devices in the field. Without this grant funding it could cause
significant delays in the SWAT deputies’ ability to respond and deal with a situation in a timely
manner. In order to be in compliance the department must upgrade to an approved indoor
storage container and 6 day boxes to issue out to deputies trained in the use of NFDD’s. In
addition, approved locks would be purchased to secure the containers, to prevent unauthorized
access. These items present a substantial budgetary burden on the department and are items that
should have a long service life, thus they would not need to be part of a regular replacement
schedule. The department does not have budgeted funds or funding available to purchase these

items in the foreseeable future.

By utilizing Justice Assistance Grant monies to acquire these ATF approved containers it
will increase the safety for all concerned and bring the department into compliance with ATF
regulations; from ensuring the restricted access to explosive materials to making sure that

personnel remain safe in the event of a storage related accidental detonation.
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Boone County Sheriff’s Department Armory Gun Storage Program:

The Boone County Sheriff’s Department needs to provide a safe and secure way to hold its

firearms while they are being serviced, inventoried, and held before and after being issued.

Currently the Boone County Sheriff’s Department has one small gun safe that currently has
no room for firearms that are turned in when an officer leaves and prior to being issued when a
new officer is hired. We currently stack rifles and shotguns in their boxes unsecured above

cabinets in the armory.

With the Justice Assistance Grant monies we will purchase the following items so that

firearms can be secured properly in the armory:

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Boone County Detention Facility DVR Program:

In 2004 the Boone County Jail began the implementation of recording video from the
housing unit closed circuit video system. The jail consists of 4 buildings: A-Pod, B-Pod, C-Pod,
and D-Pod. In 2004 we started recoding the inmate housing units on Digital Video Recorders
(DVR). These recordings have assisted in investigations of criminal incidents that have occurred

in the facility.

Beginning in 2006 the jail requested additional funds through budgetary request from our
County Authority to continue with this project so that the intake, booking, release and visitation
areas could be recorded. Monies were not appropriated for this request. Again in 2007, 2008
and 2009 monies were requested. Due to the downturn in the economy the requested funds were

not provided.

We will use the Justice Assistance Grant monies provided to purchase a new DVR that
would allow analog cameras as well as Internet Protocol (IP) cameras. The DVR has a total of
16 analog channels and 8 IP channels with a combination of 16 channels allowed. This will

allow the easy transition to new IP cameras when money becomes available.

In addition we will be able to install a 30” monitor in the A-Pod control room (replacing 6
event monitors) and have all the cameras displayed on the 30” monitor above our electronic door
monitoring system. This will allow all the cameras to be seen together on the 30” monitor, thus

reducing maintenance costs by eliminating the individual event monitors.
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We will also be able to install another 30" monitor in the detention administrative office and
have all the cameras displayed there. This will allow the detention administrative office to see
all the cameras in the A-Pod control room. There would also be a computer provided by the
Boone County Detention Facility in the office as a client station. The client station would be
able to view the camera history on the DVR and create copies of the videos for investigative

purposes when requested; an option that we currently do not have.
In summary this will allow the video recorder system to be moved to a secure location along
with allowing A-Pod control room and the detention administrative office to be able to see all the

cameras at once on a new monitor and create documentation of incidents.

Boone County Sheriff’s Department Glock Replacement/Addition Program:

The Boone County Sheriff’s Department needs to replace 33 of its Glock 40 Caliber
handguns to accommodate the use of attached lights. This program is also to purchase an
additional 14 Glock 40 Caliber handguns. These 14 handguns will be issued to employees so that
all employees are carrying the same standardized handgun and no longer carrying their

personally owned handgun.

The Boone County Sheriff’s Department currently has 33 Glock 40 Caliber handguns that are

2" generation Glocks that do not have rails that would be capable of attaching a light to the
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handgun. We will be upgrading these handguns to Glock Generation 4 handguns that have rails

for lights and other accessories.

[n addition to the replacement of the Glocks without the rails, the department will be
purchasing additional handguns to issue to officers who carry their own personal handgun. The
Boone County Sheriff’s Department will be able to provide all handgun qualified officers with
the same caliber handgun. This will enhance the effectiveness of the officers should we have a
large incident where officers are involved with multiple shooters. With all officers using the
same caliber handgun, the officers will be able to provide other officers with additional

magazines and ammunition should they need more rounds.

The Boone County Sheriff’s Department implemented the use Recovery Act funds in 2009 to
obtain “GO BAGS” that contain 3 magazines of 40 caliber ammunition. With some officers
carrying their own handgun in calibers other than 40 caliber, they are not afforded the same

supply of ammunition should a large scale incident occur.
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PERFORMANCE MEASURES:

All three applicants within this request are required by Department Policy or State Law to
maintain records on various different levels of incidents in the field and occurrences within the
Detention Facility. This requirement will allow us to query existing data and measure the results
of the work performed with the equipment gained from this funding request. Both entities in this
application currently follow grant reporting guidelines and have proficiency in accurate and

timely reporting.

CLOSING:

As per the Memorandum of Understanding agreed upon by both entities, the Boone County
Sheriff’s Department will be responsible for the application, drawdown, and dissemination of
funds to the City of Columbia, and fulfilling all reporting requirements of this grant program.

The Sheriff’s Department was chosen for this due to their experience handling JAG funds.

The tracking and reporting of all monies received and disbursed relating to this grant will be
accomplished through the use of separate funds and/or accounts established for such purposes.
All monies received from this grant will be recorded, tracked, and reported in such manner as to

identify and account for them separately from other County resources.

Since this funding will go toward equipment, all three recipients plan to start work on these

programs immediately. As soon as the grant funds have been deposited we will route a Budget

Page 17 of 18



Amendment proposal through a public hearing at a regular Commission meeting to approve the

spending as outlined in this grant application.

The assistance of these grant funds will allow us to purchase much needed equipment that
would otherwise not be attainable with our current budget shortfall. On behalf of all three
applicants encompassed in this application, we would like to thank the Edward Byrne Memorial
Justice Assistance Grant program, and the reviewers, for this opportunity. During hard financial
times like these it is truly hard to make budget decisions that compromise the safety of our
employees and citizens. We have worked hard at maintaining a certain level of customer
satisfaction; however, the dwindling economy and decreasing sales tax revenue have made this
an overwhelming task. These grant funds will certainly help our ailing budget and allow us to

focus on more needs in future budget years.

Each party to this agreement will be responsible for its own actions in providing services under
this agreement and shall not be liable for any civil liability that may arise from the furnishing of

the services by the other party.

Section 4.
The parties to this Agreement do not intend for any third party to obtain a right by virtue of this

Agreement.

Section 5.

By entering into this Agreement, the parties do not intend to create any obligations express or
implied other than those set out herein; further, this Agreement shall not create any rights in any
party not a signatory hereto.
