In the event of conflict between any of the foregoing documents, 
this Purchase Agreement, the Request for Bid and any applicable addenda shall prevail and 
control over the Contractor's bid response. 

2. Contract Duration - This agreement shall be for the period May 1,2011 through 
April 30,2012 subject to the provisions for termination specified below. This agreement may be 
extended beyond the expiration date by order of the County for two (2) additional one-year 
periods subject to the pricing clauses in the Contractor's bid response. This agreement may be 
extended beyond the expiration date by order of the County on a month to month basis in the 
event the County is unable to re-bid and/or award a new contract prior to the expiration date.
