THIS AGREEMENT dated the ) day of J.,Jq 2012 is made between Boone
County, Missouri, a political subdivision of the State of Missouft through the Boone County Commission, herein

“County” and Henke Manufacturing Corporation, herein “Vendor.”

IN CONSIDERATION of the parties performance of the respective obligations contained herein, the
parties agree as follows:

1. Contract Documents - This agreement shall consist of this Purchase Agreement for a 10’ Reversible
Snowplow, HENKE quotation number 1.-25911, Ryan Wilson’s e-mail dated May 29, 2012, the Missouri
Department of Transportation Contract 3-110721RJ with any addendums and Boone County Standard Terms and
Conditions. All such documents shall constitute the contract documents which are incorporated herein by
reference. Service or product data, specification and literature submitted with bid response may be permanently
maintained in the County Purchasing Office bid file for this bid if not attached. In the event of conflict between
any of the foregoing documents, this Purchase Agreement, the Missouri Department of Transportation Contract 3-
110721RJ and Boone County Standard Terms and Conditions shall prevail and control over the vendor’s bid
response.

5. Billing and Payment - All billing shall be invoiced to the Boone County Public Works Department and
billings may only include the prices listed in the vendor’s bid response. No additional fees for paper work
processing, labor, or taxes shall be included as additional charges in excess of the charges in the Vendor’s bid
response to the specifications. The County agrees to pay all invoices within thirty days of receipt. In the event of a
billing dispute, the County reserves the right to withhold payment on the disputed amount; in the event the billing
dispute is resolved in favor of the Vendor, the County agrees to pay interest at a rate of 9% per annum on disputed
amounts withheld commencing from the last date that payment was due.

6. Binding Effect - This agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto and their successors and
assigns for so long as this agreement remains in full force and effect.



7. Termination - This agreement may be terminated by the County upon thirty days advance written
notice for any of the following reasons or under any of the following circumstances:

a. County may terminate this agreement due to material breach of any term or
condition of this agreement, or

b. County may terminate this agreement if in the opinion of the Boone County
Commission if delivery of products are delayed or products delivered are not
in conformity with bidding specifications or variances authorized by County, or

c. If appropriations are not made available and budgeted for any calendar year.
