GENERAL CONSULTANT SERVICES AGREEMENT 


THIS AGREEMENT dated this b* day of M&,& , 2014, by and between 
Boone County, Missouri, a first class county and subdivision of the state of Missouri 
through its County Commission, (herein "Owner") and URS Corporation (herein "Consultant"). 

IN CONSIDERATION OF the performance of the services rendered under this 
Agreement and payment for such services, the parties agree to the following: 

1. Agreement duration -This contract shall be in effect beginning January 1,2014 
or the date of full execution; which ever is later and run through the calendar year ending on 
December 3 1, 20 14. This agreement may be terminated in accordance with the terms and 
conditions set forth in this agreement. 

2. Services - AS authorized by the Owner in writing, the Consultant shall provide 
the Owner all engineering, surveying, and other professional services for the benefit of the 
Owner as prescribed by the Owner based upon requests for proposals for projects assigned 
during the term of this agreement and the Consultant shall provide the Owner, as applicable, with 
the services, reports, studies, surveys, plans, specifications, and other work required by the 
Owner's request for proposal. Consultant agrees to provide all such services in a timely manner 
as established by the Owner in writing for each assigned project, or in the absence of the 
designation, within a reasonable time after receipt of Owner directives. Consultant agrees to 
provide services by and through qualified personnel under standards and conditions generally 
accepted by professionals in the field or occupations for which services are provided. Services 
shall be provided based only upon requests for proposals provided to the Consultant by the 
Owner or Owner's representative and to which the Consultant prepares and submits a written 
proposal for services which is approved by the Owner in writing. No work shall be performed 
nor shall compensation be paid for Consultant work performed without an Owner approved 
written proposal for professional services. Proposals for services shall be in written form, as 
required by the request for proposal, and shall be specifically responsive to the criteria provided 
by the Owner in its request for proposal. All work performed by the Consultant, based upon 
Owner approved proposals submitted by the Consultant, shall be subject to the terms and 
conditions of this agreement unless otherwise specifically agreed upon by the Owner and 
Consultant in writing. All proposals for work submitted by the Consultant to the Owner for work 
shall at a minimum contain the foilowing: 

2.1 Scope of Services - Each proposal for services shall contain a detailed description 
of work to be performed by the Consultant. When the Owner provides the Consultant 
with a written and/or graphic request for proposa!, the Cnnsu!t=tfs proposzi! sh2E be 
responsive to the request with the same or greater level of specificity required by the 
request for proposal. The Consultant shall specifically identify services which are 
included as basic services and those services which are excluded from basic services in 
the proposal. Services which the Consultant does not identify as excluded from basic 
services under the proposal and which are necessary for successful completion of the 
work in the judgment of the Owner shall be presumed to be a part of basic services under 
the proposal. If a request for proposal requires the Consultant to provide optional 
services, the Consultant's proposal shall respond to the options requested, or provide 
reasons why the Consultant cannot provide or respond to the request for optional 



services. 
2.2 Time for Completion - Each proposal for services shall contain a detailed 
description of the estimated time to complete each task or item of work to be performed 
by the Consultant under the proposal. When the Owner provides the Consultant with a 
written andlor graphic request for proposal, the Consultant's proposal shall be responsive 
to any request for estimated or maximum completion times for work with the same or 
greater level of specificity required by the request for proposal. 
2.3 Compensation - Each proposal for services shall state the basis of compensation 
on either: (1) an hourly fee plus expense basis with a statement of a maximum 
compensation to be charged, or, (2) a lump sum payment of compensation for all work to 
be performed, or, (3) a payment based upon unit prices. Proposals for compensation for 
an hourly fee plus expense basis shall provide detailed time and expense estimates to 
support a maximum contract amount to be charged and shall be consistent with the 
hourly rates, unit prices and reimbursement rates made a part of this agreement by 
reference in paragraph two (2) below. When the Owner or Owner's representative 
requests the Consultant to provide work on an hourly fee plus expense basis, the 
Consultant's proposal shall be responsive to the request and shall not propose payment on 
another basis unless otherwise authorized. Unit price proposals shall identifj and 
estimate the quantity of units as a part of the proposal when they can be identified and 
estimated, or as necessary in response to a particular request for proposal requesting such 
information. Each proposal for services shall also state a proposed payment schedule at a 
frequency no greater than monthly in such amounts as are consistent with amount of 
work to be performed and billed. Reimbursable expenses proposed shall be specifically 
identified and estimated as a part of the proposal with a statement of the maximum 
amount to be charged unless the Owner's request for proposal specifies otherwise. 
2.4 Signatures - Consultant proposals for services under this agreement shall be 
signed and dated by the Consultant or an authorized representative of the Consultant (as 
applicable), and shall be considered binding offers to contract open for acceptance by the 
Owner for an indefinite duration unless limited in the proposal or withdrawn prior to 
acceptance by the Owner. All proposals for services under this agreement shall be on 
forms approved by the Owner; use of the signature block shown in this agreement on a 
proposal for services shall be considered an adequate signature block. In the absence of 
an Owner provided form, the signature block shall contain a signature line for Boone 
County, Missouri by its Presiding Commissioner, a signature line for attestation by the 
County Clerk, a signature line approving the proposal by the Director of Resource 
Management, and a signature line for the County Attorney approving the proposal as to 
legal form. In addition, the signature block shall contain a line for insertion of the date 
the proposal is approved by the Owner. 

3. Compensation - In consideration for the Consultant's provision of services under 
this agreement, the Owner agrees to compensate the Consultant for services rendered in 
accordance with the hourly rates, unit prices and reimbursement rates for expenses set forth in 
the schedule for hourly rates and expense charges to be in effect for the calendar year of this 
agreement which is either attached to this agreement or maintained on file with the Boone 
County Resource Management Department and is hereby incorporated by reference. No 
increases in the rates and charges set forth in the attached schedule shall be permitted for this 
calendar year without the written authorization of the Owner. Payments shall be made within 



thirty (30) days of receipt of invoice by the Owner. Invoices shall be submitted periodically as 
mutually agreed upon by the Owner and Consultant, or in the absence of such agreement, upon 
completion of the work constituting the task or project for which services are provided. Invoices 
for services on an hourly fee plus expense basis shall individually describe the task or project by 
name, show hours expended by classes of personnel in increments of not less than one-half hour 
and rates applied, as well as describe work performed during the invoice period; reimbursable 
expenses shall be itemized. Invoices for services performed on a unit price basis shall identifj 
the task or project by name, identifj and quantifj units charged for services during the invoice 
period. Invoices for services on a lump sum basis shall identifj the task or project by name and 
the invoiced amount. Periodic invoices shall not exceed the amounts permitted in the 
Consultant's proposal approved by the Owner. The Owner reserves the right to withhold payment 
for inadequately documented invoices until documented as required herein. The Owner further 
reserves the right to withhold payments for unperformed work or work not performed on a 
timely basis in accordance with the Consultant's proposal when delays in performance of 
services are not attributable to the Owner, or as a result of a billing dispute between the Owner 
and Consultant. However, Owner agrees to pay interest at a rate of nine percent (9%) annum on 
any disputed billed amounts for which payments are withheld beyond thirty (30) days of invoice 
if and to the extent that those disputed amounts are resolved in favor of the Consultant. 

4. Owner Responsibilities - Owner agrees to furnish Consultant with all current 
and available information for each task or project assigned to Consultant, along with any 
information necessitated by. changes in work or services initiated by the Owner which may affect 
services rendered thereunder. 

5. Coordination of Work and Work Product - Consultant shall coordinate all 
work with the Owner's designated representative for each task or project assigned to Consultant 
and submit to the Owner's representative all work product in written or graphic form (and in 
electronic form if requested) as applicable or required. All reports, surveys, test data, 
memoranda, samples, plans, specifications, and other documents or materials submitted by or to 
the Owner shall be considered the property of the Owner. When available and requested by the 
Owner, work product shall be provided in electronic form at actual cost in media compatible for 
use with Owner software and equipment. 

6. Insurance - Consultant shall procure and maintain professional liability insurance 
in such amounts as are deemed mutually agreeable to the parties and approved by the Owner or 
the Owner's representative in writing within thirty (30) days of this Agreement. Consultant shall 
also maintain general public liability insurance with coverage's no less than $2,000,000.00 per 
occurrence, md worker's compensation insura~ce as required by state law. FaiIw-e of Consu!t=t 
to obtain or maintain such insurance during this contract, or to provide proper proofs thereof 
upon request of the Owner, shall not diminish, waive or otherwise reduce the Consultant's 
obligations to maintain such insurance coverage and Consultant shall indernnifj and hold the 
Owner and all its personnel harmless from and against any and all claims, damages, losses and 
expenses, including reasonable attorney's fees and litigation costs, arising out of or resulting 
from the performance of services, provided that any such claim, damage, loss or expenses, is 
caused in whole or in part by the negligent act, omission and or liability of the Consultant, its 
agents or employees. The Consultant shall provide the Owner with certificates of insurance 
exhibiting the coverage as specified above within thirty (30) days of execution of this agreement 



and thereafter within five (5) working days after request by the Owner. All certificates of 
insurance shall contain provision that insurance provided shall not be canceled or altered except 
upon ten (1 0) days written notice to the Owner. 

7. Delegation and Subcontracting - Unless otherwise proposed and approved in 
the Consultant's proposal for services, the Consultant shall not delegate or subcontract any work 
to be performed by the Consultant under this agreement to any other person, business or entity 
without the express advance written approval of the Owner for such delegation or subcontract 
work. 

8. Records and Samples - To the extent not otherwise transferred to the Owner's 
possession, Consultant agrees to retain and provide the Owner with reasonable access to all work 
product, records, papers and other documents involving transactions and work related to or 
performed under this agreement for a period of three (3) years after this agreement expires. 
When services involve testing or sampling, Consultant agrees to either retain all test products or 
samples collected by or submitted to Consultant, or return same to the Owner as mutually agreed 
upon. In absence of agreement, Consultant shall not dispose of test samples or products without 
notice to or consent by the Owner or the Owner's representative. 

9. Additional Services - No compensation shall be paid for any service rendered by 
the Consultant considered an additional service beyond the scope of services approved by the 
Owner unless rendition of that service and expense thereof has been authorized in writing by the 
Owner in advance of performance of such service. Any additional services performed by the 
Consultant prior to such authorization by the Owner shall be deemed a part of basic services for 
work perfoiined undcr an Owncr approved proposal for services governed by this agreement, 
whether enumerated in this agreement or not, for which the Consultant shall be entitled to no 
additional compensation. 

10. Owner Authorization -When the term Owner is used in this agreement, it shall 
mean the government of Boone County, Missouri or the Boone County Commission, as the 
context requires. Authorization by the Owner shall mean authorization obtained by recorded 
majority vote of the Boone County Commission. It is further understood and agreed that no 
person or party is authorized to bind the Owner to any proposed agreement for services under the 
auspices of this agreement without having obtained the prior approval of the Boone County 
Commission by recorded majority vote for such authorization. In this regard, it is understood and 
agreed that the Consultant shall not be entitled to rely upon verbal or written representations by 
any agent or employee of the Owner in deviation to the terms and conditions of this agreement, 
or as authorization for compensation for services except as may be approved by recorded vote of 
the Boone County Commission. When the term Owner's representative is used, it shall mean the 
Director of the Boone County Resource Management Department or his designee as specified in 
writing. It shall be presumed that such representative shall have all necessary decision making 
authority with respect to services provided under this agreement and Owner approved proposals 
for services except such representative shall have no authority to make decisions concerning 
changes to the Consultant's compensation or reimbursement, or with respect to services to be 
performed under this agreement or Owner approved proposal for services which involve or affect 
cost, expense or budgetary allowances. 



11. Termination - The Owner may and reserves the right to terminate this agreement 
at any time with or without cause by giving the Consultant written notice of termination. Upon 
receipt of such notice, Consultant shall discontinue all services in connection with the 
performance of services authorized under this agreement or Owner approved proposal for 
services and Owner shall upon invoice remit payment for all authorized services completed up to 
the date of termination notice. Upon payment of this invoice, the Consultant shall deliver any 
and all work product including drawings, plans, and specifications, or other documents, prepared 
as instruments of service, whether complete or in progress. It is further agreed that if services are 
terminated the Consultant shall be compensated for all services rendered through the date of 
termination not to exceed the amount authorized for services through the date of termination. If 
the Owner questions the extent of work on a final invoice, the Consultant shall give the Owner 
the opportunity to review and evaluate all work upon which the invoice is based in the offices of 
the Consultant prior to payment. This agreement or work performed under the provisions of this 
agreement may also be terminated by the Consultant upon not less than seven days written notice 
in the event the Owner shall substantially fail to perform in accordance with the terms and 
conditions of this agreement, through no fault of the Consultant. In the event of termination by 
the Consultant, the other provisions concerning termination contained in this paragraph shall be 
applicable. 

12. Governing Law - This agreement shall be governed by the laws of the state of 
Missouri and it is agreed that this agreement is made in Boone County, Missouri and that Boone 
County, Missouri is proper venue for any action pertaining to the interpretation or enforcement 
of any provision within or services performed under this agreement. 

13. Certification of Lawful Presence / Work Authorization - Consultant shall 
complete and return the Work Authorization Certification attached hereto, and if applicable, the 
other required lawfbl presence documents for an individual Consultant. 

14. Miscellaneous - This agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the parties 
superseding all prior negotiations, written or verbal, and may only be amended by signed writing 
executed by the parties through their authorized representatives hereunder.

Any additional services performed by the 
Consultant prior to such authorization by the Owner shall be deemed a part of basic services for 
work performed under an Owner approved proposal for services governed by this agreement, 
whether enumerated in this agreement or not, for which the Consultant shall be entitled to no 
additional compensation. 

10. Owner Authorization -When the term Owner is used in this agreement, it shall 
mean the government of Boone County, Missouri or the Boone County Commission, as the 
context requires. Authorization by the Owner shall mean authorization obtained by recorded 
majority vote of the Boone County Commission. It is further understood and agreed that no 
person or party is authorized to bind the Owner to any proposed agreement for services under the 
auspices of this agreement without having obtained the prior approval of the Boone County 
Commission by recorded majority vote for such authorization. In this regard, it is understood and 
agreed that the Consultant shall not be entitled to rely upon verbal or written representations by 
any agent or employee of the Owner in deviation to the. terms and conditions of this agreement, 
or as authorization for compensation for services except as may be approved by recorded vote of 
the Boone County Commission. When the term Owner's representative is used, it shall mean the 
Director of the Boone County Resource Management Department or his designee as specified in 
writing. It shall be presumed that such representative shall have all necessary decision making 
authority with respect to services provided under this agreement and Owner approved proposals 
for services except such representative shall have no authority to make decisions concerning 
changes to the Consultant's compensation or reimbursement, or with respect to services to be 
performed under this agreement or Owner approved proposal for services which involve or affect 
cost, expense or budgetary allowances. 



11. Termination - The Owner may and reserves the right to terminate this agreement 
at any time with or without cause by giving the Consultant written notice of termination. Upon 
receipt of such notice, Consultant shall discontinue all services in connection with the 
performance of services authorized under this agreement or Owner approved proposal for 
services and Owner shall upon invoice remit payment for all authorized services completed up to 
the date of termination notice. Upon payment of this invoice, the Consultant shall deliver any 
and all work product including drawings, plans, and specifications, or other documents, prepared 
as instruments of service, whether complete or in progress. It is further agreed that if services are 
terminated the Consultant shall be compensated for all services rendered through the date of 
termination not to exceed the amount authorized for services through the date of termination. If 
the Owner questions the extent of work on a final invoice, the Consultant shall give the Owner 
the opportunity to review and evaluate all work upon which the invoice is based in the offices of 
the Consultant prior to payment. This agreement or work performed under the provisions of this 
agreement may also be terminated by the Consultant upon not less than seven days written notice 
in the event the Owner shall substantially fail to perform in accordance with the terms and 
conditions of this agreement, through no fault of the Consultant. In the event of termination by 
the Consultant, the other provisions concerning termination contained in this paragraph shall be 
applicable. 

12. Governing Law - This agreement shall be governed by the laws of the state of 
Missouri and it is agreed that this agreement is made in Boone County, Missouri and that Boone 
County, Missouri is proper venue for any action pertaining to the interpretation or enforcement 
of any provision within or services performed under this agreement. 

13. Certification of Lawful Presence 1 Work Authorization - Consultant shall 
complete and return the Work Authorization Certification attached hereto, and if applicable, the 
other required lawful presence documents for an individual Consultant. 

14. Miscellaneous - This agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the parties 
superseding all prior negotiations, written or verbal, and may only be amended by signed writing 
executed by the parties through their authorized representatives hereunder.

ARTICLE I 

PURPOSE AND AUTHORITY 

T h i ~ r a ~ o f T ~ e M U ~ o k h ~ e r n & - b e W A -
Social Security Administration (SSA), the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and Bartlett 
& West, Inc. (Employer) regarding the Employer's participation in the Employment Eligibility 
Verification Program (E-Verify). E-Verify is a program in which the employment eligibility of all 
newly hired employees will be confiied after the Employment Eligibility Verification Form 
(Form l-9) has been completed. 

Authority for the E-Verify program is found in Title IVYSubtitle A, of the Illegal Immigration 
Reform and Immigrant Responsibility Act of 1996 (IIRIRA),Pub. L. 104-208, 110 Stat. 3009, as 
amended (8 U.S.C. $ 1324a note). 

ARTICLE II 

FUNCTIONS TO BE PERFORMED 

A. RESPONSIBILJTIES OF TH3E SSA 

1. Upon completion of the Form 1-9 by the employee and the Employer, and provided the 
Employer complies with the requirements of this MOU, SSA agrees to provide the Employer 
with available information that allows the Employer to confirm the accuracy of Social Security 
Numbers provided by all newly hired employees and the employment authorization of U.S. 
citizens. 

2. The SSA agrees to provide to the Employer appropriate assistance with operational 
probleins that may arise during the Employer's participation in the E-Verify program. The SSA 
agrees to provide the Employer with names, titles, addresses, and telephone numbers of SSA 
representatives to be contacted during the E-Verify process. 

3. The SSA agrees to safeguard the information provided by the Employer bough  the E- 
Verify program procedures, and to limit access to such informatio~~, as is appropriate by law, to 
individuals responsible for the verification of Social Security Numbers and for evaluation of the 
E-Verify program or such other persons or entities who may be authorized by the SSA as 
governed by the Privacy Act (5 U.S.C. 5 552a), the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1306(a)), and 
SSA regulations (20 CFR Part 401). 

4. SSA agrees to establish a means of automated verification that is designed (in 
conjunction with DHS's automated system if necessary) to provide confirmation or tentative 
nonco~hnation of U.S. citizens' employinent eligibility and accuracy of SSA records for both 
citizens and aliens within 3 Federal Government work days of the initial inquiry.

5. SSA agrees to establish a means of secondary verification (including updating SSA 
records as inay be necesssuy) for employees who contest SSA tentative noncoidiations that is 
designed to provide filal confilmation or nonconfirmation of U.S. citizens' employment 
eligibility and accuracy of SSA records for both citizens and aliens within 10 Federal 
Gover~lmentwork days of the date of referral to SSA, unless SSA determines that inore than 10 
days may be necessary. In such cases, SSA will provide additionalverification instructions. 

B. RESPONSIBILITlES OF THE DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY 

1. Upon completion of the Form 1-9 by the employee and the Employer and after SSA 
verifies the accuracy of SSA records for aliens through E-Verify, DHS agrees to provide the 
Employer access to selected data from DHS's database to enable the Employer to conduct: 

Automated verificationcbecks on newly hired alien employees by electronicmeans, and 
Photo verification checks (when available) on newly hired alien employees. 

2. DHS agrees to provide to the Employer appropriate assistance with operational problems 
that may arise during the Employer's participation iu the E-Verify program. DHS agrees to 
provide the Employer names, titles, addresses, and telephone numbers of DHS representatives to 
be contacted during the E-Verify process. 

3. DHS agrees to provide to the Employer a manual (the E-Verify Manual) containing 
instlvctions on E-Verify policies, procedures and requirements for both SSA and DHS, including 
restrictions on the use of E-Verify..DHS agrees to provide training materials on E-Verify. 

4. DHS agrees to provide to the Employer a notice, which indicates the Employer's 
participation it] the E-Verify program. DHS also agrees to provide to the Employer anti-
discriinination notices issued by the Office of Special Counsel for Immigration-Related Unfair 
Employment Practices (OSC), Civil Rights Division, and U.S. Department of Justice. 

5.  DHS agrees to issue the Employer a user identificationnumber and password that permits 
the Employer to verify informationprovided by alien employees with DHS's database. 

6. DHS agrees to safeguard tlie information provided to DHS by the Employer, and to limit 
access to such information to individuals responsible for the verification of alien employment 
eligibility and for eval~~ationof the E-Ver@ program, or to such other persons or entities as may 
be authorized by applicable law, Information will be used only to verify the accuracy of Social 
Security Numbers and employment eligibility, to enforce the Immigration and Nationality Act 
and federal criminal laws, and to ensure accurate wage reports to the SSA. 

7. DHS agrees to establish a means of automated verification that is designed (in 
coiljunction with SSA verification procedures) to provide confinnation or tentative 
nonconfirmation of employees' employment eligibility within 3 Federal Goveimnent work days 
of the initial inquiry.

8. DHS agrees to establish a means of secondaty verification (including updating DHS 
records as may be necessary) for e~nployeeswho contest DHS tentative nonconfr~nationsand 
photo non-match tentative nonconfimations that is designed to provide final confrination or 
ilonconfiiation of the employees' employment eligibility within 10 Federal Government work 
days of the date of referral to DHS, unless DHS determines that more tllan 10 days inay be 
necessary. In such cases, DHS will provide additional verification instructions. 

C. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE EMPLOYER 

1. The Einployer agrees to display the notices supplied by DHS in a prominent place that is 
clearly visible to prospective employees. 

2. The Employer agrees to provide to the SSA and DHS the names, titles, addresses, and 
telephone numbers of the Employer representatives to be contacted regarding E-Verify. 

3. The Employer agrees to become familiar with and comply with the E-Verify Manual. 

4. The Einployer agrees that any Employer Representative who will perform employment 
verification queries will complete the E-Verify Tutorial before that individual initiates any 
queries. 

A. The einployer agrees that all employer representatives will take the refresher 
tutorials iuitiated by the E-Verify program as a condition of continued use of E-
Verify. 

B. Failure to complete a refresher tutorial will prevent the employer from continued 
use of the program. 

5. The Employer agrees to comply with established Form 1-9 procedures, with two 
exceptions: 

If an employee presents a "List B" identity document, the Employer agrees to only accept 
"List B" doculnents that contain a photo. (List B documents identified in 8 C.F.R. 5 
274a.2 (b) (1) (B)) can be presented during the Form 1-9 process to establish identity). 
If an employee presents a DHS Form 1-551 (Permanent Resident Card) or Form 1-766 
(Employment Autl~orizationDocument) to complete the Form 1-9, the Employer agrees 
to make a photocopy of the document and to retain the photocopy with the employee's 
Form 1-9. The employer will use the photocopy to verlfy the photo and to assist the 
Department with its review of photo non-matches that are contested by employees. Note 
that employees retain the right to present any List A, or List B and List C, documentation 
to complete the Form 1-9. DHS may in the future designate other documents that activate 
the photo screening tool. 

6. The Employer understands that participation in E-Verlfy does not exempt the Employer 
from the responsibility to complete, retain, and make available for inspection Fonns 1-9 that relate 
to its employees, or froin other requirements of applicable regulations or laws, except for the 
following modified requirements applicable by reason of the Employer's participation in E-
Verify: (1) identity documents must have photos, as described in paragraph 5 above; (2) a 
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rebuttable presurnptioil is established that tlie Employer has not violated section 274A(a)(l)(A) of 
tlie Immigration and Nationality Act (NA) with respect to the hiring of any iudividual if it 
obtains confirmation of the identity and einployment eligibility of the individual in compliance 
with the terms and conditions of E-Verify ;(3) the Employer must notify DHS if it coiititlues to 
employ suiy employee after receiving a final nonconfirmation, and is subject to a civil money 
penalty between $500 and $1,000 for each failure to ilotlfy DHS of coiitinued employment 
followitlg a final noi ico~mat ion;  (4) the Employer is subject to a rebuttable presumptioll that it 
has knowingly employed an unauthorized alien in violation of section 274A(a)(l)(A) if the 
Employer continues to employ any employee after receiving a final nonconfumation; and (5) no 
person or entity participating in E-Vere  is civilly or crimiually liabIe under any law for any 
action taken in good faith on information provided though the confirmation system. DHS 
reserves the right to conduct Forin 1-9 comnpliance iuspectioiis during the course of E-Verify, as 
well as to conduct any other enforcement activity authorized by law. 

7. The Employer agrees to initiate E-Verify verificatioii procedures within 3 Employer 
business days after each einployee has been hired (but after both sections 1 and 2 of the Form 1-9 
have been completed), and to complete as many (but only as many) steps of the E-Verify process 
as are necessary according to the E-Verify Manual. The Employer is prohibited from initiating 
verification procedures before the employee has been hired and the Form 1-9 completed. If the 
automated system to be queried i s  temporarily unavailable, the 3-day time period is extended 
until it is again operational in order to accommodate tlie Employer's attempting, in good faith, to 
make inquiries during the period of unavailability. Iu all cases, tlie Employer must use the SSA 
verification procedures first, and use DHS verification procedures and photo screening tool only 
after the the SSA verification response has been given. 

8. lie Employer agrees not to use E-Verify procedures for pre-employment screening of 
job applicants, support for any unlawful employment practice, or any other use not authorized by 
this MOU. The Employer must use E-Verify for all new employees and will not verify only 
certain employees selectively. The Employer agrees not to use E-Verify procedures for re- 
verification, or for employees hired before the date this MOU is in effect. The Employer 
understands that if the Employer uses E-Verify procedures for any purpose other than as 
authorized by this MOU, the Employer may be subject to appropriate legal action and the 
immediate terminatioii of its access to SSA and DHS information pursuant to this MOU. 

9. The Employer agrees to follow appropriate procedures (see Article lD.B. below) 
regarding tentative nonconfirmations, including notifying employees of the finding, providing 
written referral instructions to employees, allowiug employees to contest the finding, and not 
taking adverse action against employees if they choose to contest the finding. Further, when 
employees contest a tentative noi~coifir~natioii based upon a photo non-match, the Employer is 
required to take affirmative steps (see Article lII.B. below) to contact DHS with information 
necessary to resolve the challenge. 

10. The Employer agrees not to take any adverse action against an einployee based upon tlie 
employee's employment eligibility status whiIe SSA or DHS is processjlig the verification request 
unless the Employer obtains knowledge (as defined in 8 C.F.R. 3 274a. 1 (I)) that the employee is 
not work authorized. The Employer understands that an initial inability of the SSA or DHS 
automated verification to verify work authorization, a tentative nonconfmation, or the finding of 
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a photo non-match, does not mean, and sliould not be interpreted as, an indication that the 
einployee is not work authorized. In any of the cases listed above, the einployee inuist be provided 
the opportunity to contest the finding, and if he or she does so, may not be ter~ninated or suffer 
any adverse employment consequences until and uilless secoildary verification by SSA or DHS 
has been completed and a final nonconfirmation has been issued. If the employee does not choose 
to contest a tentative noncoilfirmation or a photo non-match, then the Employer call find the 
employee is not work authorized and take the appropriate action. 

11. The Employer agrees to comply with section 274B of the INA by not discriininatiug 
w~lawft~llyagainst ally individual in hiring, firing, or recruitment or referral practices because of 
his or her national origin or, i.11 the case of a protected individual as defiued in section 274B(a)(3) 
of the INA,. because of his or her citizenship status. The Employer understands that such illegal 
practices can include selective verification or use of E-Verify, discharging or refusing to hire 
eligible employees because they appear or so~lnd "foreign", and premature termination of 
employees based upon tentative nonconfirmations, and that any violation of the unfair 
immigration-related employment practices provisions of the INA could subject the Employer to 
civil penalties pursuant to section 274B of the INA and the termination of its participation in E- 
Verify. If the Employer has any questions relating to the anti-discrimination provision, it should 
contact OSC at 1-800-255-7688 or 1-800-237-2515 (TDD). 

12. The Employer agrees to record the case verification number on the employee's Form 1-9 
or to print the screen containing the case verification number and attach it to the employee's Form 
1-9. 

13. The Employer agrees that it will use the information it receives from the SSA or DHS 
pursuant to E-Verify and this MOU only to confirm the employinent eligibility of newly-hired 
employees after completion of the Form 1-9. The Employer agrees that it will safeguard this 
information, aud means of access to it (such as PINS and passwords) to ensure that it is not used 
for any other purpose and as necessary to protect its confidentiality, including ensuring that it is 
not disseminated to any person other than employees of the Employer who are authorized to 
perform the Employer's responsibilities under tlis MOU. 

14. The Employer acknowledges that the informatioil which it receives from SSA is 
governed by the Privacy Act (5 U.S.C. $ 552a (i) (I) and (3)) and the Social Security Act (42 
U.S.C. 1306(a)), and that any person who obtains this information under false pretenses or uses it 
for any purpose other than as provided for in this MOU may be subject to criminal penalties. 

15. The Employer agrees to allow DHS and SSA, or their authorized agents or designees, to 
make periodic visits to the Employer for the purpose of reviewing E-Verify -related records, i.e., 
Forms 1-9, SSA Transaction Records, and DHS verification records, which were created during 
the Employer's participation in the E-Verify Program. In addition, for the purpose of evaluating 
E-Verify, the Employer agrees to allow DHS and SSA or their authorized agents or designees, to 
interview it regarding its experience with E-Verify, to interview einployees hired during E-Verify 
use concerning their experience with the pilot, and to make employment and E-Verify related 
records available to DHS and the SSA, or their designated agents or designees. Failure to comply 
with the terms of this paragraph may lead DHS to terminate the Employer's access to E-Verify. 
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REFERRGL OF INDIVIDUALS TO THE SSA AND TEE DEPARTMENT OF 

HOMELAND SECURITY 


A. REFERRAL TO THE SSA 

1. If the Employer receives a tentative llonconfirmation issued by SSA, the Employer must 
print the tentative noncoi~fi~mation notice as directed by the automated system and provide it to 
the employee so that the employee inay determine whether he or she will contest the tentative 
nonconfiimation. 

2. The Employer will refer employees to SSA field offices only as directed by the 
automated system based on a tentative nonconfirmation, and only after the Employer records the 
case verification number, reviews the input to detect any transaction errors, and determines that 
the employee contests the tentative nonconhnation. The Employer wi1.l transmit the Social 
Security Number to SSA for verification again if this review indicates a need to do so. The 
Employer will determine whether the employee contests the tentative nonconfirmation as soon as 
possible after the Employer receives it. 

3. If the employee contests an SSA tentative nonconfivmatioa, the Employer will provide 
the employee with a referral letter and instruct the employee to visit an SSA office to resolve the 
discrepancy within 8 Federal Government work days. The Employer will make a second inquiry 
to the SSA database using E-Verify procedures on the date that is 10 Federal Government work 
days after the date of the referral in order to obtain confirmation, or final nonconhation, unless 
otherwise instructed by SSA or unless SSA determines that more than 10 days is necessary to 
resolve the tentative noncodmation.. 

4. The Employer agrees not to ask the employee to obtain a printout from the Social 
Security Number database (the Numident) or other written verification of the Social Security 
Number from the SSA. 

B. REFERRAL TO THE DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY 

1. If the Employer receives a tentative nonconfimation issued by DHS, the Employer must 
print the tentative nonconfirmation notice as directed by the automated system and provide it to 
the employee so that the employee may determine whether he or she will contest the tentative 
nonconfirmation. 

2. If the Employer finds a photo non-match for a11alien who provides a document for which 
the automated system has transmitted a photo, the employer must print the plloto non-match 
tentative nonconfirmation notice as directed by the automated system and provide it to the 
employee so that the employee inay determine whether he or she will contest the finding. 

3. The Employer agrees to refer individuals to DHS o~lly when the employee chooses to 
contest a tentative nonconfirmation received from DHS automated verification process or when 
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the Employer issues a tentative noiicoIlfiinatioii based upon a photo non-match. The Employer 
will determine whether the employee contests the tentative nonconfirlnation as so011as possible 
after the Employer receives it. 

4. If the employee contests a tentative noilconfirmation issued by DHS, the Employer will 
provide the employee with a refeiral letter and instruct the employee to coiltact the Departinelit 
tlirougl~its toll-free hotline within 8 Federal Goverimeiit work days. 

5 .  If the employee contests a tentative nonconf~~nationbased upon a photo non-match, the 
Employer will provide the employee with a referral letter to DHS. DHS will electronically 
transinit the result of the referral to the Employer within 10 Federal Governmentwork days of the 
referral unless it determinesthat more than 10 days is necessary. 

6. The Employer agrees that if an employee contests a tentative nonconfmation based 
upon a photo non-match, the Employer will send a copy of the employee's Form 1-551 or Form I-
766 to DHS for review by: 

Scanning and uploading the document, or

Termination by any party shall terminate the MOU as to all parties. The SSA or DHS may 
teiminate this MOU without prior notice if deemed necessary because of the requirements of law 
or policy, or upon a determination by SSA or DHS that there has been a breach of system 
integrity or security by the Employer, or a failure on the part of the Employer to comply with 
established procedures or legal requirements.

Nothing in this MOU is intended, or should be construed, to create any right or benefit, 
substa~~tiveor procedural, enforceable at law by any third party against the United States, its 
agencies, officers, or employees, or against the Employer, its agents, officers, or employees. 

Each party shall be solely responsible for defending any claim or action against it arising out of or 
related to E-Verify or this MOU, whether civil or criminal, and for any liability wherefrom, 
including (but not limited to) any dispute between the Einployer and any other person or entity 
regarding the applicability of Section 403(d) of IlRlRA to any action taken or allegedly taken by 
the Employer. 

The employer understands that the fact of its participation in E-Verify is not confidential 
information and may be disclosed as authorized or required by law aid  DHS or SSA policy, 
including but not limited to, Congressional oversight, E-Verify publicity and media inquiries, 
and responses to inquiries under the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA). 

The foregoing constitutes the full agreement on tlis subject between the SSA, DHS, and the 
Employer.
