This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets forth the points of agreement between the
Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and Korsmeyer Fire Protection l|lc (Empioyer)
regarding the Employer's participation in the Employment Eligibility Verification Program (E-
Verify). This MOU explains certain features of the E-Verify program and enumerates specific
responsibilities of DHS, the Social Security Administration (SSA), and the Employer. E-Verify is
a program that electronically confirms an employee’s eligibility to work in the United States after
completion of the Employment Eligibility Verification Form (Form 1-9).

Consultant shall provide professional grant administration services for owner
in all phases of the project to which this agreement applies, serve as the owner's representative
for the project as set forth below, and shall provide professional consultation services hereunder.

Section 1 - Basic Services for Consultant

The consultant shall:
1.1 Perform professional, administrative services as hereinafter stated which include the
administration of the owner's Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), project

number 2012-PF-15. The specific services of the consultant are indicated in Exhibit A,
Scope of Services.

Section 2 - Owner's Responsibilities
