8.1 Term. The initial Term of this Agreement is one year and shall be set 
forth in the Order Form. Thereafter, this Agreement shall automatically 
renew, unless sooner terminated as provided below, on an ongoing basis 



for successive periods equal to the initial Term and on the same terms and 
conditions herein, unless either Party gives the other Party written notice of 
its intent to terminate at least ninety (90) days prior to the expiration date of 
the then-current Term; successive periods shall not to exceed five years in 
total. 
8.2 Termination for BreachlBankruptcy. Either party may terminate this 
Agreement upon written notice in the event that the other party fails to 
make a required payment hereunder or materially breaches this Agreement 
and thereafter (i) in the case of non-payment, has failed to pay such 
amounts within five (5) days after receiving written notice thereof; or (ii) in 
the case of breach, has failed to cure the breach (or to commence diligent 
efforts to cure such breach that are reasonably acceptable to the other 
party) within thirty (30) days after receiving written notice thereof.

THE E-VERIFY PROGRAM FOR EMPLOYMENT VERIFICATION 

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 


ARTICLE I 

PURPOSE AND AUTHORITY 

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) sets forth the points of agreement between the 
Department of Homeland Security (DHS) and Tri-State Equipment Company - Ashland 
(Employer) regarding the Employer's participation in the Err~ployment Eligibility Verification 
Program (E-Verify). This MOU explains certain features of the E-Verify program and 
enumerates specific responsibilities of DHS, the Social Security Administration (SSA), and the 
Employer.
