EMERGENCY DENTAL SERVICES FOR PtJBLIC ADMINISTRATOR CLIENTS 

THIS AGREEMENT dated thc 7 %  day of J $ $  ~ 3 : < 0  15 is made between 
Roone County, Missouri, a political subdivision of the State of Mi $- ouri through the Bootie County 
Comniission, herein "County" and the Boone County Public Adrninist~,ator, lierein "Conlractor." 

IN CONSIDERATTON of the parties performance of the respectivc obligations contained 
herein, the parties agree as follows: 

1. Contract Documents - This agreement shall consist of this Agreement for Emergency Dental 
Sel-vices for Public Administrator Clients and the Boone County Community Health/Medic;ll Fund 
Emergency Fund Request Application submitted by Cathy D. Richards, Public Administrator o n  April 
20, 20 15, which is incorporated herein by reference. In thc event of conflict between the foregoing 
documents, this Purchase Agreement shall prevail and control over the incorporated document. 

2 .  C0ntractDurutir)n - This agreement shall commence upon final execution and extend tluough 
Ilecember 3 1 ,  2015, subject to the provisions for termination specified below. This agreement may be 
extended bcyond the expiration date by the County for one additional 90-day period upon the same tenns 
and conditions. 

3. Purclzu.se - The County agrees to purchase dental services obtained by the Contractor to meet 
the emergency dental needs of Contractor's clients up to a total aniount of $5,000.00. 'The following 
additional terms and conditions shall apply: 

a. All services obtained will be for Boone County Public Administrator Clients. 
b. Contractor will make all rcasonable efforts to obtain the most cost-efficient dental 

services to meet the emergency dental needs of Contractor's clients. 
c. For each client Contractor obtains emergency dental services, Contractor shall provide 

the treatment plan indicating the need for the services and the invoice for such services. 
d. Contractor will obtain all needed information from the dental service providers from 

whom services are obtained to establish the providers as vendors for Boone County. 
4.  Pr~vrnent - After receipt of all docu~uentation from Contractor necessary to process a payment 

request, including an appropriate treatment plan and dental provider invoice, the County will pay dental 
senlice provider directly for the serviccs obtained by Contractor to meet the emergency dental needs of 
Contractor's clients. 

5. Rin(1ing Effect - This agreement shall be binding upon tlie parties hereto and their succcssors 
and assigns for so long as this agreement renlains in full force and effect. 

6. Entire Agreetrrent - This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and 
supersedes any prior negotiations, written or vcrbal, and any other bid or bid specification or contractual 
agreement. This agreement may only be amended by a signed writing executed with the same foniiality 
as this agreement. 

7 .  Terntinrrtiott - This agreement may be terminated by the County upon thirty days advance 
written notice for any of tlie following reasons or under any of the following circumstances: 

a. County may terminate this agreement due to material breach of any term or coiiditiorl of 
this agreetnent, or  

b. County may terminate this agreement if in the opinion of the Boone County 
Comniission services obtained or services delivered are not in conformity with bidding 
specifications or variances authorized by County, or 

c. At County's convenience upon ten (10) days written notice, or 
d. If appropriations are not made available and budgeted for any calendar year.

A: Brief Description of your organization including your organization's history of addressing 

Boone County's Community Health Needs: The Public Administrator is an elected position and is 
charged with receiving mandated clients assigned by the Circuit Court of Boone County. Health needs 

were once addressed through Medicaid coverage and a client's own personal money or family money. 

This is no longer true for clients in the age range of 18-65 (very little is being offered from family). 
Clients still work if they can to save money to receive help, but Medicaid cannot help at all regarding 
dental. 

B: Services for Emergency Funding: Dental needs. 

Emergency Situation: 

A: Describe emergency Situation. I have several clients that need dental help and have needed 

help for some time. I.e.,broken fillings, exposed nerves, peridontal disease and root canals. This is 
without a dentist's viewing. You can see the damage to the client's teeth just by viewing yourself. 
In addition, there are also several clients who are in need of dentures. 

B: Describe why this situation must be addressed immediately: Because they are in pain and . 
have been in pain for a very long time. ~t is ridiculous that they have been dropped by Medicaid and left 
without help to receive treatment. 

C: HOW many people affected by emergency situation? I am guessing 10. 1 would only help those 
in need right now. 

D: How will thls assist your organization t o  mitigate an adverse impact? It will provide care to the 

clients who depend on Boone County for physical and mental health. It will help the clients be able to 

have some quality of life that many of us take for granted. My mentally ill clients are already suffering 
with the mental illness. It is  wrong to have dental pain on top of what they are going through. 

E: Attempting t o  secure funds: I have tried obtaining money from private organizations and 

organizations that provide help to the poor. Only $1100 was given (one year ago). 

I have tried getting clients hooked up with the County and City Health Department. This still 

involves an emergency tooth problem (immediate need) and my clients have chronic teeth concerns. 

Many of mine cannot afford the co-payment and many of the teeth problems are at peak at different 

places in their lives. They have lived with pain for so long their medications for psychiatric needs tends 

to mask their pain at different times during the day and night confusing them whether the dental 

problem is the problem or the psychiatric diagnosis is the reason for the intensity, Only an initial 
examination could supply those answers properly. 

I have tried through Volunteer Action Center and other organizations to get funding for the 
mandated clients and no avail. Midwest Special Needs Trust was another organization I have applied to 
several times for help. 

I have tried the Shriners. 



I have also tried the Boone County Commission. 

I also developed a Mental Health Avisory Board to help bring ideas in which to obtain funding for the 
clients under my charge. 

Expenses: 

A: Financial Data: Because I have to have an initial treatment plan by each dentist to look at a Pre- 

treatment plan from each dentist in order to gain an accurate accounting, a firm amount cannot be 

given to you at this time. I can say that the initial cleaning and examination runs differently in each 

county. Cost could be as much as $50 to $125 for x-rays and cleanings. Pre-treatment plans run from 

$200 to $5,000 depending upon degree of  problems with the client's teeth & gums. 

B: If Applicable: Because emergency costs differ in each town and with each dentist I cannot give that 

accurate estimate you wish. I will be glad to give reports to the Boone County Community 

Health/Medical Fund after money is obtained for initial treatments for my clients. Initial treatments 
include dental cleaning and exams with x-rays & runs around $50 to $125 per client. It a l l  depends on 

the county where the dentist resides for the clients living there. Co-pays are even a hardship for many 
of my clients who have no family, no income and no means of outside help. 

A: State organization minimum eligibility requirements: Yes, I believe it does. 

B: Attach Organization and Program Budget Worksheets: I can do this after I get an initial examination 

from each client and I can't do that without money for them to see the Dentist. I will be able to provide 
pre-dental plans and costs after the initial visit.

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into t h i s n  day of 20 15, between the 1 3th 

Judicial Circuit, (hereinafter, " 1 3th Circuit"), and the Boone Co issouri (hereinafter "Boone 
Y 

County"), for the purposes set out hereunder: 

WHEREAS, the 13"' Circuit and Boone County are committed to working together to maintain the 
Boone County Courthouse and continue advancing technology used in the courtrooms; and 

WHEREAS, the 13~'' Circuit maintains the Boone County Law Library Fund pursuant to RSMo 
9488.429; and 

WHEREAS, the 13'" Circuit requires updated video conferencing equipment in the Ground Floor 
Courtroom; and 

WHEREAS, consistent with the County Budget Law (RSMo 9950.525-50.745), the Boone County Law 
Library shall be utilized to provide funding to Boone County general fund for updating and maintaining the 
video conferencing equipment in the Ground Floor Courtroom in accordance with Missouri law. 

NOW, in consideration of the mutual undertakings and agreements, the parties agree as follows: 

1 3 ~ ~  CIRCUIT: 

1. The 13t1'Circuit agrees that it will use Boone County Law Library funds to pay for the immediate 
replacement and ongoing maintenance of a new video conferencing equipment system for the Boone County 
Courthouse's Ground Floor Courtroom. 

2. The 13~" Circuit will 

a. Utilize the Boone County Purchasing Department to put out the appropriate Request for Proposals, 

b. Make the appropriate budget amendment through the proper county budget procedures, and 

c. Provide the proper funding to Boone County to pay for the removal of the old equipment and 
installation of the new equipment, and 

d. Provide the proper funding for the ongoing maintenance of the new equipment installed pursuant to 
this MOU as part of the annual budget process. 

3. In subsequent years, the 13~'' Circuit will budget funds out of the Law Library fund for maintenance and any 
updates needed for the new video conferencing equipment installed pursuant to this MOU for the remaining 
useful life of the system installed pursuant to this MOU. The intent is for the Court to pay vendor(s) directly 
for maintenance and updates from the Law Library fund. 

BOONE COUNTY: 

4. Boone County will work with the 13~" Circuit to amend the County Budget according to law. 
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5. Boone County Purchasing Office will assist the 13"' Circuit with the RFP process to contract for the new 
equipment. 

6. Boone County will accept a check in the Treasurer's Office from the Boone County Law Library Fund in an 
amount sufficient to fund this project. 

7. Boone County will refund any excess funds paid to the Boone County Treasurer to fund this project 
remaining at the completion of the project back to the 13~" Circuit for deposit back into the Law Library 
Fund. 

GENERAL TERMS: 

8. This agreement is due to the emergency circumstance of needing to replace the Ground Floor Courtroom 
video conferencing equipment and funds not having been budgeted for this purpose in 20 15. 

9. This agreement contains the entire agreement and understanding between the parties and supersedes any 
other agreement concerning the subject matter of this transaction, whether oral or written. 

10. This agreement shall be entered into under the laws of the State of Missouri and the rights and obligations of 
the parties hereunder shall be governed according to the laws of said state. 

11. No modification, amendment, renewal, extension or other alteration of this agreement shall be effective 
unless mbtually agreed upon in writing by the parties and incorporated herein as an official amendment to 
this agreement. 

12. No party can assign this agreement to any person, corporation, partnership or other entity without express 
written approval of the other parties and incorporation herein as an official amendment to this agreement. 

13. The expenditure of funds contemplated herein shall be done in accordance with all applicable federal, state, 
and local laws, rules, and regulations. 

14. Each of the persons signing this Memorandum of Understanding represent that helshe has been duly 
authorized and empowered, by order, ordinance, or otherwise, to execute this document and that all 
necessary action on behalf of said party to effectuate said authorization has been taken and is done. 

15. Any financial obligations imposed on the 1 3 ' ~  Circuit andlor Boone County contemplated herein are 
conditioned upon there being a sufficient, unencumbered fund balance budgeted for that purpose. Boone 
County's obligations hereunder shall not in any way be construed to be a debt of the County in 
contravention of any applicable constitutional or statutory limitation or requirement concerning the creation 
of indebtedness by the County, nor shall anything contained herein constitute a pledge of the general credit, 
tax revenues, funds or moneys of the County beyond that which is specifically required by state law. 
Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement, the decision whether or not to budget or appropriate 
funds, or to extend this Agreement for any subsequent fiscal year, is solely within the discretion of the then- 
current governing body of the County. 

16. The parties agree to fully cooperate with each other in good faith to give full force and effect to the terms 
and intent of this Memorandum of Understanding.
