Boone County, Missouri, a political subdivision of the State of Missouri through the Boone County
Commission, herein “County” and University of Missouri Printing Services, herein “Contractor”.

IN CONSIDERATION of the parties performance of the respective obligations contained
herein, the parties agree as follows:

2. Contract Duration - This agreement shall commence on the date of award and extend
through August 31, 2016 subject to the provisions for termination specified below. This agreement may
be extended beyond the expiration date on a month to month basis in the event the County is unable to re-
bid and/or award a new contract prior to the expiration date after exercising diligent efforts to do so or
not.

2.0 SCOPE OF SERVICES

Subsurface Exploration — As requested, we propose to perform one (1) exploratory borings on
each side of the gravel road approaches to the existing culvert for a total of two (2) borings. The
borings will extend to practical auger refusal, or 20 feet whichever comes first. Materials
encountered in the subsurface will be obtained using a split-barrel sampler at 5-foot intervals.
