1. Contract Documents - This agreement shall consist of this Purchase Agreement for Right to 
Harvest Hay, County of Boone Invitation for Bid number 32-23MAY16, Introduction and General 
Conditions of Bidding, Primary Specifications, Response Presentation and Review, Boone County 
Insurance Requirements, any applicable addenda, the unexecuted Response Form, Standard Terms and 
Conditions, as well as the Contractor's bid response dated May 27, 2016 and executed by Jason Wilhite 
on behalf of the Contractor. All such documents shall constitute the contract documents which are 
attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. Service or product data, specification and literature 
submitted with bid response may be permanently maintained in the County Purchasing Office bid file for 
this bid if not attached. In the event of conflict between any of the foregoing documents, this Purchase 
Agreement with the Introduction and General Conditions of Bidding, Primary Specifications, Response

Contract performance. 
Bidder/ Contractor/ Supplier - These terms refer generally to businesses having some sort of 
relations to or with us. The tern may apply differently to different classes of entities, as the 
context will indicate. 
Bidder - Any business entity submitting a response to this Bid. Suppliers, which may be invited 
to respond, or which express interest in this bid, but which do not submit a response, have no 
obligations with respect to the bid requirements. 
Contractor - The Bidder whose response to this bid is found by Purchasing to meet the best 
interests of the County. The Contractor will be selected for award, and will enter into a Contract 
for provision of the goods and/or services described in the Bid.

NO. 33: Means the standard work day and week shall be eight (8) consecutive hours of work between the hours of 6:00 
a.m. and 6:00 p.m., excluding the lunch period Monday through Friday, or shall conform to the practice on the job site. 
Four (4) days at ten (10) hours a day may be worked at straight time, Monday through Friday and need not be 
consecutive. AH overtime, except for Sundays and holidays shall be at the rate of time and one-half (1 %). Overtime 
worked on Sundays and holidays shall be at double (2) time. 

NO. 40: Means the regular working week shall consist of five (5) consecutive (8) hour days' labor on the job beginning 
with Monday and ending with Friday of each week. Four (4) 10-hour days may constitute the regular work week. The 
regular working day shall consist of eight (8) hours labor on the job beginning as early as 6:00 a.m. and ending as late as 
5:30 p.m. All full or part time labor performed during such hours shall be recognized as regular working hours and paid 
for at the regular hourly rate. All hours worked on Saturday and all hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours but not 
more than twelve (12) hours during the regular working week shall be paid for at time and one-half (1 %) the regular 
hourly rate. All hours worked on Sundays and holidays and all hours worked in excess of twelve (12) hours during the 
regular working day shall be paid at two (2) times the regular hourly rate. In the event of rain, snow, cold or 
excessively windy weather on a regular working day, Saturday may be designated as a "make-up" day. Saturday may 
also be designated as a "make-up" day, for an employee who has missed a day of work for personal or other reasons. 
Pay for "make-up" days shall be at regular rates.

NO. 42: Means eight (8) hours between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. shall constitute a work day. The starting 
time may be advanced one (1) or two (2) hours. Employees shall have a lunch period of thirty (30) minutes. The 
Employer may provide a lunch period of one (1) hour, and in that event, the workday shall commence at 8:00 a.m. and 
end at 5:00 p.m. The workweek shall commence at 8:00 a.m. on Monday and shall end at 4:30 p.m. on Friday (or 5:00 
p.m. on Friday if the Employer grants a lunch period of one (1) hour), or as adjusted by starting time change as stated 
above. All work performed before 8:00 a.m. and after 4:30 p.m. (or 5:00 p.m. where one (1) hour lunch is granted for 
lunch) or as adjusted by starting time change as stated above or on Saturday, except as herein provided, shall be 
compensated at one and one-half (1%) times the regular hourly rate of pay for the work performed. All work performed 
on Sunday and on recognized holidays shall be compensated at double (2) the regular hourly rate of pay for the work 
performed. When working a five 8-hour day schedule and an Employer is prevented from working forty ( 40) hours, 
Monday through Friday, or any part thereof by reason of inclement weather (rain or mud), Saturday or any part thereof 
may be worked as a make-up day at the straight time rate.

When three shifts are employed, the second and third 
shifts shall contain at least one-half (1/2) as many employees as the first shift. 

NO. 43: Eight (8) hours shall constitute a work day between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. Forty (40) hours 
within five (5) days, Monday through Friday inclusive, shall constitute the work week. Work performed in the 9th and 
10th hour, Monday through Friday, shall be paid at time and one-half (1 %) the regular straight time rate of pay. 
Contractor has the option to pay two (2) hours per day at the time and one-half (1 %) the regular straight time rate of 
pay between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.

All time worked on Sunday and 
holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the rate of double (2) time. The Employer has the option of working 
either five (5) eight hour days or four (4) ten hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week. When the four 
( 4) ten-hour work week is in effect, the standard work day shall be consecutive ten ( 1 0) hour periods between the hours 
of 6:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m.

NO. 101: Means that except as provided below, eight (8) hours a day shall constitute a standard work day, and forty (40) 
hours per week shall constitute a week's work, which shall begin on Monday and end on Friday. All time worked outside of 
the standard work day and on Saturday shall be classified as overtime and paid the rate of time and one-half (1Yz) (except 
as herein provided). All time worked on Sunday and recognized holidays shall be classified as overtime and paid at the 
rate of double (2) time. The regular starting time of 8:00 a.m. (and resulting quitting time of 4:30 p.m.) may be moved 
forward to 6:00 a.m. or delayed one (1) hour to 9:00 a.m. The Employer has the option of working either five (5) eight-hour 
days or four (4) ten-hour days to constitute a normal forty (40) hour work week.

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NO. 44: All work done on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day, 
and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of pay. ff a holiday falls on a Sunday, it shall be observed 
on the Monday following.

NO. 54: All work performed on New Year's Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, 
Thanksgiving Day, the Friday after Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double (2) time rate of 
pay. When a holiday falls on Saturday, it shall be observed on Friday. When a holiday falls on Sunday, it shall be 
observed on Monday.

60: All work performed on New Year's Day, Armistice Day (Veteran's Day), Decoration Day (Memorial Day), 
Independence Day (Fourth of July), Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day shall be paid at the double time rate of 
pay. No work shall be performed on Labor Day except when triple (3) time is paid. When a holiday falls on 
Saturday. Friday will be observed as the holiday. When a holiday falls on Sunday, the following Monday shall be 
observed as the holiday. 

NO. 66: All work performed on Sundays and the following recognized holidays, or the days observed as such, of 
New Year's Day, Decoration Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Veteran's Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day, 
shall be paid at double (2) the hourly rate plus an amount equal to the hourly Total Indicated Fringe Benefits.

Materials and workmanship shall be of the best of their 
respective kinds. Trade or manufacture's names where used in these specifications are intended to fix 
the standards of workmanship and materials. Any article or material equaling the standards fixed may 
be used in place of that mentioned by the specifications provided that the material or article proposed 
is submitted to and approved by the Engineer. No substitution shall be made unless this definite 
approval has been obtained in advance. 

PAYMENTS: The successful Contractor will be allowed payment in accordance with the following 
schedule: 

(1) Progress payments will be made to the contractor and any professional engineer, architect, 
landscape architect, or land surveyor on at least a monthly basis as the work progresses, or, on a 
lump sum basis according to the terms of the lump sum contract. Except in the case of lump sum 
contracts, payments shall be based upon estimates prepared at least monthly of work performed 
and material delivered, as determined by the project architect or engineer. Retainage withheld on 
any construction contract or subcontract for public works projects will not exceed five (5) percent of 
the value of the contract or subcontract. If the contractor is not required to obtain a bond because 
the cost of the public works contract is not estimated to exceed fifty thousand dollars, the County 
may withhold retainage on the public works project in an amount not to exceed ten (10) percent of 
the value of the contract or subcontract. The County will pay the contractor the amount due, less a 
retainage within thirty days following the latter of the following: 

a. The date of delivery of materials or construction services purchased; 
b. The date, as designated by the County, upon which the invoice is duly delivered to the person 

or place designated by the County; or 
c. In those instances in which the Contractor approves the County's estimate, the date upon which 

such notice of approval is duly delivered to the person or place designated by the County; 
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payments made to lower tier subcontractors and material suppliers throughout the contracting 
chain. 

(8) Final Payment: The County will make final payment of all moneys owed to the contractor, including 
any retainage, less any offsets or deductions authorized in the contract or otherwise authorized by 
law, within thirty days of the due date. Final payment shall be considered due upon the earliest of 
the following events: 

a. Completion of the project and filing with the County of all required documentation and 
certifications, in complete and acceptable form, in accordance with the terms and conditions of 
the contract; 

b. The project is certified by the architect or engineer authorized to make such certification on 
behalf of the County as having been completed, including the filing of all documentation and 
certifications required by the contract, in complete and acceptable form; or 

c. The project is certified by the contracting authority as having been completed, including the 
filing of all documentation and certifications required by the contract, in complete and 
acceptable form. 

Bidder may agree to accept automated clearinghouse (ACH) payment of invoices and monthly 
statements. Payment terms are Net 30 upon receipt of an accurate monthly statement, although the 
Bidder may offer additional discounts for early payment on the Response Form. 

The Contractor shall, by affidavit, submit to the Engineer a sworn certification to the County that all bills 
and claims properly due and chargeable against the work have been satisfied and that the laws relating 
to the payment of prevailing wage rates have been complied with and shall release the County of 
Boone from all further claims, which certificate must bear the written endorsement of the Surety on the 
bond. The acceptance by the Contractor of the final payment shall constitute a release and waiver of 
any and all rights and privileges under the terms of the Contract; further, the acceptance by the 
Contractor of final payment shall relieve the County from any and all claims or liabilities on part of the 
County relating to or connected with the Contract. 

The cost of all licenses and permits and other expenses and costs incidental to the fulfillment of this 
Contract will be paid by the Contractor, and the total amount of such costs will be included in the total 
cost of the work. 

Assignments: No money due at the time or which may become due, and no claim of any character 
because of any performance or breach of the Contract shall be assigned or transferred to any other 
person so as to bind or affect the County without the written consent of the Surety and the County. 

The Contractor shall pay for all materials, supplies, services, and equipment as follows: 

1. For all transportation and utility service not later than the 20th day of the calendar month following 
that in which the services are rendered, and 
2. For all materials, tools, and other expendable equipment to the extent of 90 percent of the cost 
thereof, not later than the 2oth day of the calendar month following that in which such materials, tools, 
and equipment are delivered at the site of the project, and the balance of the cost thereof not later than 
the 30th day following the completion of that part of the work in or on which such materials, tools, and 
equipment are incorporated or used. 
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DOMESTIC PURCHASING POLICY: Contractors are encouraged to select and use materials 
manufactured, assembled, or produced in the United States in the performance of this contract 
whenever the quality and price are comparable with other goods. By submission of this bid, the vendor 
certifies that they are in compliance with section 34.353 and, if applicable, section 34.359 ("Missouri 
Domestic Products Procurement Act") of the Revised Statutes of Missouri, 1987. 

TRANSIENT EMPLOYERS: Every transient employer, as defined in Section 285.230 RSMo, must 
post in a prominent and easily accessible place at the work site a clearly legible copy of the following: 
(1) the notice of registration for employer withholding issued to such transient employer by the director 
of revenue; (2) proof of coverage for workers' compensation insurance or self-insurance signed by the 
transient employer and verified by the department of revenue through the records of the division of 
workers' compensation; and (3) the notice of registration for unemployment insurance issued to such 
transient employer by the division of employment security. Any transient employer failing to comply 
with these requirements shall, under Section 285.234 RSMo, be liable for a penalty of five hundred 
dollars per day until the notices required by this section are posted as required by law. 
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WARRANTY AND GUARANTEE 

Contractor warrants and guarantees to Owner and Engineer that all work will be in accordance with the 
Contract Documents and will not be defective. All materials provided by Contractor shall be new 
material of high quality which shall give long life and reliable operation. The workmanship shall be of 
high quality in every detail. Prompt notice of all defects shall be given to Contractor. All defective 
work, whether or not in place, may be rejected, corrected, or accepted as follows: 

Correction or Removal of Defective Work 
If required by Engineer, Contractor shall promptly, as directed, either correct all defective Work, 
whether or not fabricated, installed or completed, or if the Work has been rejected by Engineer, 
remove it from the site and replace it with non-defective Work. Contractor shall bear all direct, indirect, 
and consequential costs of such correction or removal (including but not limited to fees and charges of 
engineers, architects, attorneys, and other professionals made necessary thereby). 

One Year Correction Period 
If within one year after the date of Substantial Completion or such longer period of time as may be 
prescribed by Laws or Regulations or by the terms of any applicable special guarantee required by the 
Contract Documents or by any specific provision of the Contract Documents, any Work is found to be 
defective, Contractor shall promptly, without cost to Owner and in accordance with Owner's written 
instructions, either correct such defective Work, or if it has been rejected by Owner, remove it from the 
site and replace it with non-defective Work. If Contractor does not promptly comply with the terms of 
such instructions, or in an emergency where delay would cause serious risk of loss or damage, Owner 
may have the defective Work removed and replaced and all direct, indirect, and consequential costs of 
removal and replacement (including but not limited to fees and charges of engineers, architects, 
attorneys, and other professionals) will be paid by the Contractor. In special circumstances where a 
particular item of equipment is placed in continuous service before Substantial Completion of all the 
Work, the correction period for that item may start to run from an earlier date if so provided in the 
Specifications or by Written Amendment. 

Maintenance Requirements 

The seeded area shall be maintained by the Contractor as necessary to assure growth. A 
performance guarantee period of one year from the Final Acceptance of work will be required. 

At the time of Final Acceptance of the work, the Contractor shall furnish Boone County a one 
(1) year performance bond in the amount specified in the Notice to Bidders for Seeding and 
Erosion Control. During the one year performance guarantee period, if there are deficient areas 
where the grass died, where sheet and rill erosion occurred, where settlement occurred, or where 
gravel or other deleterious backfill material surfaces, upon notification by Boone County of such areas, 
the Contractor shall re-work all such areas as necessary to bring the areas into conformance with the 
Specifications. In the event that upon notification of deficient areas, the Contractor fails to remedy the 
problems, Boone County shall have the work done by other means and shall bill the charges against 
the Contractor's performance bond for seeding and erosion control.

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GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS 

GENERAL SPECIAL PROVISIONS: Except as may be otherwise provided for by the General 
Specifications, Technical Specifications, and Special Provisions, the work shall be done in 
accordance with the Boone County Roadway Regulations Chapter II or the MoDOT Standard 
Specifications. Said Specifications are part and parcel of this Contract and are incorporated in this 
Contract as fully and effectively as if set forth in detail herein. 

When an item is the subject of both the Boone County Roadway Regulations Chapter II and the 
MoDOT Standard Specifications, the Boone County Roadway Regulations Chapter II will govern 
the work. 

SECTION 1. - DEFINITIONS 

The following changes shall be made to Section 101. Definitions. and shall apply each time they occur 
in the "Missouri Standard Specifications for Highway Construction Current Edition" hereinafter the 
MoDOT Standard Specifications. 

A. Owner: Shall mean the County of Boone as contracting agency acting by and through any 
of its authorized representatives. 

B. Commission: Shall mean the Boone County Commission. 

C. Engineer: Shall mean the Director of the Boone County Resource Management Department 
acting by and through any of his authorized representatives. 

SECTION 2. - PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS AND CONDITIONS 

2.1 Interpretation of Proposed Quantities. The quantities appearing in the bid schedule are 
prepared for the comparison of bids and will be the basis for final payment to the Contractor, 
except where final measurements are to be made, as hereinafter provided. Payment will not be 
made for any work that does not meet with the approval of the Engineer. The scheduled 
quantities of work to be done and materials to be furnished may be increased, decreased, or 
omitted as hereinafter provided. 

The Contractor agrees that he is fully informed regarding all of the conditions affecting the work 
to be completed, and labor and materials to be furnished for the completion of this Contract, 
and that his information was procured by personal investigation and research and not from any 
estimates of the Engineer; and that he will make no claims against the County by reason of 
estimates, test, or representation of any officer, agent, or employee of the County or the 
Engineer. 

2.2 Proposal Guaranty. Each proposal shall be accompanied by a proposal guaranty. The 
character and the amount of the proposal guaranty to be furnished by Bidders shall be stated in 
the proposal for each project. The proposal guaranty shall be executed by some surety 
company authorized to do business in the State of Missouri, as a guarantee on the part of the 
Bidder that if his bid be accepted, he will within ten days after receipt of notice of such 
acceptance, enter into a contract and furnish a contract bond to do the work advertised; and, in 
case of default, forfeit such proposal guaranty. 
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SECTION 6 - CONTROL OF MATERIAL 

6.1. Inspection and Certification. Unless otherwise specified, all materials shall be subject to 
visual inspection and job control test, as determined by the Engineer, and shall be certified by 
the Supplier that the material supplied conforms to the requirements of these specifications. All 
certifications shall make reference to the specific project and shall contain the Supplier's name 
and address. 

6.2. Samples, Tests, and Cited Specifications. The Contractor shall submit certifications and 
substantiating test reports, furnished by the Supplier or Fabricator, certifying that material and 
manufacturing procedures conform to the specifications. All sampling and testing required by 
the specifications shall be performed by the Supplier in accordance with these specifications, 
and the results shall be signed, sealed and stamped according to laws related to professional 
engineers. There shall be no direct charge to the Owner for materials taken as samples, either 
for field tests or for laboratory tests. If a specification of a recognized national standard agency 
(ASTM, AASHTO, AWWA, AWS, etc.) is designated the material may, unless otherwise 
specified, meet either the designated specification or the latest revision thereof in effect at the 
time of letting of the contract. 

SECTION 7 - LEGAL RELATIONS AND RESPONSIBILITY TO THE PUBLIC 

Safety Provisions. Safety on the job is the Contractor's sole responsibility. The Contractor is 
responsible for proper barricades and/or fences to prevent injury to his or other personnel or the public, 
and shall leave such barricades and/or fences in place at any time he must be absent from the job site. 

SECTION 8 - PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS 

8.1. Except in connection with the safety or protection of persons or the Work or property at the 
site or adjacent thereto, and except as otherwise indicated in the contract documents, all Work 
at the site shall be performed during regular working hours, and the Contractor will not permit 
overtime work or the performance of Work on Saturday, Sunday or any legal holiday without 
Owner's written consent given after prior written notice to the Engineer. 

8.2. Contractor shall notify the Engineer a minimum or forty-eight hours in advance of intent to 
perform Work. 

SECTION 9 - MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT 

9.1. The Engineer will make payment estimates on or. about the 1st and the 15th of each 
month of the work performed and the value thereof at the contract unit prices. The proper 
percentage with relation to completion will be allowed for all incomplete items. 

9.2. No payments will be made on account of materials not yet incorporated into the work. 

9.3. From the total amount of work items of each estimate, there will be deducted the 
percentage as provided in the Payments section of the Contract Conditions. The retained 
percentage will be released as provided in Section 9.13. The net amount due on the estimate 
will be certified to the County for payment. This method of retained percentage does not apply 
to work involving the planting of tree, shrubs and other plants. 
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b. Written consent of the surety to such payment; 

c. Lien Waivers signed by each supplier furnishing materials to the project 
releasing all claims to said materials; and 

d. Any other documents which may be required by the contract or the Engineer. 

9.13.2. Each Contractor and Subcontractor shall file with the County, upon completion 
of the project and prior to final payment thereof, an affidavit stating that he has fully 
complied with the provisions and requirements of the Prevailing Wage Law and OSHA 
Training Requirements. 

9.13.3. When the work has been completed and certified by the County, a final estimate 
will be executed and submitted, which will provide payment to the Contractor for the 
entire sum due him as set forth in these Specifications, including the amount previously 
retained by the County. All prior partial estimates and payments shall be subject to 
correction by the County in this final estimate and payment. 

SECTION 10 - MATERIAL AND WORKMANSHIP 

All materials provided by Contractor shall be new material of high quality which shall give long life and 
reliable operation. The workmanship shall be of high quality in every detail. 

SECTION 11 - STATE WAGE RATE REQUIREMENTS 

11.1. The Contractor and all Subcontractors shall maintain books, accounts, ledgers, invoices, 
drafts, documents, pages and other business records pertaining to the performance of the 
Contract with such materials available at the Contractor's field or permanent business offices at 
all reasonable times during the performance of the Contract and for four years from the date of 
final payment under the contract, for inspection by authorized representatives of the County and 
the Industrial Commission of Missouri. 

11.2. The Contractor and all Subcontractors shall be required to submit to the Engineer one 
certified copy of labor payrolls and a weekly statement of compliance (Form WH-347) for each 
week that work is in progress, within seven days of the payment date of the payroll. If work is 
temporarily suspended, the last payroll shall be marked appropriately to note that it will be the 
last payroll until work is resumed. 

11.3. The Contractor shall be responsible for the submittal of payrolls and certifications for all 
subcontractors.

SECTION 14-0VERHEAD LINE PROTECTION 

The Contractor shall ascertain the presence and location of utilities within the work area. The 
Contractor shall notify and coordinate the utility that may be affected by the work. 

The Contractor is aware of the provisions of the Overhead Power Line Safety Act, 319.075 to 
319.090 RSMo, and agrees to comply with the provisions thereof. Contractor understands that 
is its their duty to notify any utility operating high voltage overhead lines and make appropriate 
arrangements with said utility if the performance of contract would cause any activity within ten 
feet of any high voltage overhead line. To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor shall 
indemnify, hold harmless and defend the County, its directors, officers, agents, and employees 
from and against all claims, damages, losses and expenses (including but not limited to 
attorney's fees) arising by reason of any act or failure to act, negligent or otherwise, of 
Contractor, of any subcontractor (meaning anyone, including but not limited to consultants 
having a contract with contractor or a subcontract for part of the services), of anyone directly or 
indirectly employed by contractor or by any subcontractor, or of anyone for whose acts the 
contractor or its subcontractor may be liable, in connection with any claims arising under the 
Overhead Power Line Safety Act. Contractor expressly waives any action for Contribution 
against the County on behalf of the Contractor, any subcontractor (meaning anyone, including 
but not limited to consultants having a contract with contractor or a subcontract for part of the 
services), anyone directly or indirectly employed by contractor or by any subcontractor, or of 
anyone for whose acts the contractor or its subcontractor may be liable, and agrees to provide 
a copy of this waiver to any party affected by this provision. 

SECTION 15 - OSHA Program Requirements 

The Contractor is familiar with the requirements of 292.675 RSMo. The Contractor shall 
provide a ten-hour Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) construction safety 
program for their on-site employees, subcontractors or others acting on behalf of Contractor on­
site which meets the requirements of 292.675 RSMo. 

The Contractor and each subcontractor shall keep accurate records of those employees who 
are working on-site and a record of each such employee's completion of the OSHA program, 
and certify compliance by affidavit at the conclusion of the project. 

The Contractor shall forfeit as a penalty to the County the sum of Two Thousand Five Hundred 
Dollars ($2,500.00) plus One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) for each employee employed by the 
Contractor or subcontractor, for each calendar day, or portion thereof, such employee is found 
to be employed in violation of 292.675 RSMo. Said amounts shall be withheld from all sums 
and amounts due under this provision when making payments to the Contractor. 

SECTION 16 - REPAIRS AND/OR REPLACEMENT OF DEFECTIVE PORTION 
The Contractor shall be responsible for a period of one year from and after the date of final 
acceptance by the County of the work covered by this Contract, for any repairs or replacements 
caused by defective materials, workmanship or equipment which, in the judgment of the 
Engineer, shall become necessary during such period. The Contractor shall undertake with due 
diligence to make the aforesaid repairs and/or replacements within ten days after receiving 
written notice that such repairs or replacements are necessary. If the Contractor should neglect 
to begin such repairs or replacements within this period or in case of emergency, where, in the 
judgment of the Engineer, delay would cause serious loss or damage, the repairs and/or 
replacements may be pursued by the County and charged to the Contractor. 
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TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS 

Except as may be otherwise provided for by the General Specifications, Technical Specifications 
and Special Provisions, the work shall be done in accordance with the Boone County Roadway 
Regulations Chapter II or the MoDOT Standard Specifications. 

Said Specifications are part and parcel of this Contract and are incorporated in this Contract as fully and 
effectively as if set forth in detail herein. When an item is the subject of both the Boone County 
Roadway Regulations Chapter II and the MoDOT Standard Specifications, the Boone County 
Roadway Regulations Chapter II shall govern the work. 
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C. The Contractor shall notify all utilities that may have facilities in the work area 
prior to starting work. If utility services are encountered, the Contractor is responsible 
to have these services relocated if necessary or repaired if damaged. If a main line 
utility is in direct conflict to the proposed work, the Contractor shall report the conflict to 
the Engineer immediately. The Engineer will advise the Contractor how the conflict will 
be resolved. A direct conflict is defined as the existing utility occupying the exact 
location where the road is being constructed. Relocation and/or support of utilities which 
are near the construction location, but not direct conflict, shall be considered incidental 
to the work. 

D. The Contractor shall give the County 4 hour notice to readiness for all required 
inspections, tests, or approvals, including startup or activation of system equipment. 

E. The Contractor shall restrict hours of operation from 7:00 am to 8:00 pm on Monday 
through Friday, except in the case of an emergency.

2. Reporting any non-compliance findings to the site manager. 

3. Updating the SWPPP with modifications to and/or addition of the proposed Best 
Management Practices (BMPs) that are necessary to prevent sediment/pollution 
from leaving the construction site. 

D. The Contractor shall be responsible for spill controls on the construction site including: 

1. Furnishing and storing on-site all appropriate spill cleanup supplies. 

2. Posting manufacturer's recommended methods for spill cleanup. 

3. Educating all site personnel on spill cleanup procedures and the location of the 
cleanup supplies and cleanup method information. 

E. The Contractor shall be responsible for completing sections of the SWPPP requiring 
Contractor input prior to construction. 

F. The Contractor shall be responsible for completing and signing the General Contractor's 
Certification section and having each subcontractor fill in and sign the Subcontractor's 
Certification section of the SWPPP. 

G. The Contractor or his designee shall be responsible for attending County provided 
stormwater or erosion control training sessions that are given during the Project. 

H. The Contractor shall be responsible for keeping the SWPPP on-site in a secure location 
that can be easily accessed with Contractor assistance by Boone County or any other 
regulatory inspection staff. 

I. The Contractor shall be responsible for providing a complete copy of the SWPPP with 
all amendments and site inspection reports to Boone County at no additional cost when 
the land disturbance permit is closed out upon final site stabilization. 

1.3 METHOD OF MEASUREMENT AND BASIS OF PAYMENT 

No measurement of SWPPP Compliance will be made. The Contractor will include all labor 
and material costs in the Lump Sum bid price for SWPPP Compliance on the Bid Form.

A. The Contractor shall remove temporary above ground or buried utilities, equipment, 
facilities, materials, prior to substantial completion. 

B. The Contractor shall clean and repair damage caused by installation of temporary 
facilities. 

C. The Contractor shall restore the existing facilities used during construction to original 
conditions.

1.1 PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

This work shall consist of furnishing, installing, maintaining and removing temporary pollution, 
erosion and sediment control measures; furnishing, installing, maintaining and removing 
intermediate pollution, erosion and sediment control measures; furnishing and installing 
permanent erosion control measures; or a combination of all as shown on the Plans or as 
designated by the engineer. 

1.2 GENERAL 

A The Contractor shall exercise effective management practices throughout the life of the 
project to prevent the discharge of silt or polluted storm water from the construction site. 
Such practices may involve the construction of temporary berms, dikes, dams, sediment 
basins, slope drains, and use of temporary mulches, seeding or other control measures 
necessary. 

B. Pollutants such as chemicals, fuels, lubricants, bitumen, raw sewage or other harmful 
material shall not be discharged on or from the project. Temporary pollution control 
measures, such as storage and handling of petroleum products and other pollutants, 
shall be coordinated with temporary, intermediate and permanent erosion control 
measures that ensure economical, effective and continuous erosion and pollution 
control. 

C. The Contractor shall furnish and install temporary, intermediate and permanent erosion 
control measures as shown and/or noted on the Plans. The County may require 
additional erosion control measures to be installed by the Contractor, if needed to 
adequately prevent the discharge of silt and polluted storm water from the site. 

D. Erosion control measures shall comply with the Boone County Stormwater 
Ordinance. 

1.3 METHOD OF MEASUREMENT AND BASIS OF PAYMENT 

A No final measurement of erosion control measures will be made. Plan quantity will be 
used as the basis of compensation unless additional measures are authorized to be 
installed by the Engineer. 

B. Payment for erosion control measures will be included in the contract bid price as 
follows:

If erosion occurs, pull back that portion of the blanket, add tamped soil, 
reseed, and re-secure the blankets. If blankets should become damaged or dislocated, 
repair or replace as necessary.

Lime shall be pelletized bagged lime or an agricultural lime with not less than 90 percent 
passing the No. 8 sieve and containing not less than 65 percent calcium carbonate 
equivalent. 

Agricultural lime shall be furnished from a source that has been tested and certified in 
accordance with the Missouri Agricultural Liming Materials Act. The quantity of material 
required to provide the specified pounds of effective neutralizing material (E.N.M.) per 
acre shall be determined from the producer or distributor's certification of analysis 
furnished by the Director of the Missouri Agriculture Experiment Station, Columbia, 
Missouri in accordance with the Missouri Agricultural Liming Materials Act. The 
Contractor shall provide a copy of this certification to the engineer prior to application. 

If agricultural lime is furnished as a bagged product, pelletized or otherwise, with a 
guaranteed product analysis shown on the bag listing the elemental properties and 
gradation, the E.N.M. shall be provided to the engineer. Material may be accepted on 
the basis of bag label analysis. 

FERTILIZER 

Fertilizer shall be a standard commercial product which, when applied at the proper rate, will 
supply the quantity of total nitrogen (N), available phosphoric acid (P20 5) and soluble potash 
(K20), required to meet the performance requirements of Paragraph 1.2 of this Specification 
Section. Material may be accepted on the basis of bag label analysis or supplier's certification 
and shall comply with all applicable Missouri fertilizer laws. 

2.4 SEEDING MIX 

A. Seed shall comply with the requirements of the Missouri Seed Law. Commercially 
available seed will be permitted, however, the percentages for purity and germination as 
certified by the supplier shall be subject to the approval of the Engineer. 

B. The Contractor shall submit the supplier's certifications to the engineer. Seed may be 
accepted on the basis of bag labels. If seed is accepted on the basis of bag labels, the 
Contractor shall retain the bag labels and shall write a letter to the Engineer stating the 
amount and type of seed. 

C. Permanent Seeding mixture shall match the existing grass type for each property within 
the project limits. No wheat will be allowed as part of the permanent seeding 
mixture. 

D. Temporary Seeding mixture shall be determined by the Contractor as required to 
adequately perform as a temporary erosion and sediment control measure. 

2.5 TYPE 1 MULCH 

A. Vegetative mulch consisting of prairie hay or straw from oats, rye, wheat, or barley. 

B. Prairie Hay shall consist of any combination of Big Bluestem, Little Bluestem, Indian 
Grass, Sideoats Grama, and native wildflowers. 

C. Mulch shall be free of prohibited weed seed as stated in the Missouri Seed Law and 
shall be relatively free of all other noxious and undesirable seed. 

D. Mulch shall be clean and bright, relatively free of foreign material and be dry enough to 
spread properly. 

2.6 TYPE 3 MULCH 

A. Vegetative mulch with overspray consists of Type 1 Mulch as defined in Section 2.5 of 
this Specification Section and overspray material consists of virgin wood cellulose fibers 
or recycled slick paper. 
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3.4 SEEDING 

A. Permanent Seeding mix shall be applied evenly at a rate determined by the Contractor 
to meet the performance requirements of Paragraph 1.2 of this Specification Section. 

B. Temporary Seeding mix shall be applied evenly at a rate determined by the Contractor 
as required to adequately perform as a temporary erosion and sediment control 
measure. 

C. Apply seed evenly with a broadcast seeder, drill, cultipacker seeder, or hydroseeder. 
Plant seed % to % inches deep. 

D. Harrow, rake, or drag a chain to lightly incorporate broadcast seed. Mulch all seeded 
areas. 

E. Maintenance: Check seeding within 4 to 6 weeks of planting to determine if stands are 
of adequate thickness. Fertilize, reseed, and mulch bare and sparse areas. 

3.5 TYPE 1 AND TYPE 3 MULCH APPLICATIONS 

A. All mulch shall be distributed evenly over the areas to be mulched within 24 hours 
following seeding operations. 

B. Following mulching operations, precautions shall be taken to prohibit foot or vehicular 
traffic over the mulched areas. 

C. Type I Mulch shall be applied evenly at a rate determined by the Contractor to meet the 
performance requirements of Paragraph 1.2 of this Specification Section. 

D. Type 3 Mulch overspray shall be hydraulically applied over the vegetative mulch as a 
separate operation at a rate determined by the Contractor to meet the performance 
requirements of Paragraph 1.2 of this Specification Section. 

E. Overspray mulch shall be mixed with water in a manner to provide a homogeneous 
slurry. The slurry mix shall be agitated during application to keep the ingredients 
thoroughly mixed. 

F. Maintenance: Any mulch that is displaced shall be replaced after the damaged area has 
been restored.

PART 2 - PRODUCTS

3.1 INSTALLATION 

A. Vacuum or power broom all surfaces prior to spraying a tack coat and installing the 
paving mat. All surfaces must be free from dirt and loose debris. 

B. All cracks greater than 1/4 in. (6 mm) must be filled with approved crack sealant and all 
pot holes must be repaired. 

C. If finish or profile milling has been performed, a leveling course is typically not required 
prior to the placement of the paving mat. This will depend on the smoothness of the 
surface created during the milling operation and the specific interlayer material being 
placed. The milling equipment and operation shall have 
the capability to: 

1. Remove asphalt concrete to a minimum depth of 1/4 in. (6 mm).

6. A leveling course is required over all Portland cement concrete prior to 
placement of the paving mat. 

D. A hot asphalt cement spray tack coat must be used prior to installing the paving mat. If 
a chip seal is placed on top of the paving mat, then either asphalt hot spray or 
emulsions can be used. In not situation shall cut backs or solvent based bitumen be 
used. 

E. The tack coat shall be applied by a motorized distributor (spreader) that has the 
capability of adjusting spray rates by 1/10 gal/sq yd. The valves on the distributor bar 
must fan in an overlap fashion at the recommended application rate. 

F. The recommended application is 0.15 gal/sq yd or 0.70 liters/m2
• 

G. If the tack coat must be placed by hand, then a spray can or squeegee should be used. 
This practice is not recommended and should only be considered for unique 
circumstances. 

H. The paving mat can be placed by tractor or a distributor truck with a fabric applicator 
attached to the back. A full width broom shall be attached to the applicator to push the 
paving mat into the tack coat. If the paving mat needs to be placed by hand, then it 
should be broomed into the hot tack coat. Any wrinkling must be repaired by slitting and 
lapping in the direction of the paving train. 

I. Asphalt concrete (AC) or chip seal (CS) should be placed the $ame day. Vehicular traffic 
shall be kept off the paving mat until the AC or CS is installed. 
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SECTION 02750 - PORTLAND CEMENT CONCRETE PAVING

The work consists of the placement of Portland cement concrete paving at the width, thickness 
and locations indicated on the Plans.

Concrete used in the construction of concrete driveway shall be Class "A" concrete, unless 
otherwise specified and all materials, proportioning, air-entraining, mixing, and transporting for 
Portland cement concrete shall be in accordance with Section 230 of the Boone County 
Roadway Regulations Chapter II. 

PART 3 - EXECUTION 

3.1 INSTALLATION 

Placement of concrete driveway shall comply with Section 237 of the Boone County Roadway 
Regulations Chapter II. 

END OF SECTION 
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SPECIAL PROVISIONS 

1. SURVEY CONTROL POINTS AND MONUMENTS: The Contractor is responsible for the 
maintenance or replacement of all survey control points, property corners, or monuments as 
detailed in Technical Specification 01720. 

2. TESTING SERVICES: The Contractor shall provide quality control testing. Testing shall be 
completed by an independent testing laboratory selected by the Contractor and approved by the 
Engineer. All payment for costs associated with this testing shall be the Contractor's responsibility 
and shall be included in the contract Lump Sum price for Concrete Testing on the Bid Form. 

Aggregate Base: Aggregate Base shall be constructed as per Section 212 of Boone County 
Roadway Regulations, Chapter II. Proof rolling shall be witnessed by a Boone County 
representative. No density testing is required. 

Concrete Testing: All Portland cement concrete shall be tested for slump, air entrainment, 
temperature, and compressive strength. 

Slump, Air, and temperature shall be tested on the first 3 loads of concrete per day. Sampling 
procedures shall follow AASHTO T141. Slump test shall be in accordance with AASHTO T119, 
and Air Entrainment shall be tested in accordance with AASHTO T152. Once three consecutive 
loads have been accepted, only loads specified by Boone County Resource Management as 
questionable must be tested. One additional load must be tested if batching operations 
shutdown for more than 1 hour. If batching operations are continuous for the day, 1 additional 
test shall be taken in the afternoon. 

Compressive strength testing, in accordance with ASTM C1231 and T22, shall be conducted. 
Concrete test cylinders shall be cast and tested in accordance with ASTM C 31 and C 39. The 
Contractor shall make three (3) cylinders for each day's pour, or three (3) cylinders for each 150 
s.y. of pavement/driveway/sidewalk, whichever is larger. All cylinders shall be cured under the 
same conditions as the job concrete and shall be identified at the time cast as to which pour is 
represented. Contractor shall ship or deliver three (3) cylinders to the laboratory on the fourth 
day, one of which is to be tested on the seventh day, the others are to be laboratory cured and 
tested on the twenty-eighth day. If for any reason the strength of concrete is required before or 
after the seven (7) day break, the extra cylinder shall be used for this purpose. Once a cylinder 
has been broken that meets or exceeds the design strength, the remaining cylinders will not be 
required to be broken for testing, unless the Contractor wants the final results. The Contractor 
shall furnish the County a copy of the test reports for concrete test cylinders within 24 hours of 
breaking of the cylinders. Unsatisfactory tests of cylinders shall make the concrete concerned 
subject to rejection, with consequent removal and replacement by the Contractor at his 
expense. 

3. UTILITY COORDINATION: The accuracy of locations and depths of utilities on the Plans is limited 
to those which are called out on the Plans as being uncovered and shot by the County Surveyor. 
All other locations and depths of utilities on the Plans were assumed. 

The County made efforts to verify areas of utility conflicts and have the utilities relocated prior to 
bidding this project. However, conflicts may still exist. The Contractor shall be responsible for 
having utilities located prior to any excavating, and shall coordinate with the utilities to solve any 
conflicts. 

4. TRAFFIC CONTROL: The Contractor is responsible for the installation and maintenance of all 
traffic control devices for the life of the project. The current edition of the Manual on Uniform Traffic 
Control Devices (MUTCD) for Streets and Highways shall be followed for temporary traffic control 
operations and devices. 
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account for the topsoil to be placed as part of the Restoration bid item. The final volumes do not 
include any shrinkage or swelling factors nor do they include any quantities from backfilling around 
stormwater pipes or structures. 

8. SUBGRADE STABILIZATION: If the Contractor uncovers yielding or questionable subgrade, he 
shall notify a County representative immediately. The Contractor and County representative shall 
discuss and agree upon the limits of stabilization work. Contractor shall receive approval from the 
County prior to any stabilization work being performed. Stabilization work completed without prior 
approval may not be compensated. 

Contractor shall excavate the unsuitable material to a depth of 24" or to the bottom of the unsuitable 
layer, whichever is less. The excavation shall be filled with a well graded aggregate. No clean rock 
will be allowed. The specific aggregate size will be at the Contractor's discretion. Aggregate shall 
be placed and thoroughly compacted in lifts. Loose lifts shall not exceed 8" in depth. 

Contractor will also have the option to change the manner of stabilization based on the size of 
unsuitable area. These changes may include, but are not limited to, changing aggregate size or 
changing stabilization thickness by using geosynthetics (geogrids/geotextiles). However, such 
changes will not be grounds to renegotiate the contract unit price. 

Areas that have received subgrade stabilization shall be roll tested using a fully loaded tandem axle 
dump truck and there shall be no deflection detected. Test shall only be conducted in areas which 
are big enough for the test to take place. Stabilized areas which deflect shall be repaired at the 
Contractor's expense. 

Subgrade Stabilization, in the pre-approved areas, shall be measured and paid for at the contract 
Square Yard bid price. Bid price shall include all equipment, labor, and material, needed to stabilize 
the subgrade. If no unsuitable subgrade is discovered, this bid item will be change ordered out of 
the contract. 

9. 6" THICK 4000 PSI CONCRETE PAVEMENT WITH INTEGRAL CURB: The bid item for concrete 
pavement with integral curb represents all concrete roadway pavement to be constructed in the 
project. This quantity includes any residential driveway repairs; however the quantity does not 
include the wings and throats of the stormwater inlets. The wings and throats shall be' considered 
part of the inlet bid item. 

When considering installing pavement a half road width at a time, the Contractor shall keep in mind 
that no traffic will be allowed on any new concrete pavement until it has reached a minimum of 75% 
of its 4000 psi compressive strength (3000 psi). Traffic will also not be allowed until joints have 
been saw cut and filled with joint sealer in accordance with Section 231 of the Chapter II Boone 
County Roadway Regulations. High early strength concrete· mixes will be allowed on this project 
upon the approval of the Engineer. However, acceptance of such mixes will not constitute grounds 
for a change order or additional compensation when compared to 4000 psi concrete. 

10. CONCRETE COARSE AGGREGATE: All coarse aggregate to be used in concrete shall comply 
with the 'purity' requirements of Section 1005.2.1 of the Missouri Standard Specifications of 
Highway Construction, as well as the 'soundness' requirements of Section 1005.2.1.2 (AASHTO 
T96 and AASHTO T161 Procedure B). Aggregate labeled "State Rock" at the local mix plants 
should satisfy these said requirements. However, alternate aggregate may be accepted in the mix 
design only after the Engineer has been presented and has approved tests showing the alternate 
aggregate satisfies the purity and soundness requirements. 

11. PRECAST STORMWATER INLETS: The Contractor may exercise the option of using precast, 
concrete stormwater inlets for this project. Precast inlets shall be constructed in accordance with 
Section 260.7 of the Boone County Roadway Regulations, Chapter II, as well as the Type M and 
Modified Type M Standard Details in the Plans. Precast inlets set on grade will be required to 
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APPENDIX A 

STATE WAGE RATES 

GENERAL: This Contract shall be based upon payment by the Contractor of wage rates not less 
then the prevailing hourly wage rate for each craft or classification of workers engaged on the work as 
determined by the Industrial Commission of Missouri on behalf of the Department of Labor and 
Industrial Relations. 

The Contractor shall comply with all requirements of the prevailing wage law of Missouri, Revised 
Statutes of Missouri, Sections 290.210 to 290.340, including the latest amendments thereto. 

The prevailing wage law does not prohibit payment of more than the prevailing rate of wages nor does 
it limit the hours of work which may be performed by any worker in any particular period of time. 

RECORDS: The Contractor shall keep an accurate record showing the names, occupations, and 
crafts of all workers employed, together with the number of hours worked by each worker and the 
actual wages paid to each worker. At all reasonable hours, such records shall be open to inspection by 
the representatives of Industrial Commission of Missouri and the County. The payroll records shall not 
be destroyed or removed from the State for at least one year after completion of the work. 

NOTICES: Throughout the life of this Contract, a copy of the wage determination and the rules 
promulgated by the Industrial Commission of Missouri shall be displayed in at least one conspicuous 
place on the project under a heading of NOTICE with the heading in letters at least one inch high. 

PENAL TY: Pursuant to Section 290.250 RSMo the Contractor shall forfeit to the County as penalty, 
one hundred dollars for each worker employed, for each calendar day, or portion thereof, such worker 
is paid less than the stipulated rates for any work done under the Contract, by them. 

AFFIDAVIT OF COMPLIANCE: After completion of the work and before final payment can be made 
under this Contract, the Contractor must file with the County an affidavit stating that they have fully 
complied with the provisions and requirements of the prevailing wage law of Missouri, sections 290.210 
to 290.340 RSMo. 

WAGE DETERMINATION: During the life of this Contract, the prevailing hourly rate of wages is 
subject to change by the Department of Labor and Industrial Relations or by court decision as provided 
by law. Any such change shall not be the basis of any claim by the Contractor against the County, nor 
will deductions be made by the County against sums due the Contractor by reason of any such 
change. 

The prevailing wage rate determination made by the Industrial Commission of Missouri is reproduced 
verbatim and is applicable to this Contract.

STANDARD TERMS AND CONDITIONS-CONTRACT WITH BOONE COUNTY, MISSOURI 

1. Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws and failure to do so, in County's sole 
discretion, shall give County the right to terminate this Contract. 

2. Responses shall include all charges for packing, delivery, installation, etc., (unless otherwise specified) to the 
Boone County Department identified in the Request for Bid and/or Proposal. 

3. The Boone County Commission has the right to accept or reject any part or parts of all bids, to waive 
technicalities, and to accept the offer the County Commission considers the most advantageous to the 
County. Boone County reserves the right to award this bid on an item-by-item basis, or an "all or none" basis, 
whichever is in the best interest of the County. 

4. Bidders must use the bid forms provided for the purpose of submitting bids, must return the bid and bid sheets 
comprised in this bid, give the unit price, extended totals, and sign the bid. The Purchasing Director reserves 
the right, when only one bid has been received by the bid closing date, to delay the opening of bids to another 
date and time in order to revise specifications and/or establish further competition for the commodity or 
service required. The one (1) bid received will be retained unopened until the new Closing date, or at request 
of bidder, returned unopened for re-submittal at the new date and time of bid closing. 

5. When products or materials of any particular producer or manufacturer are mentioned in our specifications, 
such products or materials are intended to be descriptive of type or quality and not restricted to those 
mentioned. 

6. Do not include Federal Excise Tax or Sales and Use Taxes in bid process, as law exempts the County from 
them. 

7. The delivery date shall be stated in definite terms, as it will be taken into consideration in awarding the bid. 

8. The County Commission reserves the right to cancel all or any part of orders if delivery is not made or work is 
not started as guaranteed. In case of delay, the Contractor must notify the Purchasing Department. 

9. In case of default by the Contractor, the County of Boone will procure the articles or services from other 
sources and hold the Bidder responsible for any excess cost occasioned thereby. 

10. Failure to deliver as guaranteed may disqualify Bidder from future bidding. 

11. Prices must be as stated in units of quantity specified, and must be firm. Bids qualified by escalator clauses 
may not be considered unless specified in the bid specifications. 

12. No bid transmitted by fax machine or e-mail will be accepted. 

13. The County of Boone, Missouri expressly denies responsibility for, or ownership of any item purchased until 
same is delivered to the County and is accepted by the County. 

14. The County reserves the right to award to one or multiple respondents. The County also reserves the right to 
not award any item or group of items if the services can be obtained from a state or other governmental 
entities contract under more favorable terms. 

15. The County, from time to time, uses federal grant funds for the procurement of goods and services. 
Accordingly, the provider of goods and/or services shall comply with federal laws, rules and regulations 
applicable to the funds used by the County for said proc1,Jrement, and contract clauses required by the federal 
government in such circumstances are incorporated herein by reference. These clauses can generally be 
found in the Federal Transit Administration's Best Practices Procurement Manual - Appendix A. Any 
questions regarding the applicability of federal clauses to a particular bid should be directed to the Purchasing 
Department prior to bid opening. 

16. In the event of a discrepancy between a unit price and an extended line item price, the unit price shall govern

A. Program Description 

Overview 
The Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program (42 U.S.C. § 3751 (a)) is 
the primary provider of federal criminal justice funding to state and local jurisdictions. The JAG 
Program provides states and units of local governments with critical funding necessary to 
support a range of program areas including law enforcement; prosecution and court programs; 
prevention and education programs; corrections and community corrections; drug treatment and 
enforcement; crime victim and witness initiatives; and planning, evaluation, and technology 
improvement programs. 

Program-Specific Information 
JAG funds may be used for state and local initiatives, technical assistance, strategic planning, 
research and evaluation (including forensics), data collection, training, personnel, equipment, 
forensic laboratories, supplies, contractual support, and criminal justice information systems that 
will improve or enhance such areas as: 

• Law enforcement programs. 
• Prosecution and court programs, including indigent defense. 
• Prevention and education programs. 
• Corrections, community corrections and reentry programs. 
• Drug treatment and enforcement programs. 
• Planning, evaluation, and technology improvement programs. 
• Crime victim and witness programs (other than compensation). 

Additionally, BJA reminds applicants that the JAG program allows funding for 
broadband deployment and adoption activities as they relate to criminal justice activities. 

JAG Priority Areas 
BJA recognizes that there are significant pressures on state and local criminal justice systems. 
In these challenging times, shared priorities and leveraged resources can make a significant 
impact. In light of this, it is important to make State Administering Agencies (SAAs) and local 
JAG recipients aware of several areas of priority that may be of help in maximizing the 
effectiveness of JAG funding at the state and local level. The following priorities represent key 
areas where BJA will be focusing nationally and encourages each state and local JAG recipient 
to join us in addressing these challenges as a part of our JAG partnership: 

Reducing Gun Violence 
Gun violence has touched nearly every state, local, and tribal government in America. BJA 
continues to encourage states and localities to invest valuable JAG funds in programs to 
combat gun violence, enforce existing firearms laws, and improve the process for ensuring that 
persons prohibited from purchasing or owning guns are prevented from doing so by enhancing 
reporting to the FBl's National Instant Criminal Background Check System (NICSJ. 
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While our nation has made great strides in reducing violent crime, some municipalities and 
regions continue to experience unacceptable levels of violent crime at rates far in excess of the 
national average. In 2014, as part of BJA's longstanding commitment to support effective 
strategies to reduce violent crime, BJA launched the Violence Reduction Network (VRN). By the 
end of FY 2016, 10 VRN sites, working with a broad network of federal, state, and local 
partners, will be implementing data-driven evidence-based strategies to reduce deeply 
entrenched violent crime in their communities. States and localities can support VRN sites by 
investing JAG funds in technology, crime analysis, training, and community-based crime 
reduction programs in VRN communities. For information on VRN, see 
www.bia.gov/Programs/VRN.html. 

Body-Worn Cameras, Storage, and Policies 
Law enforcement agencies across the country are equipping their officers with body-worn 
cameras (BWCs) to increase transparency and build community trust. The important benefits of 
BWCs, and the challenges in implementing BWC programs, are highlighted in several recent 
publications: see the Office of Justice Programs' Diagnostic Center report Police Officer Body­
Worn Cameras: Assessing the Evidence, and the COPS Office and Police Executive Research 
Forum paper, Implementing A Body-Worn Camera Program: Recommendations and Lessons 
Learned. 

JAG funding is an important potential source of funding for law enforcement agencies 
implementing new BWC programs or enhancing existing programs. JAG funds may be used to 
purchase BWCs and for costs associated with the BWC program, such as storage and policy 
development. Similarly, SAAs are encouraged to use either their Variable Pass-Through (VPT) 
or their "less than $10,000" funding that is added into the state award to set aside funds to 
assist small departments in implementing BWC programs. Grantees who wish to use JAG funds 
to purchase BWC equipment, or to implement or enhance BWC programs, must certify that they 
or the law enforcement agency receiving the BWC funding have policies and procedures in 
place related to equipment usage, data storage, privacy, victims, access, disclosure, training, 
etc. A copy of the required BWC certification can be found at 
www.bia.gov/Funding/BodyWornCameraCert.pdf. 

The BJA BWC Toolkit provides model BWC policies, resources, and best practices to 
assist departments in implementing BWC programs. 

National Incident-Based Reporting System (NIBRS) 
The FBI has formally announced its intentions to establish NIBRS as the law enforcement (LE) 
crime data reporting standard for the nation. The transition to NIBRS will provide a more 
complete and accurate picture of crime at the national, state, and local level. Once this transition 
is complete, the FBI will no longer collect summary data and will only accept data in the NIBRS 
format and JAG awards will be based on submitted NIBRS data. Transitioning all law 
enforcement agencies to NIBRS is the first step in gathering more comprehensive crime data. 
State and local JAG grantees are encouraged to use JAG funds to expedite the transition to 
NIBRS in their jurisdictions. 

Justice System Reform and Reentry 
There is growing bipartisan support for Justice Systems Reform and Reentry. A promising 
approach to justice systems reform is the Justice Reinvestment Initiative (JRI), a public-private 
partnership between BJA and the PEW Public Safety Performance Project. Currently, 30 states 
have used the justice reinvestment process to control spiraling incarceration costs and reinvest 
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in evidence-based criminal justice programs and strategies. Strategic investments of JAG funds 
to implement JRI legislation and policy changes in JRI states can augment federal funds and 
achieve greater cost savings and reinvestments in programs to promote public safety. For state­
by-state information on JRI, please visit the JRI Sites web pa@. 

Over the past seven years, DOJ has partnered with state, local, and tribal agencies and national 
organizations to support hundreds of reentry programs across the country to provide job 
training, healthcare, housing, treatment, and other services to individuals returning to our 
communities from prisons and jails. The demand for effective reentry services remains high. 
More than 600,000 men and women leave our prisons every year and more than 11 million 
people cycle through our jails. Investments of JAG funds to support reentry efforts at the state 
and local level will pay dividends for returning citizens and for public safety in America. A 
summary of research-based reentry strategies is available on the National Reentry Resource 
Center's What Works in Reentry Clearinghouse along with a map identifying federally funded 
Second Chance Act Reentry programs at the state and local level.

Public Defense 
Another key priority area is support for improving public defense delivery systems. To support 
this priority in November 2015, BJA established the Right to Counsel National Consortium 
(www.rtcnationalcampaign.org ) to spearhead a national conversation on how to ensure the 
Sixth Amendment Right to Counsel for every individual. BJA continues to encourage states and 
SAAs to use JAG funds to ensure that no person faces the loss of liberty without first having the 
aid of a lawyer with the time, ability, and resources to present an effective defense. Currently, 
across the nation public defense reform is being supported by governors, state legislators, chief 
judges and local communities. Research shows that early appointment of counsel can decrease 
jail and prison stays and produce better outcomes for defendants and communities. Many of 
these successes are guided by the American Bar Association's Ten Principles of a Public 
Defense Delivery System, which are recommendations for government officials and other 
parties who are charged with improving public defense delivery systems 
(http://www.americanbar.org/content/dam/aba/administrative/legal aid indigent defendants/ls 
sclaid def tenprinciplesbooklet.authcheckdam.pdD. 

Improving Mental Health Services 
Many people with mental illness enter the criminal justice system without a diagnosis or with 
untreated mental illness. Screening and assessment is critical to identify and provide 
appropriate referrals to treatment. This is an issue that impacts numerous facets of the criminal 
justice system. BJA encourages states to utilize JAG funding in support of programs and policy 
changes aimed at identifying and treating people with severe mental illness to divert when 
appropriate, treat during incarceration, and engage in appropriate pre-release planning for the 
provision of community treatment (see JMHCP Resources). BJA provides training and technical 
assistance (TTA) to grantees and non-grantees (states, jurisdictions) to increase enrollment in 
health care plans (increase linkages to health care providers) that can increase access to 
treatment for improved mental health outcomes. Information can be found at 
www.biatraining.org. 

DOJ Universal Accreditation w/Forensic Service Providers 
In 2015, the National Commission on Forensic Science (NCFS) announced recommendations 
on strengthening the field of forensic science. There are a number of key principles, which 
include promoting universal accreditation and finding ways to improve upon medical-legal 
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investigative processes. For additional information on these recommendations, please review 
the New Accreditation Policies to Advance Forensic Science. The JAG program provides broad­
based support to states and local jurisdictions across the nation in order to strengthen our 
criminal justice system, including the forensic sciences. As such, BJA encourages investments 
of JAG funds for programs and activities related to forensic work, including accreditation of 
forensic labs. 

Goals, Objectives, and Deliverables 
The Chief Executive Officer (CEO) of an eligible unit of local government or other officer 
designated by the CEO must submit the application for JAG funds. A unit of local government 
receiving a JAG award will be responsible for the administration of the funds including: 
distributing the funds; monitoring the award; submitting quarterly financial status (SF-425), 
performance metrics reports, and semi-annual programmatic reports; and providing ongoing 
oversight and assistance to any subrecipients of the funds. 

Evidence-Based Programs or Practices 
OJP strongly emphasizes the use of data and evidence in policy making, program development, 
and program implementation in criminal justice, juvenile justice, and crime victim services. OJP 
is committed to: 

• Improving the quantity and quality of evidence OJP generates 
• Integrating evidence into program, practice, and policy decisions within OJP and the field 
• Improving the translation of evidence into practice 

OJP considers programs and practices to be evidence-based when their effectiveness has been 
demonstrated by causal evidence, generally obtained through one or more outcome 
evaluations. Causal evidence documents a relationship between an activity or intervention 
(including technology) and its intended outcome, including measuring the direction and size of a 
change, and the extent to which a change may be attributed to the activity or 
intervention. Causal evidence depends on the use of scientific methods to rule out, to the extent 
possible, alternative explanations for the documented change. The strength of causal evidence, 
based on the factors described above, will influence the degree to which OJP considers a 
program or practice to be evidence-based. The OJP CrimeSolutions.gov website is one 
resource that applicants may use to find information about evidence-based programs in criminal 
justice, juvenile justice, and crime victim services. 

1. A useful matrix of evidence-based policing programs and strategies is available through 
the Center for Evidence-Based Crime Policy at George Mason University. BJA offers a 
number of program models designed to effectively implement promising and evidence­
based strategies through the BJA "Smart Suite" of programs including Smart Policing, 
Smart Supervision, Smart Pretrial, Smart Defense, Smart Prosecution, Smart Reentry 
and others (see https://www.bja.gov/programs/crppe/smartsuite.htm).

B. Federal Award Information 

BJA estimates that it will make up to 1,161 local awards totaling an estimated $86.4 million. 

Awards of at least $25,000 are four years in length, and award periods will be from October 1, 
2015 through September 30, 2019. Extensions beyond this period may be made on a case-by­
case basis at the discretion of BJA and must be requested via GMS no less than 30 days prior 
to the grant end date. 

Awards of less than $25,000 are two years in length, and award periods will be from October 1, 
2015 through September 30, 2017. Extensions of up to two years can be requested for these 
awards via GMS no less than 30 days prior to the grant end date, and will be automatically 
granted upon request. 

All awards are subject to the availability of appropriated funds and to any modifications or 
additional requirements that may be imposed by law.

Type of Award1 

BJA expects that it will make any award from this solicitation in the form of a grant. 

JAG awards are based on a statutory formula as described below: 
Once each fiscal year's overall JAG Program funding level is determined, BJA partners with the 
Bureau of Justice Statistics (BJS) to begin a four-step grant award calculation process which 
consists of: 

1. Computing an initial JAG allocation for each state and territory, based on their share of 
violent crime and population (weighted equally). 

2. Reviewing the initial JAG allocation amount to determine if the state or territory allocation 
is less than the minimum ("de minimus") award amount defined in the JAG legislation 
(0.25 percent of the total). If this is the case, the state or territory is funded at the 
minimum level, and the funds required for this are deducted from the overall pool of JAG

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funds. Each of the remaining states receives the minimum award plus an additional 
amount based on their share of violent crime and population. 

3. Dividing each state's final award amount (except for the territories and District of 
Columbia) between state and local governments at a rate of 60 and 40 percent, 
respectively. 

4. Determining local unit of government award allocations, which are based on their 
proportion of the state's 3-year violent crime average. If a local eligible award amount is 
less than $10,000, the funds are returned to the state to be awarded to these local units 
of government through the state agency. If the eligible award amount is $10,000 or 
more, then the local government is eligible to apply for a JAG award directly from BJA. 

Financial Management and System of Internal Controls 
Award recipients and subrecipients (including any recipient or subrecipient funded in response 
to this solicitation that is a pass-through entity2) must, as described in the Part 200 Uniform 
Requirements set out at 2 C.F.R. 200.303: 

(a) Establish and maintain effective internal control over the Federal award that provides 
reasonable assurance that the recipient (and any subrecipient) is managing the 
Federal award in compliance with Federal statutes, regulations, and the terms and 
conditions of the Federal award. These internal controls should be in compliance with 
guidance in "Standards for Internal Control in the Federal Government" issued by the 
Comptroller General of the United States and the "Internal Control Integrated 
Framework," issued by the Committee of Sponsoring Organizations of the Treadway 
Commission (COSO). 

(b) Comply with Federal statutes, regulations, and the terms and conditions of the Federal 
awards. 

(c) Evaluate and monitor the recipient's (and any subrecipient's) compliance with statutes, 
regulations, and the terms and conditions of Federal awards. 

(d) Take prompt action when instances of noncompliance are identified including 
noncompliance identified in audit findings. 

(e) Take reasonable measures to safeguard protected personally identifiable information 
and other information the Federal awarding agency or pass-through entity designates 
as sensitive or the recipient (or any subrecipient) considers sensitive consistent with 
applicable Federal, state, local, and tribal laws regarding privacy and obligations of 
confidentiality.

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Budget Information 

Administrative Funds - Grant recipients may use up to 10 percent of the JAG award, including 
up to 1 O percent of any earned interest, for costs associated with administering funds. 
Administrative funds (when utilized) must be tracked separately and recipients must report on 
SF-425s those expenditures that specifically relate to each grant number and established grant 
period. Additionally, recipients and subrecipients are prohibited from commingling funds on a 
program-by-program or project-by-project basis. More specifically, administrative funds under 
JAG are utilized for the same purpose each year (i.e., the administration of JAG funding) and 
therefore not considered separate programs/projects (commingling is not occurring) when 
utilized across all active JAG awards. 

Disparate Certification - A disparate allocation occurs when a city or municipality is allocated 
one-and-one-half times (150 percent) more than the county, while the county bears more than 
50 percent of the costs associated with prosecution or incarceration of the municipality's Part 1 
violent crimes. A disparate allocation also occurs when multiple cities or municipalities are 
collectively allocated four times (400 percent) more than the county, and the county bears more 
than 50 percent of the collective costs associated with prosecution or incarceration of each 
municipality's Part 1 violent crimes. 

Jurisdictions certified as disparate must identify a fiscal agent that will submit a joint application 
for the aggregate eligible allocation to all disparate municipalities. The joint application must 
determine and specify the award distribution to each unit of local government and the purposes 
for which the funds will be used. When beginning the JAG application process, a Memorandum 
of Understanding (MOU) that identifies which jurisdiction will serve as the applicant/fiscal agent 
for joint funds must be completed and signed by the Authorized Representative for each 
participating jurisdiction. The signed MOU should be attached to the application. For a sample 
MOU, go to www.bja.gov/Funding/JAGMOU.pdf. 

Supplanting - Supplanting is prohibited under JAG. Applicants cannot replace or supplant non­
federal funds that have been appropriated for the same purpose. See the JAG FAQs on BJA's 
JAG web page for examples of supplanting. 

Leveraging of Grant Funds - Although supplanting is prohibited, the leveraging of federal 
funding is encouraged. For example, a city may utilize JAG and Homeland Security Grant 
Program (HSGP) money to fund different portions of a fusion center project. In instances where 
leveraging occurs, all federal grant funds must be tracked and reported separately and may not 
be used to fund the same line items. Additionally, federal funds cannot be used as match for 
other federal awards. 

Trust Fund - Units of Local Government may draw down JAG funds in advance. To do so, a 
trust fund must be established in which to deposit the funds. The trust fund may or may not be 
an interest-bearing account. If subrecipients draw down JAG funds in advance, they also must 
establish a trust fund in which to deposit funds. This trust fund requirement does not apply to 
direct JAG award recipients or subrecipients that draw down on a reimbursement basis rather 
than in advance. 
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Prohibited and Controlled Uses - The JAG Prohibited and Controlled Expenditures Guidance 
represents a combination of BJA-controlled items and those controlled under the Executive 
Order on "Federal Support for Local Law Enforcement Egui12ment Acquisition" that was signed 
on January 16, 2015. The guidance contains: 

1. Table of all prohibited expenditures (strictly unallowable expenditures under JAG). 
2. Table of all controlled expenditures (expenditures which require prior written approval from 

BJA under JAG; including UAV guidance checklist). 
3. Controlled Expenditures Justification Template (must be completed and submitted for any 

JAG controlled expenditures request to be considered for approval by BJA). 
4. Overall Controlled Expenditure/Equipment Guidance (should be reviewed in conjunction 

with the template prior to controlled expenditures request(s) being submitted to BJA). 
5. Standards for State, Local and Tribal Law Enforcement Agencies for the Acquisition of 

Controlled Equipment with Federal Resources. 

Additional information on JAG controlled and prohibited expenditures, along with the process for 
requesting prior approval from BJA to expend funds on controlled items, can be found within the 
JAG FAQs. 

Cost Sharing or Matching Requirement 
This solicitation does not require a match. However, if a successful application proposes a 
voluntary match amount, and OJP approves the budget, the total match amount incorporated 
into the approved budget becomes mandatory and subject to audit. 

Pre-Agreement Cost (also known as Pre-award Cost) Approvals 
Pre-agreement costs are costs incurred by the applicant prior to the start date of the period of 
performance of the grant award. 

OJP does not typically approve pre-agreement costs; an applicant must request and obtain the 
prior written approval of OJP for all such costs. If approved, pre-agreement costs could be paid 
from grant funds consistent with a grantee's approved budget, and under applicable cost 
standards. However, all such costs prior to award and prior to approval of the costs are incurred 
at the sole risk of an applicant. Generally, no applicant should incur project costs before 
submitting an application requesting federal funding for those costs. Should there be 
extenuating circumstances that appear to be appropriate for OJ P's consideration as pre­
agreement costs, the applicant should contact the point of contact listed on the title page of this 
announcement for details on the requirements for submitting a written request for approval. See 
the section on Costs Requiring Prior Approval in the Financial Guide, for more information. 

Prior Approval, Planning, and Reporting of Conference/Meeting/Training Costs 
OJP strongly encourages applicants that propose to use award funds for any conference-, 
meeting-, or training-related activity to review carefully-before submitting an application-the 
OJP policy and guidance on conference approval, planning, and reporting available at 
www.ojp.gov/financialguide/DOJ/PostawardRequirements/chapter3.1 Oa.htm. OJP policy and 
guidance (1) encourage minimization of conference, meeting, and training costs; (2) require 
prior written approval (which may affect project timelines) of most conference, meeting, and 
training costs for cooperative agreement recipients and of some conference, meeting, and 
training costs for grant recipients; and (3) set cost limits, including a general prohibition of all 
food and beverage costs. 
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Costs Associated with Language Assistance (if applicable) 
If an applicant proposes a program or activity that would deliver services or benefits to 
individuals, the costs of taking reasonable steps to provide meaningful access to those services 
or benefits for individuals with limited English proficiency may be allowable. Reasonable steps 
to provide meaningful access to services or benefits may include interpretation or translation 
services where appropriate.

Other JAG Requirements 

Compliance with Applicable Federal Laws 
Applicants for state and local JAG formula grants are required to certify compliance with all 
applicable federal laws at the time of application. In that regard, Members of Congress have 
asked the Department of Justice to examine whether jurisdictions with "sanctuary policies" (i.e., 
policies that either prevent law enforcement from releasing persons without lawful immigration 
status into federal custody for deportation, or that prevent state or local law enforcement from 
sharing certain information with Department of Homeland Security [OHS] officials), are in 
violation of 8 U.S.C. section 1373. 

All applicants should understand that if OJP receives information that indicates that an applicant 
may be in violation of any applicable federal law, that applicant may be referred to the DOJ 
Office of Inspector General (OIG) for investigation; if the applicant is found to be in violation of 
an applicable federal law by the OIG, the applicant may be subject to criminal and civil 
penalties, in addition to relevant OJP programmatic penalties, including suspension or 
termination of funds, inclusion on the high risk list, repayment of funds, or suspension and 
debarment. 

Law Enforcement Agency Training Information 
Any law enforcement agency receiving direct or subawarded JAG funding must submit quarterly 
accountability metrics data related to training on use of force, racial and ethnic bias, de­
escalation of conflict, and constructive engagement with the public that officers have received. 
Any grantees that fail to submit this data will have their grant funds frozen. 

Accountability metrics reports must be submitted through BJA's PMT, available at 
www.biaperformancetools.org. The accountability measures can be found at: 
http://www. bjaperf ormancetools.org/help/jagdocs. html. 

Body-Worn Camera (BWC) purchases 
Grantees who wish to use JAG funds to purchase BWC equipment, or to implement or enhance 
BWC programs, must certify that they or the law enforcement agency receiving the BWC 
funding have policies and procedures in place related to equipment usage, data storage, 
privacy, victims, access, disclosure, training, etc. A copy of the required BWC certification can 
be found at www.bja.gov/Funding/BodyWornCameraCert.pdt 

Any grantees that wish to use JAG funds for BWC-related expenses who do not have BWC 
policies and procedures in place will have funds withheld until a certification is submitted and 
approved by BJA. 
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The BJA BWC Toolkit provides model BWC policies, resources, and best practices to 
assist departments in implementing BWC programs. 

Body Armor 
Ballistic-resistant and stab-resistant body armor can be funded through two BJA-administered 
programs: the JAG Program and the Bulletproof Vest Partnership (BVP) Program. The BVP 
Program is designed to provide a critical resource to state and local law enforcement through 
the purchase of ballistic-resistant and stab-resistant body armor. A jurisdiction is able to request 
up to 50 percent of the cost of a vest with BVP funds. For more information on the BVP 
Program, including eligibility and application, refer to the BVP web page. 

JAG funds may also be used to purchase vests for an agency, but they may not be used to pay 
for that portion of the ballistic-resistant vest (50 percent) that is not covered by BVP funds. 
Unlike BVP, JAG funds used to purchase vests do not require a 50 percent match. Vests 
purchased with JAG funds may be purchased at any threat level, make, or model from any 
distributor or manufacturer, as long as the vests have been tested and found to comply with the 
latest applicable National Institute of Justice (NIJ) ballistic or stab standards. In addition, vests 
purchased must be American-made. Information on the latest NIJ standards can be found at: 
www. n ii. gov/topics/technology/body-armor/safety-initiative. htm. 

As is the case in BVP, grantees who wish to purchase vests with JAG funds must certify that 
law enforcement agencies receiving vests have a written "mandatory wear" policy in effect. 
FAQs related to the mandatory wear policy and certifications can be found at 
www.bja.gov/Funding/JAGFAQ.pdf. This policy must be in place for at least all uniformed 
officers before any FY 2016 funding can be used by the agency for vests. There are no 
requirements regarding the nature of the policy other than it being a mandatory wear policy for 
all uniformed officers while on duty. The certification must be signed by the Authorized 
Representative and must be attached to the application. If the grantee proposes to change 
project activities to utilize JAG funds to purchase bulletproof vests after the application period 
(during the project period), the grantee must submit the signed certification to BJA at that time. 
A mandatory wear concept and issues paper and a model policy are available by contacting the 
BVP Customer Support Center vests@usdoj.gov or toll free at 1-877-758-3787.

DNA Testing of Evidentiary Materials and Upload of DNA Profiles to a Database 
If JAG Program funds will be used for DNA testing of evidentiary materials, any resulting eligible 
DNA profiles must be uploaded to the Combined DNA Index System (CODIS, the national DNA 
database operated by the FBI) by a government DNA lab with access to CODIS. No profiles 
generated with JAG funding may be entered into any other non-governmental DNA database 
without prior express written approval from BJA. For more information, refer to the NIJ DNA 
Backlog Reduction Program, available at www.nij.gov/topics/forensics/lab-operations/evidence­
backlogs/Pages/backlog-reduction-program.aspx. 

In addition, funds may not be used for purchase of DNA equipment and supplies when the 
resulting DNA profiles from such technology are not accepted for entry into CODIS. 
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Interoperable Communications 
Grantees (including subgrantees) that are using FY 2016 JAG Program funds to support 
emergency communications activities (including the purchase of interoperable communications 
equipment and technologies such as voice-over-internet protocol bridging or gateway devices, 
or equipment to support the build out of wireless broadband networks in the 700 MHz public 
safety band under the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) Waiver Order) should 
review FY 2016 SAFECOM Guidance. The SAFECOM Guidance is updated annually to provide 
current information on emergency communications policies, eligible costs, best practices, and 
technical standards for state, local, tribal, and territorial grantees investing federal funds in 
emergency communications projects. Additionally, emergency communications projects should 
support the Statewide Communication Interoperability Plan (SCIP) and be coordinated with the 
full-time Statewide Interoperability Coordinator (SWIG) in the state of the project. As the central 
coordination point for their state's interoperability effort, the SWIG plays a critical role, and can 
serve as a valuable resource. SWICs are responsible for the implementation of the SCIP 
through coordination and collaboration with the emergency response community. The U.S. 
Department of Homeland Security Office of Emergency Communications maintains a list of 
SWICs for each of the 56 states and territories. Contact OEC@hq.dhs.gov. All communications 
equipment purchased with grant award funding should be identified during quarterly 
performance metrics reporting. 

In order to promote information sharing and enable interoperability among disparate systems 
across the justice and public safety community, OJP requires the grantee to comply with DOJ's 
Global Justice Information Sharing Initiative guidelines and recommendations for this particular 
grant. Grantee shall conform to the Global Standards Package (GSP) and all constituent 
elements, where applicable, as described at: www.it.oip.gov/gsp grantcondition. Grantees shall 
document planned approaches to information sharing and describe compliance to the GSP and 
appropriate privacy policy that protects shared information, or provide detailed justification for 
why an alternative approach is recommended. 

C. Eligibility Information

For additional information on cost sharing or matching requirements, see Section B. Federal 
Award Information. 

Limit on Number of Application Submissions 
If an applicant submits multiple versions of the same application, BJA will review only the most 
recent system-validated version submitted. For more information on system-validated versions, 
see How to Apply. 

D. Application and Submission Information 

What an Application Should Include 
Applicants should anticipate that if they fail to submit an application that contains all of the 
specified elements, it may negatively affect the review of their application; and, should a 
decision be made to make an award, it may result in the inclusion of special conditions that 
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preclude the recipient from accessing or using award funds pending satisfaction of the 
conditions. 

Applicants may combine the Budget Narrative and the Budget Detail Worksheet in one 
document. However, if an applicant submits only one budget document, it must contain both 
narrative and detail information. Please review the "Note on File Names and File Types" under 
How to Apply to be sure applications are submitted in permitted formats. 

OJP strongly recommends that applicants use appropriately descriptive file names (e.g., 
"Program Narrative," "JAG Budget and Budget Narrative," "Timelines," "Memoranda of 
Understanding," "Resumes") for all attachments. Also, OJP recommends that applicants include 
resumes in a single file. 

Failure to submit the required information will result in an application being returned in 
the Grants Management System (GMS) for inclusion of the missing information OR the 
attachment of a withholding of funds special condition at the time of award. 

1. Information to Complete the Application for Federal Assistance (SF-424) 

The SF-424 is a required standard form used as a cover sheet for submission of pre­
applications, applications, and related information. GMS takes information from the applicant's 
profile to populate the fields on this form. 

Intergovernmental Review: This funding opportunity is subject to Executive Order 12372. 
Applicants may find the names and addresses of their state's Single Point of Contact (SPOC) at 
the following website: www.whitehouse.gov/omb/grants spoc/. Applicants whose state appears 
on the SPOC list must contact their state's SPOC to find out about, and comply with, the state's 
process under Executive Order 12372. In completing the SF-424, applicants whose state 
appears on the SPOC list are to make the appropriate selection in response to question 19 once 
the applicant has complied with their state's E.O. 12372 process. (Applicants whose state does 
not appear on the SPOC list are to make the appropriate selection in response to question 19 to 
indicate that the "Program is subject to E.O. 12372 but has not been selected by the State for 
review.") 

2. Project Abstract 
Applications should include a high-quality project abstract that summarizes the proposed 
project in 400 words or less. Project abstracts should be: 

• Written for a general public audience and submitted as a separate attachment with 
"Project Abstract" as part of its file name. 

• Single-spaced, using a standard 12-point font (Times New Roman) with 1-inch margins 
• Include applicant name, title of the project, a brief description of the problem to be 

addressed and the targeted area/population, project goals and objectives, a description 
of the project strategy, any significant partnerships, and anticipated outcomes. 

• Identify up to 5 project identifiers that would be associated with proposed project 
activities. The list of identifiers can be found at www.bja.gov/funding/JAGldentifiers.pdf. 

As a separate attachment, the project abstract will not count against the page limit for the 
program narrative. 
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3. Program Narrative 
Applicants must submit a program narrative that generally describes the proposed program 
activities for the two or four year grant period. The narrative must outline the type of programs to 
be funded by the JAG award and provide a brief analysis of the need for the programs. 
Narratives must also identify anticipated coordination efforts involving JAG and related justice 
funds. Certified disparate jurisdictions submitting a joint application must specify the funding 
distribution to each disparate unit of local government and the purposes for which the funds will 
be used. 

A plan for collecting the data required for this solicitation's performance measures should also 
be included. To demonstrate program progress and success, as well as to assist the 
Department with fulfilling its responsibilities under the Government Performance and Results 
Act of 1993 (GPRA), Public Law 103-62, and the GPRA Modernization Act of 2010, Public Law 
111-352, applicants that receive funding under this solicitation must provide data that measure 
the results of their work done under this solicitation. Quarterly accountability metrics reports 
must be submitted through BJA's PMT, available at www.bjaperformancetools.org. The 
accountability measures can be found at: 
http://www. biaperformancetools. org/help/iagdocs. html. 

BJA does not require applicants to submit performance measures data with their application. 
Performance measures are included as an alert that BJA will require successful applicants to 
submit specific data as part of their reporting requirements. For the application, applicants 
should indicate an understanding of these requirements and discuss how they will gather the 
required data, should they receive funding. 

Note on Project Evaluations 
Applicants that propose to use funds awarded through this solicitation to conduct project 
evaluations should be aware that certain project evaluations (such as systematic investigations 
designed to develop or contribute to generalizable knowledge) may constitute "research" for 
purposes of applicable DOJ human subjects protection regulations. However, project 
evaluations that are intended only to generate internal improvements to a program or service, or 
are conducted only to meet OJP's performance measure data reporting requirements likely do 
not constitute "research." Applicants should provide sufficient information for OJP to determine 
whether the particular project they propose would either intentionally or unintentionally collect 
and/or use information in such a way that it meets the DOJ regulatory definition of research. 

Research, for the purposes of human subjects protections for OJP-funded programs, is defined 
as, "a systematic investigation, including research development, testing, and evaluation, 
designed to develop or contribute to generalizable knowledge" 28 C.F.R. § 46.102(d). For 
additional information on determining whether a proposed activity would constitute research, 
see the decision tree to assist applicants on the "Research and the Protection of Human 
Subjects" section of the OJ P's Funding Resource Center. Applicants whose proposals may 
involve a research or statistical component also should review the "Data Privacy and 
Confidentiality Requirements" section on that web page. 

4. Budget Detail Worksheet and Budget Narrative 

Applicants must submit a budget detail worksheet and budget narrative outlining how JAG 
funds, including administrative funds (up to 10% of the grant award) if applicable, will be used to 
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support and implement the program. Please note that if an applicant submits only one budget 
document, it must contain both narrative and detail information. 

a. Budget Detail Worksheet

submit their budget in a different format should include the budget categories listed in 
the sample budget worksheet.

b. Budget Narrative 
The budget narrative should thoroughly and clearly describe every category of expense 
listed in the Budget Detail Worksheet. OJP expects proposed budgets to be complete, 
cost effective, and allowable (e.g., reasonable, allocable, and necessary for project 
activities). This narrative should include a full description of all costs, including 
administrative costs (if applicable) and how funds will be allocated across the 
seven allowable JAG program areas (law enforcement, prosecution, indigent defense, 
courts, crime prevention and education, corrections and community corrections, drug 
treatment and enforcement, planning, evaluation, technology improvement, and crime 
victim and witness initiatives). 

Applicants should demonstrate in their budget narratives how they will maximize cost 
effectiveness of grant expenditures. Budget narratives should generally describe cost 
effectiveness in relation to potential alternatives and the goals of the project. For 
example, a budget narrative should detail why planned in-person meetings are 
necessary, or how technology and collaboration with outside organizations could be 
used to reduce costs, without compromising quality. 

The narrative should be mathematically sound and correspond with the information and 
figures provided in the Budget Detail Worksheet. The narrative should explain how the 
applicant estimated and calculated all costs, and how they are relevant to the completion 
of the proposed project. The narrative may include tables for clarification purposes but 
need not be in a spreadsheet format. As with the Budget Detail Worksheet, the Budget 
Narrative should be broken down by year. 

For questions pertaining to budget and examples of allowable and unallowable costs, 
see the DOJ Grants Financial Guide at www.ojp.gov/financialguide/index.htm. 

c. Non-Competitive Procurement Contracts In Excess of Simplified Acquisition 
Threshold 
If an applicant proposes to make one or more non-competitive procurements of products 
or services, where the non-competitive procurement will exceed the simplified 
acquisition threshold (also known as the small purchase threshold), which is currently 
set at $150,000, the application should address the considerations outlined in the 
Financial Guide. 

d. Pre-Agreement Costs

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5. Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (if applicable) 
Indirect costs are allowed only under the following circumstances: 

(a) The applicant has a current, federally approved indirect cost rate; or 
(b) The applicant is eligible to use and elects to use the "de minimis" indirect cost rate 

described in the Part 200 Uniform Requirements as set out at 2 C.F.R. 200.414(f). 

Attach a copy of the federally approved indirect cost rate agreement to the application. 
Applicants that do not have an approved rate may request one through their cognizant 
federal agency, which will review all documentation and approve a rate for the applicant 
organization, or, if the applicant's accounting system permits, costs may be allocated in the 
direct cost categories. For the definition of Cognizant Federal Agency, see the "Glossary of 
Terms" in the Financial Guide. For assistance with identifying your cognizant agency, please 
contact the Customer Service Center at 1-800-458-0786 or at ask.ocfo@usdoj.gov. If DOJ is 
the cognizant federal agency, applicants may obtain information needed to submit an 
indirect cost rate proposal at www.oip.gov/funding/Apply/Resources/lndirectCosts.pdf. 

In order to use the "de minimis" indirect rate, attach written documentation to the application 
that advises OJP of both the applicant's eligibility (to use the "de minimis" rate) and its 
election. If the applicant elects the "de minimis" method, costs must be consistently charged 
as either indirect or direct costs, but may not be double charged or inconsistently charged as 
both. In addition, if this method is chosen then it must be used consistently for all federal 
awards until such time as you choose to negotiate a federally approved indirect cost rate. 3 

6. Tribal Authorizing Resolution (if applicable) 
Tribes, tribal organizations, or third parties proposing to provide direct services or assistance 
to residents on tribal lands should include in their applications a resolution, a letter, affidavit, 
or other documentation, as appropriate, that certifies that the applicant has the legal 
authority from the tribe(s) to implement the proposed project on tribal lands. In those 
instances when an organization or consortium of tribes applies for a grant on behalf of a 
tribe or multiple specific tribes, the application should include appropriate legal 
documentation, as described above, from all tribes that would receive services or assistance 
under the grant. A consortium of tribes for which existing consortium bylaws allow action 
without support from all tribes in the consortium (i.e., without an authorizing resolution or 
comparable legal documentation from each tribal governing body) may submit, instead, a 
copy of its consortium bylaws with the application. 

Applicants unable to submit an application that includes a fully-executed (i.e., signed) copy 
of appropriate legal documentation, as described above, consistent with the applicable 
tribe's governance structure, should, at a minimum, submit an unsigned, draft version of 
such legal documentation as part of its application (except for cases in which, with respect 
to a tribal consortium applicant, consortium bylaws allow action without the support of all 
consortium member tribes). If selected for funding, BJA will make use of and access to 
funds contingent on receipt of the fully-executed legal documentation. 

7. Applicant Disclosure of High Risk Status 
Applicants that are currently designated high risk by another federal grant making agency 
must disclose that status. This includes any status requiring additional oversight by the 
federal agency due to past programmatic or financial concerns. If an applicant is designated

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high risk by another federal grant making agency, the applicant must email the following 
information to OJPComplianceReporting@usdoj.gov at the time of application submission:

• Reasons for the high risk status 

OJP seeks this information to ensure appropriate federal oversight of any grant award. 
Disclosing this high risk information does not disqualify any organization from receiving an OJP 
award. However, additional grant oversight may be included, if necessary, in award 
documentation. 

8. Additional Attachments 

a. Review Narrative 
Applicants must submit information documenting that the date the JAG application was 
made available for review by the governing body of the state, or to an organization 
designated by that governing body, was not less than 30 days before the application was 
submitted to BJA. If the 30 governing body requirement cannot be met before the 
application deadline, a withholding special condition will be placed on the award until the 
governing body requirement can be met. The attachment must also specify that an 
opportunity to comment was provided to citizens prior to application submission to the 
extent applicable law or established procedures make such opportunity available. 

Below are notification language templates that can be utilized in completing this 
section of the application.

When beginning the JAG 
application process, a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) that identifies which 
jurisdiction will serve as the applicant/fiscal agent for joint funds must be completed and 
signed by the Authorized Representative for each participating jurisdiction. The signed 
MOU must be attached to the application.

Applicants that do not have pending applications as described above are to include a 
statement to this effect in the separate attachment page (e.g., "[Applicant Name on SF-
424] does not have pending applications submitted within the last 12 months for 
federally funded grants or subgrants (including cooperative agreements) that include 
requests for funding to support the same project being proposed under this solicitation 
and will cover the identical cost items outlined in the budget narrative and worksheet in 
the application under this solicitation."). 

d. Research and Evaluation Independence and Integrity 
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If a proposal involves research and/or evaluation, regardless of the proposal's other 
merits, in order to receive funds, the applicant must demonstrate research/evaluation 
independence, including appropriate safeguards to ensure research/evaluation 
objectivity and integrity, both in this proposal and as it may relate to the applicant's other 
current or prior related projects. This documentation may be included as an attachment 
to the application which addresses BOTH i. and ii. below. 

i. For purposes of this solicitation, applicants must document research and evaluation 
independence and integrity by including, at a minimum, one of the following two 
items: 

a. A specific assurance that the applicant has reviewed its proposal to identify 
any research integrity issues (including all principal investigators and 
subrecipients) and it has concluded that the design, conduct, or reporting of 
research and evaluation funded by BJA grants, cooperative agreements, or 
contracts will not be biased by any personal or financial conflict of interest on 
the part of part of its staff, consultants, and/or subrecipients responsible for 
the research and evaluation or on the part of the applicant organization; 

OR 

b. A specific listing of actual or perceived conflicts of interest that the applicant 
has identified in relation to this proposal. These conflicts could be either 
personal (related to specific staff, consultants, and/or subrecipients) or 
organizational (related to the applicant or any subgrantee organization). 
Examples of potential investigator (or other personal) conflict situations may 
include, but are not limited to, those in which an investigator would be in a 
position to evaluate a spouse's work product (actual conflict), or an 
investigator would be in a position to evaluate the work of a former or current 
colleague (potential apparent conflict).

GENERAL CONSULTANT SERVICES AGREEMENT 

THIS AGREEMENT dated thi~),£1' day ~~~ , 2016, by and 
between Boone County, Missouri, a first class countytindpolitical subdivision of the state of 
Missouri through its County Commission, (herein "Owner") and McClure Engineering Co 
(herein "Consultant"). 

IN CONSIDERATION OF the performance of the services rendered under this 
Agreement and payment for such services, the parties agree to the following: 

1. Agreement duration -This contract shall be in effect beginning January 1, 2016 
or the date of full execution; which ever is later and run through the calendar year ending on 
December 31, 2016. This agreement may be terminated in accordance with the terms and 
conditions set forth in this agreement. 

2. Services - As authorized by the Owner in writing, the Consultant shall provide 
the Owner all engineering, surveying, and other professional services for the benefit of the 
Owner as prescribed by the Owner based upon requests for proposals for projects assigned 
during the term of this agreement and the Consultant shall provide the Owner, as applicable, with 
the services, reports, studies, surveys, plans, specifications, and other work required by the 
Owner's request for proposal. Consultant agrees to provide all such services in a timely manner 
as established by the Owner in writing for each assigned project, or in the absence of the 
designation, within a reasonable time after receipt of Owner directives. Consultant agrees to 
provide services by and through qualified personnel under standards and conditions generally 
accepted by professionals in the field or occupations for ~hich services are provided. Services 
shall be provided based only upon requests for proposals prbvided to the Consultant by the 
Owner or Owner's representative and to which the ~onsultant prepares and submits a written 
proposal for services which is _approved by the,Owner in writing. No work shall be performed 
nor shall compensation be paid for <;:onsultant work performed without an Owner approved 
written proposal for professional services. Proposals for services shall be in written form, as 
required by the request for proposal, and shall be specifically responsive to the criteria provided 
by the Owner in its request for proposal. All work performed by the Consultant, based upon 
Owner approved proposals submitted by the Consultant, shall be subject to the terms and 
conditions of this agreement unless otherwise specifically agreed upon by the Owner and 
Consultant in writing. All proposals for work submitted by the Consultant to the Owner for work 
shall at a minimum contain the following: 

2.1 Scope of Services - Each proposal for services shall contain a detailed description 
of work to be performed by the Consultant. When the Owner provides the Consultant 
with a written and/or graphic request for proposal, the Consultant's proposal shall be 
responsive to the request with the same or greater level of specificity required by the 
request for proposal. The Consultant shall specifically identify services which are 
included as basic services and those services which are excluded from basic services in 
the proposal. Services which the Consultant does not identify as excluded from basic 
services under the proposal and which are necessary for successful completion of the 
work in the judgment of the Owner shall be presumed to be a part of basic services under 
the proposal. If a request for proposal requires the Consultant to provide optional 
services, the Consultant's proposal shall respond to the options requested, or provide 



reasons why the Consultant cannot provide or respond to the request for optional 
services. 
2.2 Time for Completion - Each proposal for services shall contain a detailed 
description of the estimated time to complete each task or item of work to be performed 
by the Consultant under the proposal. When the Owner provides the Consultant with a 
written and/or graphic request for proposal, the Consultant's proposal shall be responsive 
to any request for estimated or maximum completion times for work with the same or 
greater level of specificity required by the request for proposal. 
2.3 Compensation - Each proposal for services shall state the basis of compensation 
on either: (1) an hourly fee plus expense basis with a statement of a maximum 
compensation to be charged, or, (2) a lump sum payment of compensation for all work to 
be performed, or, (3) a payment based upon unit prices. Proposals for compensation for 
an hourly fee plus expense basis shall provide detailed time and expense estimates to 
support a maximum contract amount to be charged and shall be consistent with the 
hourly rates, unit prices and reimbursement rates made a part of this agreement by 
reference in paragraph two (2) below. When the Owner or Owner's representative 
requests the Consultant to provide work on an hourly fee plus expense basis, the 
Consultant's proposal shall be responsive to the request and shall not propose payment on 
another basis unless otherwise authorized. Unit price proposals shall identify and 
estimate the quantity of units as a part of the proposal when they can be identified and 
estimated, or as necessary in response to a particular request for proposal requesting such 
information. Each proposal for services shall also state a proposed payment schedule at a 
frequency no greater than monthly in such amounts as are consistent with amount of 
work to be performed and billed. Reimbursable expenses proposed shall be specifically 
identified and estimated as a part of the proposal with a statement of the maximum 
amount to be charged unless the Owner's request for proposal specifies otherwise. 
2.4 Signatures - Consultant proposals for services under this agreement shall be 
signed and dated by the Consultant or an authorized representative of the Consultant (as 
applicable), and shall be considered binding offers to contract open for acceptance by the 
Owner for an indefinite duration unless limited in the proposal or withdrawn prior to 
acceptance by the Owner. All proposals for services under this agreement shall be on 
forms approved by the Owner; use of the signature block shown in this agreement on a 
proposal for services shall be considered an adequate signature block. In the absence of 
an Owner provided form, the signature block shall contain a signature line for Boone 
County, Missouri by its Presiding Commissioner, a signature line for attestation by the 
County Clerk, a signature line approving the proposal by the Director of Resource 
Management, and a signature line for the County Attorney approving the proposal as to 
legal form. In addition, the signature block shall contain a line for insertion of the date 
the proposal is approved by the Owner. 

3. Compensation - In consideration for the Consultant's provision of services under 
this agreement, the Owner agrees to compensate the Consultant for services rendered in 
accordance with the hourly rates, unit prices and reimbursement rates for expenses set forth in 
the schedule for hourly rates and expense charges to be in effect for the calendar year of this 
agreement which is either attached to this agreement or maintained on file with the Boone 
County Resource Management Department and is hereby incorporated by reference. No 
increases in the rates and charges set forth in the attached schedule shall be permitted for this 



calendar year without the written authorization of the Owner. Payments shall be made within 
thirty (30) days of receipt of invoice by the Owner. Invoices shall be submitted periodically as 
mutually agreed upon by the Owner and Consultant, or in the absence of such agreement, upon 
completion of the work constituting the task or project for which services are provided. Invoices 
for services on an hourly fee plus expense basis shall individually describe the task or project by 
name, show hours expended by classes of personnel in increments of not less than one-half hour 
and rates applied, as well as describe work performed during the invoice period; reimbursable 
expenses shall be itemized. Invoices for services performed on a unit price basis shall identify 
the task or project by name, identify and quantify units charged for services during the invoice 
period. Invoices for services on a lump sum basis shall identify the task or project by name and 
the invoiced amount. Periodic invoices shall not exceed the amounts permitted in the 
Consultant's proposal approved by the Owner. The Owner reserves the right to withhold payment 
for inadequately documented invoices until documented as required herein. The Owner further 
reserves the right to withhold payments for unperformed work or work not performed on a 
timely basis in accordance with the Consultant's proposal when delays in performance of 
services are not attributable to the Owner, or as a result of a billing dispute between the Owner 
and Consultant. However, Owner agrees to pay interest at a rate of nine percent (9%) annum on 
any disputed billed amounts for which payments are withheld beyond thirty (30) days of invoice 
if and to the extent that those disputed amounts are resolved in favor of the Consultant. 

4. Owner Responsibilities - Owner agrees to furnish Consultant with all current 
and available information for each task or project assigned to Consultant, along with any 
information necessitated by changes in work or services initiated by the Owner which may affect 
services rendered thereunder. 

5. Coordination of Work and Work Product - Consultant shall coordinate all 
work with the Owner's designated representative for each task or project assigned to Consultant 
and submit to the Owner's representative all work product in written or graphic form (and in 
electronic form if requested) as applicable or required. All reports, surveys, test data, 
memoranda, samples, plans, specifications, and other documents or materials submitted by or to 
the Owner shall be considered the property of the Owner. When available and requested by the 
Owner, work product shall be provided in electronic form at actual cost in media compatible for 
use with Owner software and equipment. 

6. Insurance - Consultant shall procure and maintain professional liability insurance 
in such amounts as are deemed mutually agreeable to the parties and approved by the Owner or 
the Owner's representative in writing within thirty (30) days of this Agreement. Consultant shall 
also maintain general public liability insurance with coverage's no less than $2,000,000.00 per 
occurrence, and worker's compensation insurance as required by state law. Failure of Consultant 
to obtain or maintain such insurance during this contract, or to provide proper proofs thereof 
upon request of the Owner, shall not diminish, waive or otherwise reduce the Consultant's 
obligations to maintain such insurance coverage and Consultant shall indemnify and hold the 
Owner and all its personnel harmless from and against any and all claims, damages, losses and 
expenses, including reasonable attorney's fees and litigation costs, arising out of or resulting 
from the performance of services, provided that any such claim, damage, loss or expenses, is 
caused in whole or in part by the negligent act, omission and or liability of the Consultant, its 
agents or employees. The Consultant shall provide the Owner with certificates of insurance 



exhibiting the coverage as specified above within thirty (30) days of execution of this agreement 
and thereafter within five (5) working days after request by the Owner. All certificates of 
insurance shall contain provision that insurance provided shall not be canceled or altered except 
upon ten (10) days written notice to the Owner. 

7. Delegation and Subcontracting - Unless otherwise proposed and approved in 
the Consultant's proposal for services, the Consultant shall not delegate or subcontract any work 
to be performed by the Consultant under this agreement to any other person, business or entity 
without the express advance written approval of the Owner for such delegation or subcontract 
work. 

8. Records and Samples - To the extent not otherwise transferred to the Owner's 
possession, Consultant agrees to retain and provide the Owner with reasonable access to all work 
product, records, papers and other documents involving transactions and work related to or 
performed under this agreement for a period of three (3) years after this agreement expires. 
When services involve testing or sampling, Consultant agrees to either retain all test products or 
samples collected by or submitted to Consultant, or return same to the Owner as mutually agreed 
upon. In absence of agreement, Consultant shall not dispose of test samples or products without 
notice to or consent by the Owner or the Owner's representative. 

9. Additional Services - No compensation shall be paid for any service rendered by 
the Consultant considered an additional service beyond the scope of services approved by the 
Owner unless rendition of that service and expense thereof has been authorized in writing by the 
Owner in advance of performance of such service. Any additional services performed by the 
Consultant prior to such authorization by the Owner shall be deemed a part of basic services for 
work performed under an Owner approved proposal for services governed by this agreement, 
whether enumerated in this agreement or not, for which the Consultant shall be entitled to no 
additional compensation. 

10. Owner Authorization -When the term Owner is used in this agreement, it shall 
mean the government of Boone County, Missouri or the Boone County Commission, as the 
context requires. Authorization by the Owner shall mean authorization obtained by recorded 
majority vote of the Boone County Commission. It is further understood and agreed that no 
person or party is authorized to bind the Owner to any proposed agreement for services under the 
auspices of this agreement without having obtained the prior approval of the Boone County 
Commission by recorded majority vote for such authorization. In this regard, it is understood and 
agreed that the Consultant shall not be entitled to rely upon verbal or written representations by 
any agent or employee of the Owner in deviation to the terms and conditions of this agreement, 
or as authorization for compensation for services except as may be approved by recorded vote of 
the Boone County Commission. When the term Owner's representative is used, it shall mean the 
Director of the Boone County Resource Management Department or his designee as specified in 
writing. It shall be presumed that such representative shall have all necessary decision making 
authority with respect to services provided under this agreement and Owner approved proposals 
for services except such representative shall have no authority to make decisions concerning 
changes to the Consultant's compensation or reimbursement, or with respect to services to be 
performed under this agreement or Owner approved proposal for services which involve or affect 
cost, expense or budgetary allowances. 



11. Termination - The Owner may and reserves the right to terminate this agreement 
at any time with or without cause by giving the Consultant written notice of termination. Upon 
receipt of such notice, Consultant shall discontinue all services in connection with the 
performance of services authorized under this agreement or Owner approved proposal for 
services and Owner shall upon invoice remit payment for all authorized services completed up to 
the date of termination notice. Upon payment of this invoice, the Consultant shall deliver any 
and all work product including drawings, plans, and specifications, or other documents, prepared 
as instruments of service, whether complete or in progress. It is further agreed that if services are 
terminated the Consultant shall be compensated for all services rendered through the date of 
termination not to exceed the amount authorized for services through the date of termination. If 
the Owner questions the extent of work on a final invoice, the Consultant shall give the Owner 
the opportunity to review and evaluate all work upon which the invoice is based in the offices of 
the Consultant prior to payment. This agreement or work performed under the provisions of this 
agreement may also be terminated by the Consultant upon not less than seven days written notice 
in the event the Owner shall substantially fail to perform in accordance with the terms and 
conditions of this agreement, through no fault of the Consultant. In the event of termination by 
the Consultant, the other provisions concerning termination contained in this paragraph shall be 
applicable. 

12. Governing Law - This agreement shall be governed by the laws of the state of 
Missouri and it is agreed that this agreement is made in Boone County, Missouri and that Boone 
County, Missouri is proper venue for any action pertaining to the interpretation or enforcement 
of any provision within or services performed under this agreement. 

13. Certification of Lawful Presence / Work Authorization - Consultant shall 
complete and return the Work Authorization Certification attached hereto, and if applicable, the 
other required lawful presence documents for an individual Consultant. 

14. Miscellaneous - This agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the parties 
superseding all prior negotiations, written or verbal, and may only be amended by signed writing 
executed by the parties through their authorized representatives hereunder.
